San Francisce Inventer Preposes to Put
Tetegraph Recelrers n Thelr Helmets.
San Fraxcisco, Sept. 15.— Assistant City

Electrician Charles N. Farmenter of Berke-

ley has erected a wireless pole on the site

for the new Town Hall and is experiment-
ing with a scheme to call policemen from
their beats by wireless.

A simple apparatus of compact form
which policemen will carry in their helmets
is the means by which he hopes to revo-
lutionize the police and fire alarm systems.

The chief of police turns on the current
and wireless impulses are sent out in all
directions. The invisible current comes
into contact with the coil in the patrolman’s
hat and rings a bell in his pooket. The
mensage is sent in the form of dots and
dashes. Though a policeman may not
understand the communication he will
know he is wanted by the ringing of the
bell in his pocket. He will then hasten to
the nearest police box and telephone the

The French Canadians killedl and in ured
in the wreck nearly all came from rowna
i New Hampshire and Massachuset'a.
They had been up to the Sherfrooks fair
n eastern Canada and were returning on
the last day that their tickets were good.
Two coaches filled with these people had
been added on to the regular rrain from

originally from around Sherbrooke and

Physicians and residents of Canaan,
White River Junction, Hanover and other
towns in the vicinity and the farmers from
the adjucent territory made for the soene
of the wreck in all sorta of conveyanoces
as soon as they learned of the acoident.

Fortunately another passenger train
from Queheo wasn't far bshind the wreaked
| one. This train, No. 34, left White River
| Junction a few minutes after 5 o'clock
| with physicians and others anxious to aid
| the injured. The track hetwesn the soene
| of the wreck and the junction was kept
| clear and the second passenger train was
i thus able to bring the badly wounded baok
I to White River Junotion and then on to the
hospital at Hanover

The dead were all removed to Concord.
Many of the bodies are in such condition
that identification is difficult if not impos-

| sible.

The wrecked passenger train left White
River Junction at 3:53 o'clook in the morn-
ing. 1t was 45 minutes late, and being be-
hind time is responsible for the shifting
| of the orders. The freight was on time.
"l'ho collision ocourred on a “Wwetch of
| straight track. Had the morning been
| clear the engine crews would have ssen
| sach other and very likely the wreok would

have been averted.

The wreck tied up the railroad com-
| pletely for almost the entire day. It was
3 o'clock in the afternoon befors the track
was cleared sufficiently to permit the frag
train to pass.
