KILLED BY REJECTED SUITOR,

Girl Shot Dead In a Bakeshop —Murderer
Then Shoots Himself Fatally.

John Fichtner, an itinerant baker, shot
and killed Johanna Hoefer yesterday morn-
: ing in the bakery at 821 Tenth avenue, where
she was employed, and then wounded him-
self fatally with the mamné weapon. He
died shortly after 5 o'clock yesterday after-
noon in the Reosevelt Hospital.

The persistent refusal of the girl, who
was romely and only 22 L rs old, to accept
his lovemaking, which began three years
ago, when Fmﬁm»r was in the employ of
Carl Fischer, the proprietor of the bakery,
was the cause of the murder. According
too Mrs. Fischer. a cousin of the dead girl,
to whom she had given a home, Fichtner
was not “smart.” and Johanna was not
interested in him.  She laughed at his
arténtions -

During the summer Fichtner bhad not
visitéd the bakery, and when he a
there two weeks ago. he said he had been

“working in the country.” Johlnm re-
fused to speak to him. This so enraged
him that he. threatened to kill her. ' He
showed a revolver and Fischer wanted t«
have him arrested, but the girl demurred
and said she wasn't afraid. Several police-
men of the West Forty-seventh street police
station sald thnt she had spoken to them
of Fichtner's “crazy actions,” and they
bad tried to induce her to lodge a com-
plaint against him.

At 10 o clock yesterday morning Fichtner
entered the bakery and went to the rear,
where Johanna was at work. He threat-
ened her and she flead. He pulled out his re-
volver and shot her in the k. the bullet
piercing her heart, She fell dead. Fichtner
ran to the front of the shop and then shot
himself in the right temple. He was un-
copscious until he died. He was about
28 years old.
