Judge Clark on the Supreme Court.

The title of an article by Chief Justice
WALTER CLARK of North Carolina, “Is
the Supreme Court Constitutional?® in
the current number of the Independent
was not happily chosen, for the question
is answered in the affirmative by section
1 of Article I1I. of the Constitution,
which provides that “the judicial power
of the United States shall be vested in
one Supreme Court and in such inferior
courts as the may from time
to time ordain and establish.” The
proposition Judge CLARK attempts to
prove is that the Supreme Court in
invalidating acts of Congress exercises
a power not given to it by the Constitu-
tion, which is not quite the same thing
as asserting that the Supreme Court is
not constitutional.

Duteh Artists in “‘the Goed Old Days.*

So many artists are constantly deerying
the “commercialism” of the twentieth cen-
tury and sighing for “the good old days” that
it is interesting to learn from Dr. W, Martin,
in the September number of the Burlington
Magazine, how the Dutch painter of the seven-
teenth century sold his work. If he had to
live by art the battle was hard, The super-
fluity of really first class pictures depressed
the market and did nothing to improve the
economio conditions in the art circles of
the Netherlands. Some artists were lucky
enough to find s Mmoenas, The Swedish reai-
dent, Petter Spiering, paid Gerard Doua yearly
salary of 1000 gulden (9400) for the right
of purchasithg everything he painted. The
painter Tobias Vergaecht contracted with the
art dealer Pieter Coenraets to paint not less
than eighteen pictures of hunting scenes for
812 apiece. Josef van Bredael contracted
with Jacob de Wittq in 1708 to copy for four
years pictures after Velvet Brueghel, Wou-
werman, &c. The first year he was to receive
$2.40 a picture, the second year $3.20, the third
and fourth 84, besides an annual “shilling
tip,” and at the end a cloak of blue cloth, In
1674 the painter Ellas van der Broeck bound
himself to the dealer Bartholomeus Floquet
to paint during one year and for the whole
day everything that Floquet might require
of him. In return he received free board,
$48 salary and $18 for lodging. Lost time
ke must make up, If he married during the
year he must pay damages.
