NEW YORK'S BUSIFST FIREMEN.
Answered 1122 Alarms in & Year, Three |

Times London's Record.

A visitor to Fire Headquarters in Faat
Sivty-meventh street was prompted to in-
quire how the number of ealls in a vear in
the busiest fire houses of Greater New York |
compared with the number of ealls fora
vear in the busiest disiricts of London. He |
was told that there was really no compari-
son possible, as the New York firemen an-
awered more than twice as many calls a
year as the London firemen.

It was found later that this was rather
nadesstating the case. Truck IR at 84 At-
to, nev street answered more calls in the
year 1008 than any other company in Greater
New York. It responded to 1,122alarms in
the vear and did duty at 589 fires,

Engine 17 at 91 Ludlow street was a close
second with 1,062 calls during the year, of
which only 227 turned ouv to be real fires.
In other worda, the men of these two com-
panies had to answer analarm hefore sitting
down to breakfast, dinner or supper, and
then some.

The figures for London show an amaring
disparity. The Whitechapel station, situ-
ated in the most thickly |]»o|mln'e«l part of
the city, responded to only 378calls in the
yvear 19008, including false alarms, an average
of one call a day.

Shorediteh reported 269 alarms of fire
for the year and Manchester Square 266,
The firemen at these atations on an aver-
age answered an alarm a day for two days,
and on the third they rested,

To be fair it should be said, however,
that the two New York companies cited
were exceptionally busy. The aver:ge of
calls a year for a New York fire compsny is
about 600,

The other extreme is found in tha case of
South Beach Hose Company 1, on Seaside
Boulevard between Ocean avenue and Sand
lane, South Beach, Staten Island, which
congists of one four wheeled hose wagon
manned by eight men. Hose 1 anawerad
one alarm in 1006, and it wasn't a false one
either. _ )

An interesting point shown by the record
of the Fire Department is that the firemen
in Harlem and The Bronx are for the moat
part kept as busy answering alarms, false
and otherwise, as their brothers downtown,
excepting a few companies in the heart of
the East Side. Brooklyn's firemen are not
nearly 8o buay as those of Manhatian,
averaging only about two-thirds as many
calls a year.

Truck 26, installed only a few vears ago
at 52-54 Fast 114th street, Manhattan, an-
swered last year no less than 958 calls and
did duty at more than half of them.
