Shakes Hands With the Baggageman and
Smiles at Everybody He Meets,
TAarryrowN, N. Y., Oot.

Rockefeller, accompanied by Mrs. Rocke-
feller, his ever faithful bodyguard, John,
and his family servants, arrived here this
