JAPAN C(COULD TAKE ISLANDS.

Reeapture of Philippines Impossible, Says
Majer Ahearn—Vast Forests.
Special Cadle Despaich to THE Suw.

BerLIN, Oot. 9.—Major Ahearn, who has
been at the head of the forestry depart-
ment in the Philippines sinoce 190, in con-
versation with T Svw oorrespondent
to-day was enthusiastic over the com-
mercial value of the islands and their
possible development.

As to the military situation, he said that
the islands are defenceless. They oould
be taken by the Japanese in ten days, and
it would be impossible for the United States
to retake them. The Major believes that
the American fleet is going to the Pacific
to stay. He said that fifty years would
have to elapse before the Filipinos ocould
be trusted with self-government.

He said the islands contain 40.000 square
miles of waluable timber, chiefly pine.
The forest products are waiting only to be
ocut and carried to the sea. Major Ahearn
mentioned one concession of sixty square
miles that already had returped a profit
of $4,000,000. Thousands of such tracts
are ready to be given away for a term of
twenty-five years.

WHACK AT COEDUCATION.

President of Tufts Finds Men Students
Distressed by Preximity of Girls.

I regard this as the most pressing
educational problem we have before us,
and [ have no doubt that failure to solve
it means disaster to the college of liberal
urts.”
