The high Incroyable collar is a novelty
launched by Paquin alone and likely to
find favor, already indeed appearing upon
late models from other makers. It is made
by Paquin in either the most supple and
thin of velvets or in supple satin, folded
softly over a thig but carefully fitted lining,
and it is, as & rule, prodigioualy in
ddundbut.cndlvnuohddoaftho
ohin in front, so that this height need not
be modified.

To keep this collar becomingly close to
the throat and in place, the maker em-
ploys some sort of soft little scarf, running
around the inside of the ocollar at the top and
tying under the chin in front, the knot
filling the open space left by the collar.

Sometimes, as in the striped velvet model,
an appearance of added height is given b
running the lower edges of the collar fronts
down upon the coats in & point, so giving
several inches of extra dbpth to the ap -
pearanoce of the collar fronts.

coats than have many of the other Frenoh
makers chiefly bacause his princess skirt
and the out of his favorite coat do away
with the desirability of the waistooat.
This skirt, which is one of the season's
sensations, we have described hefore now,
hut. tha siketoh will give a better idea of it
than mere words and for chose wno did noc
read the earlier description a few words of
comment may not be amise.

new Paquin skirt, folding saufly around the

waist and falling from:there in clinging
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@
the proper clinging lines by heavy trim-
mings at the bottom, have the same type of
drop skirt as that designed in connection
with the Paquin princess, though of course
there is in the case of a transparent ma-
terial a soft silken foundation; and often
the supple clinging drop skirt is not in
reality a skirt, but merely a pair of bloomers
fitted smoothly over the hips and finished
with deep chiffon ruffies at the bettom.

One still finds the very sheer soft stuffs
more or less fulled into the waistband. but
more and more makers are departing from
this idea and by one device or another
are achieving smoothness at the skirt tops.

But to return to the Paquin group: One
of these costumes we mentioned some weeks
ago as a duplicate of a ocostume made
for Mme. Paquin herself and not entered
among the trade models. The coat of
black broadcloth is charming of line but
extreme in its originality and is hand-
somely trimmed in heavy braiding and in
