It is
stated by members of the convention that
this work is more important than the
work among the negroes because of the
influence of the Jew upon this nation.
In the campaign which has been mapped
out it is not proposed to ask the Jew to
abandon his traditions or to forsake his
people, but it is asserted that neither Jew
nor Gentile can besaved without the media-
tion of Christ.

The Rev. Dr. C B. Wilmer of Atlanta,
QGa., on the floor of the House of Deputies
this morning denocunced attacks made
upon him because of alleged misinterpre-
tation of his words in the convention.
