The Iu-
dians are the sensation of the season so far,
and it is too bad that they don't meol Yule
as a finale to successiva games with Pennayl-
vania, Princeton nnd Harvard, It has heen
hinted that they could beat Yale. As the
two do not come together, their respective
woores against Syracuse will have to suffice
as & comparisor. Yale heat Syracuse 11 to

convention. Automobiliste from all over
the country will he present during one or
both of the big shows of American cars in
the Girand Central Palace and Madison Square
Garden and the series of meetings during
the shows would undoubtedly have brought
together many good roads advocates.

Considering the hvt_'thu tire casings are
subject. to a considerable and continuous
amount of wear it is no more than & natural
ronclusion that the rubber sbraded from
the tread surfaces must become intermingled

Two samples taken from the |lanabar
road near Barmouth, in Wales, the one from
a ntntfbt stretch and the other from a corner,
vielded upon analysis respectively 042 and
170 per ecent. of rubber, such as might huve
been ground from tire treads. This is at
once avcepted as 1ultp natural, inasmuch us
the greater precentage existed ut the corner,
thetendency to skidding, not to mention power
or turns an ro-slhl,\‘ inperfections in steering
lavouts, readily accounting for a large smount
of abrasion at such poinis. in addilion
however, it was discovered that in the second
sample were several fragrients literully torn
from the tread, thus showing that the de-
structive efiect is in reality very wreat.
