INTERNATIONAL YACHT RACES.

Prospects fer Many Centests on This Alde
of the Atiantie Next Xear.

There is every likelihood of there being
three and possibly four International yacht
races degided on this side of the Atlantio
next season, and yachismen who are ipter-
ested in small Doats are making their plags
now to meet as far as they are able the con-
ditions of these contests. They will all be
for small oraft, but small boat racing has
become so popular on this side of the Atlantic
that these racges will prove even more in-
structive than a race for the Amerioa’s oup,
which hasfuever made a season & good one
from a yachting point of view except for
racing in that one class and for steam yachts.
The America’s cip contests have always been
spectacular, but so much atiention is paid
to the class for which the match is arranged
that all others are neglected.

It is Germany's turn to visit this side of
the Atlantic and race against Amerioan built
craft. The Americans have won at home
and the German yachtamen defeated them
this year in their waters, and now the German
sailors are ambitious to defeat the Ameri-
cans here. They learned a lot when off

arbiehead two years ago, so much that they
were able to win in a most decisive manner
when they met the American Sonder bouts
at Kiel this year. The Spaniards, Loo, are
ambitious and it is very probable that raoes
will be arranged (o be sailed off Marblehead
next summer, at which both German and
Spanish yachtsmen may compete.

Whether the Sonder class boats will be
maintained or whether another class will be
arranged for has not yet been settled, bu
plans are now being made on both sides o
the Atlantic, and when completed will be an-
nounced by the Eastern Yachi Club com-
mittee, which has brought about these in-
ternational contests and carried them through
to such a successful finish.

The Canadians or rather the Nova Scotians,
are going to try Lo recapture the cup the
American_dories ‘won summer when
sailing off Shelburne, That r was ar-
ranged by the Shelburne Yacht Club and the
Muassachusetts Dory Association, and the
conditions that governed the first race for
the cup will prevail in the next contest, Each
side will be allowed three dories and a series
of three races will be sailed.

Madison Square Garden’s «.ghth exhibition
of automabiles and accessories was opensd
Inst night at 8 o'clock, and though there was
ne vorps of foreign diplomats presens (o lend
lustre to the occasion the attendance was as
great as it was on the opening night of the last
show, when a number of members of the Diplo-
matie Corps came on from Washington to help
start the show on ite week long oareer. The
rain had no appreciable effect on the namber
of visitors, though It undoubtad|y did increase
the number of enclosed curs and hansom cabs
that delivered passengers at the main em-
trance of the building

In place of the nymph graced fountain that
met the eye of the visitor*as he entered the
building during the last automobile show those
who went to the Garden inst night saw an or-
nale gateway, a replicn of one at the Florie
Toresca villa in Florence. Behind the real
iron gutes of the gateway a garden wall and
treas and shrubbery were visible. Though
the garden wall is canvas the illusion of dis-
tance is very well worked out. The Garden
has a literal perspective of seven feet, as the
gateway structure has that much depth. The
giteway (s further set off by a conple of posts
with an iron chain between them which
stretches across the gateway.

At the Fourth avenue end of the buliding
the wall is masked by an mmense printing of
Italian villas with terraced gardens pf their
own. The starry sky effeot of the last show
is also missing, as the celling has been coverad
with a canopy of soft material of a rich, warm,
gray vcolor. The exhibition spapces have
been carpeted in deep red and the same color

Tha stairways from the
main floor to the platform are white,with their
newsl posts bearing urns contrining ferns and
flowers. Three stalf fleures of an Egyptian
girl, solemnly declared to have been a chum
of [sis by the press agent, adorn the miling
along t” edge of the elevatod platform on
each of butldlu‘,
On the main floor and the elevated platform
the gusolene driven pleasure ‘vehicles are
shown. The electric pleasure vehieles have
for their very own a salon at the right of %\a
entrance f%'r. where the restaurant mmn"
is at the Madison avenue and T'wenty-six
street corner of the main floor, The entire
basement space under the arena has been
utilized to provide spaces for numbers of
aoy y and commercial vehicle exhibits
and the rathskeller, the latter being situated
in the Fourth avenue and quty-mol}c
street corner. ‘The balcony floor is used for
accessory exhibits, and both the bu:on‘
and the erstwhile restaurant are finished ol
in the same gray and crimson color scheme,
Up in the cert hall the regular deco-
rative scheme has been abandoned and the
room arranged as a rose gardern, set with
latticed a in greem gr;‘d white. There
is an arched entrance, with lattiees of the
double diagonal pattern fram in e,
a central dividing lattice down the hall while
the walis upder the balconies and back of th
stage are finished with the same unusun
and restful design. The electric lighting
more brilliant than usual and it ia dec
that 50 per cent. more lights have been u
than ever before in the building. The tel-
harmonic music, which was distributed by
homns placed in different places aroupd the
building, puzzied many who heard it for 'n:
first time and who asked where the ba

was hidden.

So far as the automobiles—both pleasure
and commercial types -are concermed, there
are none but American cars shown, as
imported machines are to have a show o
their own right after Christmas in the Garden.
Last January there were 255 exhibitors, in-
