Bankers, trust company presidents, ofi-
cers of the United States Stesl Corporation
and other financiers were in conference
from early morning until sarly this morn-
ing. Certain details remaired to be ar-
ranged hy the oonfsrees, who remained
after 1:30 o'cleck this morning, but it ap-
pear s cevtain that three important obstacles
to recovery from present finaneial oon-
ditions have heen removed

One of them, the hitch in the com-
pletion of the transaction for transfer
of a controlling fioterest in the Ten-
tessee Coal, lron and Railroad Com-
pany to the ©nited States Steel Corpora-
tion, on which it is understood the others
hinged, was arranged in the early evening.
The trust company committes and the
directors of the Trust Company of America
and the Lincoln Trust Company are now in
conference and there is every reason to
helieve that they will reach an agreement
vhereby both of the trust companies will
be supplied with abundant cash :> meet the
demande of all depositors rapidly and to the
tull amount of their claime.

A. Barton Hepburn, president of the
Chase National Bank, left the conference
in J. Pierpont Morgan's library at 1 o'clock.
\rrangements had been made, he said, to
supply hoth companies with ample funds
o meet all claims. Al that renwined, he
added, was the ad justment of details.

Secretary of the Ureasury George B.Cortel-
vou was also in this city yesterday and
many bankérs ealled upon him in the course
of the day.

Mr. Roosevelt will not go to the extent
of acknowledging that anything said or
done by him has produced present condi-
tions. On the contrary—and it is under-
stood that he said as much yesterday to
Mesars. Gary and Frick—he holds, it is
said, that if his views had been followed
by Congresa the prevailing fmancial afe-
turbance would have been averted. How-
ever Mr. Gary and Mr. Friock, it was de-
clared in official circles, went away from the
White House well satisfled with what they
learned from the President and the indi-

KAISER IN BAD HEALTH.

Te Rest in the Isle of Wight —Kalserin
Won't Go to England.
Spectal Cable Despatch to THE Sun

Loxpox, Nov, 5. -The arrangementa for
the visit of the Kaiser nd Kaiserin to the
British court have been suddenly altered,
causing surprisé here and in Berlin. Every-
thing had been prepared for theif depariure
on November 8

It was announced to-night that the
Kaiserin would not come 6 England and
that the Kaiser, after his court visit, would
stay privately for a few weeks on the Isle
of Wight for reasons of health It was
explained that the Kaiserin has been nurs-
ing Lrincess Alexandra of Sonderburg-
Gliloksburg, the flancée of her son, Prince
August, who has been suffering from
chiocken pox at the Berlin Castle, and feared
she might convey the infection to members
of the British royal family. She is also
anxious concerning her own daughter,
Princess May. who is already infected by
the disease, and hence she reluctantly
abandoned her visit.

The Kaiser, who will start for London
on Friday, has been suffering from catarrh,
and has been in bed part of the time for
severa! days. He is still far from well,
and his physicians have advised him to
recuperate by visiting the Isle of Wight
for a few weeks. The fact that such a
long rest is considered necessary for him
is causing a sensation in Berlin, where his
ailment has been supposed to bé trivial,
and the surprise is not diminished by an
official admission that recent events, ayn-
chronizing with a4 severe catarrh, have
bad a depressing offect on the Kaiser him-
self, whose general heaith has been injured
thereby.

The indefinite prolongation of the Em-
peror’'s stay in England will unset numerous
official, military and private engagements
and arouse much specilation.

Majority for Willson for Governor Estima-
ted at Frem 10,000 Lo 15,000

LovisvivLe, Ky., Nov. 5.—~The indioa-
tions late to-night are that Willson, Re-
publican, has been elected Governor by a
majority of from 10,000 to 15,000 and that
Beockham, the present Governor, will have
a safe majority in the Legislature to elect
him United States Senator, for which office
he has already been nominated by the
Democrats.

