AUTO SHOW EBNDS IN MADISON
SQUARE GARDEN.

e Nandred Theusand Visiters Litend An-
nual Kxhibition—Col. Pope Says Farly
Dates Are Bost—117 Differont Makes of
Cars te Be Exhibited at Chieago Show.

Madison Square Garden s pighth automobile
show-—~the third one to be held under the
suspices of the Association of Licensed
Automobile Manufact urers--closed |ast night
after n week thut was regarded as unex-
pectedly succoessful in spite of the squalls of
rain and financial troubles that bothered New
Yorkers during the exhibition

M. L. Downs, secretary of the A, L. A. M,
show committeo, sald last night that the total
attendance had been about one hundred
thousand, which, though it fell a few thousand
below that of the last show in the Garden,
was surprisingly good in view of the fact that
rain fell on Saturday, Monday and Wednes-
day and that so many motorists were so busy
with financial affairs that they did not have
time to visit the show. To make matters
worse for the attendance, Tuesday was
election day and then some rain came down
on Friday night, Mr. Downs said that many
of the exhibitors did not have their eotire
siales forcea at the show until the day after
election, as there had heen a heavy demand
for exhibitors’ buttons and tickets of all sorts
on Wednesday.

Charles Clifton, president of the Association
of Licensed Automobile Manufacturers and
n member of the show committee, said last
night that the show had been a very successful
one and the financial resuits had been most
satiafactory. Col. George Pope, chairman of
the show committee, received many con-
kratulations last night. He said on behall
of the management that he was oconvinced
that it is the proper thing to hold an early
show in the Garden each year to stir up the
enthusiasm which is necessary to bring about
& successful season of motoring during the
open season. S, T. Davis, head of the Loco-
mobile company, said business had been very
much better than he had expected and in
tact had been very good. Alexander Winton
declared the show had been the best one sinee
1902,

Many of the salesmen left last night for
Philadelphia, where there is ‘to be a local
show lasting until next Saturday night. A
number of the show cars that have attracted
#0 much attention in the Gardsn are to be
shipped over to the Quaker city to-day.

S. A. Miles, general manager of the Na-
tional Assotiation of Automobile Manu-
facturers, who is manager of the seventh
anmual Chicago avtomobile show, November
20 to December 7, announces that the Weatern
nutiopal exhibition 1 to have a greater num-
her of automobile exhibita than the two
New York shows combined The Chicago
show, aa has been the case for the last three
vears, will be the only national show of the
yﬁur. becanse it will be the only one in which
all automobile manufacturers will exhibit,
regardiess of their aMliations with other
sssocrations. The Pulace show bad mxty-
three exhibits of automobiles and the Garden
ahow had fortv-seven, u total of 110. To
date the number at Chicago s 117, and nothing
put lack of space prevents the addition of at
least twenty more. There are more than
that number of manufacturers, who neglected
to file their applications on time, satill on the
waiting list, including half a dozen of con-
siderable importance.

The added space for the next Chicago show
~—that is to say, space which has not been
oocupied in earlier years—is equal to 75 per
cent. of the entire space available at the Palace
or the Garden. ‘The total number of square
feet of space occupied at Chicago will be
about 110,000. On account of the two New
York shows being held at different times
it is expected that a larger number of agents
wilt attend the Chicago affair than came to
this city. The Chicago show will have a
motoreycle section in which twelve different
makes will shown. The official figures
wive the number of accessory exhibitors as
180, but as the embargo against sub-letting
of space has beep removed on account of the
wcarcity of space it is likely that the accessory
exhibitors will run over two hundred.

Milwaukee's mail collection automobiles

The
members of the Royal Club are membega of
the Motor Union, as the club belongs to that
orgapization, the, same as many clubs in this
vountey are members of the American Auto-
moblle Association.

It is ope of the penalties of & new industry
that at regular intervals of twelve months
every pérson connected with it must have nis
ordinary routine scattered to the winda, says
the Awlomobile. When seliing automobiles
be es & commonplace there will be little
nc-:am or vearly upheavals, Since we are
ohll.ng to take things as they are and not as
the superior man's superior wisdom would
have them be, the person who has for his
mission the converting of the classes and
masses from patriarchal methods of locomo-
tion to modern means of propulsion is wise
who enters into the movement with whole-
hearted energy. Probably individual firms
eould sell as many cars for spot cash by hold-
ing special exhibitions in their own show-
rooms and entering into a special yublicit y
campaign as by participating in a show, but
the final result to the industry as a whole
would be qnite different.

sShows have another object than trans-
ferring automobiles from the hands of the
manufacturer to those of the user for spot
cash, and that object is an appeal to the
people which can only be made by a united,
and, to a certain extent, disinterested effort.
The supertechnical man has too frequﬂw
made it known that he does not like the mod-
ern spectacular show and that a plain chassis
and plain boards would be more satisfactory.
Directors of the big national shows, however
dispiay true wisdom in making their appe
to the large majority,indifferent to the auto-
mobile industry. trading store display
pure and simple is never likely to stir up the
emotions of the uninitiated. The efforts in
Grand Central Paiace and Madison Square
al Chicago and a few other of the important
cities of the country will strike the imagina-
tion of the masses as nothing else can, and it
is in that power Lo excite intereat that their
chief value lies, When the automobile in-
dusrty becomes a commonplace one there will
be no need for shows, for there will be no
converts Lo make,

AUTOMORBILE NOTES.

In the Wayne Thirty for 1908 the builders assert
there Is the most cconomical and mechanically
correct transmission it Is possible to obtaln In au
tomohile construction. It Is a system that saves
from 7 10 20 per cent. of the power that would be
wasted under the ordinary arrangement
misslon . engine and propeller shaft Wayne trans
misslon Is placed under the rear axle, necessitating
nan absolutely hortizontal drive shaft under normal
Joad When designing the Wayne c¢ar the advan
tages that could be obtained by placing the trans
mission on the rear axle appealed to me greatiy,”
sald Designer Kelley of the Wayne company, “and
I determined to so build the ear that such an ar
rangement would be possible and practical as
well. It is a well established fact that In trans
mitting power from a universal joint which works
at an angle, from 7'y to 20 per cent, of the powey

With the transmission on the
rear axle the Wayne cars are enabled 10 use a pro-
peller shaft 363, lnches long.  This length of shaft
together with the general ronstruetion of the frame
reduces the propeller shaft angles 1o a maximum
of 2% degrees with the car standing still and no
welght In I, With a norma) carload and the car
standing wthl there are no angles. It requires
but a half spring deflection to throw the propeller
sh aft horizgontal. Naturally, we have a saving of
