While of coursp it is within the power
of the Parliament to make such a law
the opponents of M. Briand’'s proposals
maintain that these clauses are contrary
to the common law as it exists. In this
view they are backed up by many tribunals
before which the question has been raised
since the padsing of the Separation Act,
for. example the court at Avranches ruled
a flew days ago:

“Even if any doubt existed (as to the
right of collaterals to recover) it should
be decided in favor of the collateral; for
the exolusion of collaterals, which would
strike a blow at the very principle of
oollateral succession and of property,
would constitute a right so exceptional and
exorbitant that it could only arise from
a formal text.”

Although many of the courts have given
similar decisions the question has not
oome before the Court of Cassation on
appeal, and if M. Briand's bill becomes
law it is not likely to do so, for M. Briand
proposes to make his law retroactive,
thersby quashing all such judgments made
nlnco thié Separation Aot.

PAPYRUS IN EGYPT.

year of Darius, addressed to the Persian
Governor of Judea by the Jewish priests
of the Temple of Elephanta. The doou-
ment is long and interesting, but its inesti-
mable value lies in the faoct that it calls up
historical figures familiar in the Bible, such
as Johanan, high priest of Jerusalem, and
Sanballat, the Governor of Samaria.

This papyrus, which is in the Aramaio
character, has been deciphered by Prof.
Bachau of Berlin, and turns out to be an
authentio page to be added to the Book of
Nehemiah. This wonderful dooument is a
petition addressed by the Jewish inhabi-
tants of the island of Elephanta, speaking
through the priest, Jeduyal, and his ool-
leagues, to the Lord Bagohi, the Persian |
Governor of Samaria in the seventeenth I
year of the reign of King Darius. After |
having invoked, in terms almost identioal |
with those of the papyrus of Turia, the |
blessing of the “God of Gods” on the head !
of the Governor, the petitioners made sup- |
plication as follows: !

Three years previously in the nbnnco(
of Arsam the Satrap of Egypt, summoned |
to meet his King, the Egyptian servants |
of the god Khnum of Elephanta intrigued |
with the Uovernor of the island, Widrang l
(bribed by them, according to the famous |
Euting papyrus), and procured from him ‘
an order for the military commandant of |
Syene for the destruction of the temple |
of Jehovah that stood on the island of |
Elephanta. This temple, say they, was |
builded by their forefathers in old times |
and was there when the land of Egypt was
conquered by Cambyses, who spared it
while he destroyed all the temples of the
Egyptians.

According to the description the peti- |
tioners incidentally give, this temple must I
have been an imposing pile, built of mas-
sive biocks of stone, with geven monumental

| gates, columns of granite and a roof of |
| oedar. The orders of Widrang were ruth-
| lessly exeouted and the troops, helped by |
. an Egyptian horde, demolished the vener-

able sanctuary, destroying ail that it con- |
tained with fire after carrying away the
vessels of gold and silver and other precious
objeota.

All the Jewish population of Elephan'a,
men, women and children, plunged inte
the depths of affliction Ly this calamity,
went into mourning and wept and fasted, |
calling upon Jehovah tha “God of Godye.” |
No more did they ancint themselves with |
ointments or drink any wine. Some time |
afterward Widrang fell into disgrace and
was forced to make reatitution, while thoece
who had executed his orders were all slain
in just expiation of their sins. Nevertheless,
the petitionérs say, they have not to this
day, in apite of all their striving, obtained
leave to rebuild their temple, and so for three
years they have not left off their mourning,
being precluded from making their ritual
sacrifices or offering up incense on the
altar of Jehovah the “God of Gods.” In
vain after the catastrophe did they appeal
to Bagohi himself, Governor of Judea, and
then to Jehohanan, High Priest of Jeru-
salem, and to his brother, Ostan Anani,
and to the princes of the house of Judah,
Wherefore they come now, a second time,
to implore Bagohi to show them favor and
allow them to rebuvild in Elephanta the
temple of Jehovah as it onoe stood.

In return for this boon “they will offer
up sacrifioss to Jehovah on the new altar
in his name, and until it is built all the
laraelitish men, women and ohildren of
the island will never cease praying for
Bagohi.” Furthermore, they give him to
understand that he will reap more sub-
stantial benefits in & sum of 1,000 talenta of
silver in the offerings, without count of the
gold, concerning which he has aiready
been informed. And, in conclusioh, they
mention that they have written also to
Delayah and Chelamayah, son of San-
ballat, Governor of Samaria, but that the
Satrap Arsam, recalled by Darius, knows
not of the matter. From other papyrus and
fragmenta not yet published it is seen that,
thanks to the intervention of Bagohi and
Delayah, the permission was granted and

The inestimable value of these new
discoveries lies in their corroboration of
the Biblical story, and, the names
of Johohanan and Sanballat mentioned in
the Oild Testament, the Governor Bagohi
is 1o be found in the historian Flavius
Josephus, in the Greek form of Bagoas.
Prof. Clermont Ganneau, who gives the
above details, has especial reason to be
oongratulated on this discovery, although
not aotually made by himself, sinoe it seems
to piace beyond ali doubt the correctness
of the belief that the old temple of Jehovah
was on the island of Elephanta—a belief
that he was almost alone for a long time in
holding against the majority, who looated
it at Syene, on the opposite shores of the
Nile. At present he is in ocharge of a French
mission subventioned by the Academy,
by the Ministry and also by M. Edmornd
Rothaohild, which is excavating on the”
island side by side with the German ex-
plorers, and the keenest rivalry daturally
exists between the two groups, who are
working literally shouider to shoulder
within & few yards of each other, each,
however, with a radiue axactly defined and
marked out by wire fenoces.
