GOSSIP OF WALL STREET.
“If,” said one of the shrewdest operators in
Wall Street yeaterday morning, “the market
gets a good sharp crack to-day 1 shall be
ready to buy it for a considerable rise next
week. There ia liquidation yet to be cleaned
: much of it, but enough if it. continues
dribbling along to seriously impede the re-
covery in prices now than justified by
the improvement in the situation. In the
last few dayas there has been far more short
selling than liquidation, and the latter could
be forced to a speedy termination by a sharp
decline in the market. It could be advom-
plished within the limits of to-day's two hour
session.”

The “good sharp crack,” which the operator
quoted above hoped tonsee dealt to the marker
was administered early in the session, and
afterward there was such a rally as indicated
that the prognostication as to the course of
prices next week might be borne out, *

The highly important announcement that
the Secretary of the Treasury contemplated
ibsuing 850,000,000 Panama bonds to aford a
safe medium for the investment of funds held
out of eiroulation by the hoarders of cash and
to furnish the basis of an increase in the
amount of bank ciroulation took the traders
completely unawares. Hardly one of them
was in a position to profit by the favorable
news, and as they could not profit by it they
fought against its influence. The day favored
them. Had the announcement not come
until Monday, when the bank statément
was ou' of the way, all efforts to prevent
the market from immediately reflecting its
bullish import might have proved entirely
unavailing. But Saturday being still “gam-
blers' day” the few operators who would
ordinarily have had things quite their own
way were abie, with the help of the amall
volume of liquidation that remained to be ac-
complished and in the absence of any large
legitimate demand for stocks, to depress the
list to an extent that afforded them a fair op-
portunity to cover some of their outstanding
short contracts. More than this they could
not do.

Goid importations al!ready made or con-
tracted for now total nearly $70,000,000. The
banks have increased their circulation in the
last few weeks to the extent of upward of

RUN ON. BUFFALO BANKS,

A Large Number of Lthe Forelgn Population
Draw Gut Their Savings.

Burraro, Nov. 18.-The large foreign
population of Buffalo, excited by the talk
about banks that they could not fully under-
stand, flocked to the savings banks of the
city to-day and withdrew their balanoces.
The aggregate withdrawals were not large,
but the long line of people at the cashiers'
windows, each person drawing a balance
ranging from $25 to $200, made things look
worse than they were. ™

With one exception there was nothing
that approached a rumn. This exception
was the Buffalo Savings Bank, at Main and
Genesee atreets. A long line 8f depositors,
all forei , formed this morning. They
were d off rapidly. A crowd formed
outside the bank, but there was no excite-
ment, Secretary-treasurer Donaldson of
the Frie County Savings Bank said the
deposits exceeded withdrawals,

The Buffalo clearing house committes
to-night ve out a statement in which
it was said that the discount banks and all
the trust companies are bound together
in the clearing house and each of them is
entitled to receive and will receive the full
support of every other bank and trust
company in the city.

The Buffalo banks are in such good shape
that the check system resorted to in other
cities has not adopted here. The
statement from the clearing house suggests
that some such course may now become
necessary .

MORE CURRENCY FOR CANADA,

New Laws to Relleve Stringency Wil Be
the First Work of Parllament.

OrTAwA, Nov. 18.—Probably the first
thing to be taken up by Parliament, which
meets soon now, will be a Governmental
measure to provide relief for the Canadaian
financial situation. It may take the direc-
tion of sanctioning an increase of the issue
of national notes and a change in the law
as regards the gold reserve that must be
held in the Federal Treasury against these
notes.

It is stated that such legislasion if pro-
posed will be put through all the stages in
one or two days and immediately on the
Governor signing any such bill the Govern-
ment will in some way deposit a very con-
siderable amount of thesenational noteawith
the banks to be used inany way they may see
fit for the relief of the present stringency
and especially for the moving of the Cana-
dian crops.

The banks have confessed to the Govern-
ment that they cannot get back the sixty
millions they have loaned in Wall Streat
and they have not sufficient available funds
to move the crops. It is believed that as
much as three millions additional currency
may be made quickly available with the
Parliament,

CENTRAL OF GEORGIA AFFAIRS.

President Finley Denles That the Southern
Raliway Is interested in Them,

ATLANTA, Ga., Nov. 18.—Complying with
an order of the State Railroad Commise
sion, President W. W. Finley of the Southern
Railroad has furnished the board with a
writlen statement relative to the Southern
Railroad's connection with the Central of
Georgia Railroad.

DOMINGO'S 320000000 LOAN,

The Honds Will Not Be Soid in the Present
Condition of the Money Market.

WasHINOTON, Nov, 18.—Minister Joubert
of Santo Domingo and Sefior Velasquez,
Minister of Commeroe and Finance of that
republic, were at the State Department to-
day and had a conference with Secretary
Root regarding Dominican affairs. The
Dominicans have been made to realize that
it would be best for them not to attempt
to push the sale of their issue of $20,000,000
of bonds provifled for under the recent
convention between the United States
and Santo Domingo in the present condition
of the money market. There i said to be
no urgent demand for the sale of the bonds
at the present time, as the crdditors of the
republie. it is reported, have indicated a
willingness to await the payment of the
money due them unsil the bonds can be sold
to advantage.

The Dominican Government, however, is
anxious to have the loan negotiated, as it
stands to get about $30,000 to $35,000 a
month more from its customs revenues
than it is getting now, as soon as the loan is
made. At present the Dominican Govern-
ment 45 per cent. of the revenues for
its maintenance and the remaining 55 per
cent. is sited a8 a sinking fund in the
National City Bank with which to pay off
the bonds. As soon as the loan i8 nego-
tinted the deposit in the sinking fund will
be a flat amount of $100,000 a month, which
is approximately $80,000 less than is now
deposited, and accordingly the sum aver
$100,000 will go to the Government to do
with as it pleases. -