Reports from fourteen counties in the
State, which gave a majority for Beckham
four years ago of several hundred, show
Willson's majority over Hager this year
to be over 2,000, the biggest change ever
known in the State

Indications point to an overwhelming
viotory for the Republicans in the State
and in the city of Louisville. In 100 pre-
cinots in the, city Grinstead, Republican,
for Mayor, has a majority of over 2,000
over Tyler, Democrat, and Willson's ma-
jority over Hager will even exceed that
of Grinstead. [t is estimated that Willson's
majority over Hager in the Fifth district
will be diose to 8,000 or 10,600 .

TOM JOHNSON ‘WINS AGAIN

BEATS ROOSEVELT'S MAN BUR.
TON FOR MAYOR OF CLEVELAND.

Republieans Cencede Burten's Defeat by
* From 5.500 to 5,200 —Jehnsen Carries
ity Council With Him in Street Rallway
Contest —Results in Other Ohe ities.

CLEvELAND, Nov. 6.—The reeleotion of
Tom L. Johneon to be Mayor of this city
over Congressman Theodore K. Burton,
who was incited to enter the fight by Presi-
dent Roosevelt, is conceded at 10 o'clock by
Republican. leaders. ‘

The most conservative of the ’-on who
backed Mr. Burton in his spectacular battle
put Mayor Johnson's plurality at from
3,000 to 5000, from 9,000 to 7,000 less than
the figures by which he won his third term
over W. H. Boyd two years ago.

With Mayor Johnson, it is conceded. a
majority of the Council is elected, giving
him a mastery of the city legislative body,
which will make him dictator of the trac-
tion situation, which alone figured in the
conteat

At 9:15 to-night when the Cleveland
Leader conceded Mayor Johnson's election 1
by 8,000 plurality, Peter Witt, City Clerk,

Despite the fact tha* early returns indi- |
cated that he was not making the required !
gein of fAfty votes to a precinct, Congress-
man Burton reiterated his belie’ that he
would be elected. His secretary, T. E.
Cassidy, as late as 8:30 o'clock, when the
gains for Burton were only fourteen to a
precinet, predicted his chief's election by
2,000.

Mayor Johneon hearing returns in the
City Hall office, which has been his for
nearly seven years, was compellsd ecarly
in the evening to alter his afternoon pre-
diotion of 15000 plurality. He cut the
figure to 8,000.

The great interest in the fight, which
began with Mr. Burton's reluctant consent
to enter the ruce when he was called on
in the name of his party and in the interest
of his future political career to risk him-
self or never to expeot aid from the leaders
who saw at last an opportunity to grasp
the reins of power in this city, was shown
in the great crowds which gathered in
the streets before the newspaper offices as
early as noon to-day.

Outside the Mayor and the Councilman
fights, raging about the traction issue; the
Democrats have elected all other officers
except three members of the school board,
who probably will be Republicans, an 1 the
police clerk, Paul Schreiner, Republican, who
ran far ahead of his Democratio rival,
Anton Belsinger, and way in the lead of
Burton.

The comparative fgures which brought
the Republican leaders to a realization
that their leader was defeated came from
the seventy precincts tabulated by tbe
Einction Board. In these seventy precinots
MAyor Johnson polled 13,311 votes and
Burton 13,1%, against a vote in 1005 of John-
son 12,005, Boyd 98%. The rate of gain

and the precincts so scattered as to be
representative

/ith ninety precincts in, Burton’s vote
had dropped away from Johnson's, the
vote at that hour standing: Johnson, 18,504;
Burton, 15,424. This showed a net Re-
publican gain over the 14,024 cast for John-
son and 11,550 cast for Boyd in 1906 of 244
votes to the precinct. Then hope was lost.

Horace Andrews, president of the Cleve-
land Electric Railway Company, about
whose efforts to save his corporation from
confiscation at the hands of Mayor Johnson,
as he characterizes the warfare of the Mayor
this campaign has been w.qod. heard the
returns ‘n the office of the Leader. For
three hours he watched closely figuring
the mounting percentage of Republican
gain with hopefulness.

For the first time the company had act-
ively entered politics and is its last ohance,
for it is conceded Mavor Johnson, with a
Council behind him, can give the three
cent roads franchise after franchise as
the old franchises expire, and in a few years
the Cleveland Electrio will have no lines
un'ess a compromise ie reached.
