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MAXWELL CAN'T GET BAIL

BOROUGH BANK HEAD SPENDS
&BCOND NIGHT IN JAIL.

®e the Varge of Collapse, His Friends Say
— Gols Gow's Last 88 Indictments Ex-
poocted Against Three Wore Menm -Jen.
kins Colinteral In Trust Cempany.

Howard Maxwell, the indicted ex-presi-
rlent of the Borough Bank, Brooklyn, was
unable yesterday to raise the $30,000 bail
fized in his case, and he is still looked up
in Raymond street jail. Mr. Maxwell's
oounsel reported to the District Attorney's
office two or three times yesterday that
they sxpected to be able to furnish security
in time to save their client from spending
another night in a cell, but at 8 o'clock
they sent word that nothing could be done
until to-day.

Maxwell has about broken down, and his
friends fear that unless something is done
for him to-day he will collapse. Maxwell
took the proceedings a: Police Headquarters
and in the court room on Tharsday much
harder than did either Willilam Gow or
Arthur D. Campbell, who were indicted
with him and both of whom secured bail.

Maxwell has cell 18 in tier D).on the second
floor. He slept little on Thursday night,
but paced up and down in his cell and read
mewspapers until after 2 o'clock in the
morning. Then he threw himself on his
wot, but was restless. At 8 o'clock in
the morning he went to the bars of his cell
and asked if he would be allowad to have
special food. Upon learning there was no
objection to this, he sent one of the jailers
to a restaurant on Fulton street, about a
mile away. The jailer brought back a good
breaktasi. but when it was placed before
him Maxwell ate little,

Maxwell when he was taken to jail had
He got that in this
way:

When it had finally been determined that
Maxwell would be unable to get bail, Gow
tirmed to him and said:

Well. Maxwell, there may e some
Jitle things you will want through the
night. have you any money *"

“Not.a cent in the world,” was Maxwell's
veply

“Wall, here,” replied Gow handing over
shree one dollar bills, “it'a all I've got to
my name.” .

Both Gow and Maxwell turned over
wverything they had, including their homes,
1o the bank to secure it against loss. The
total amount of the collateral turned over
by Maxwell and Gow and one or two others
wmounted to $767,000,

Indictments will be sought in the Borough
Bank case against three more men, but it is

not likely that they will be handed down i

until the middle of next week. Of the three
additional indictments in the case of the
Rorough Bank of Brooklyn two are for
men. who have already been mentioned
in connection with the scandal. One, for
perjury, is understood to name a oclose
associate of Gow. Another is for grand
larceny and names a director of the hank.
He, it is alleged, drew a large sum from the
bank on the day before the suspension

The Grand Jury adjourned at nooy
vesterday after examining one witness,
Charles Grill, the pasa book clerk in the bank.
It wi¥ not resume the investigation until
Monday. The Grand Jury's term expires
next Saturday, and it is likely that a new
jury will be impanelled to investigate the
affairs of the Jenkins Trust Company and
other Brooklyn institutions.

It was learned yesterday that the collateral

behind the loans made the Jenkine
interests from the Jenkins Trust Compan
consisted chiefly of First National nK

stock, stock of the F. & J. G, Jenkins, Jr..
& Co. brokerage firm, and American Malt
preferred. exe | amounted to 3357, -
0. They were divided up as follows:
', H. Reuter, a clerk in the Jenkins broker-
nge firm, had $58,000; Fred Kaiser, the
manager of the company, got $62.000; F.
Young, anbther clerk, got $050M and
Waldo Hunter, another clerk, got $104,000

of the company. borrowed $30.000 and the
brokerage firm itself $158.000

WasHmiNnaron, Nov, 22.--Notice was given
to-day that what are to be known as the
Times Square and Tompkins Square
post office stations will be opened for busi-
ness in New York city on December 1.
The former will be located at 231-241 Thirty-
ninth street, and the latter at 195-197A venue
D, cormer Twelfth street. Both stations
will relieve the pressure of the mail service
in their immediate vicinities. The Times
Square station will take care of a part of
the deliveries and collections now handled
at Station E, at Thirty-first_and Thirty-
second streets, near the naylvania
station excavations, while the Tompkins
Square station will divide business with
Station B on the Bowery. Both stations
will provide all the facilitien offered at the
main office,

Beventy-five employees will be assigned
to the Timea Square starion and twent
to the Tompkins Square station. This
extension of the postal service in Man-
hattan will necesaitate the appointment of
forty additional clerks and four laborers.

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NO ORDER T0 OFFICEHOLDERS

THEY MAY GO AS DELEGATES IN-
STRUCTED FOR ROOSEVELT.

The Order That Friends of Seoretary Taft
Roquested Bo Sent to Federal OMoe-
holders, and Whioh It Was Suppesed
Was Sent Out, Has Not Been  Written.

WasHiNgToN, Nov. 22.—The pendulum
has swung again and the indications now
are that Faderal officeholders will not lose
their jobs if they decide to accept member-
ship in delegations to the next Republican
national convention instructed for Roose-
velt. Two or three days ago it was said,
on authority that seemed to t Presi-
dent Roosevelt himse'f, that Federal offioe-
holders throughout the country must de-
cline slection as delegates to the nationa'
convention in case the delegation is in-
structed for Roosevelt. It was specified
that there was no objection to political
activity on the part of internal revenue
collectors, District Attorneys, marshals and
other officers, and that they were free to go
to the national convention in case they
were not instructed for the President. It
was added that the heads of the Executive
departments would send an order to their
subordinates in the field informing them
of the political inhibition.

There is no doubting the authority upon
which these statements were made, but a
change has come over the situation. One
of the most conspicuous members of the
Administration said to-night that the order
supposed to have been sent out by the heads
of departments did not exist. Pen had
never heen touched to paper for the pur-
pose of inditing such an order, he said, and
he humorously offered a reward to any per-
son who would find that any letter or cir-
cular of the kind had been issued. He
added that no such action would be taken.

It was learned from a high source of in-
formation to-night that Federal office-
holders everywhere in the United States
will be left perfectly free to follow their
own inclinations as far as plane for sending
delegates to the next Republican national
convention are concerned. The oondition
was quite the reverse a few days ago, when
friends of Secretary Taft suggested to Mr.
Roosevelt that a notification be sent to all
Federal officeholders in the field advising
them that they must keep out of the third
The President wan asked
to instruct them that they must not permit
themselves to
Roosevelt delegates, but that there was no
objection to their going to the national con-
vention either uninstructed or instructed
for some candidate other than the Presi-
dent,

That the President acceded to this request
was indicated by the authoritative character
of public stat>ments that were made early
this week, but the contemplated order has
not been sen: out,

A high officer of the Administration,
who without question knows the Presi-
dent’s wishes and has consulted with him
within the last twenty-four hours on this
suhject, said to-night:

“l have not sent out any letter to the
officers under my department. There will
ba no letter. An informal understanding?
No, nothing of the kind, The various men
in the field will he left to follow their own
inminations as far as politios is concerned . ”

The trol-
ley company has appealed to the Court of
Frrors and Appeals. The city's law de-
partment holds that the appeal doessn’t act.
as a stay. There is a penaity of 8350 for
every violation of the ordinance.

Chief of Police Frank Monahan was taken
into the confidence of Mr. Record, Corpora-
tion Attorney Robert Carey and Assistant
Corporation Attorney August 2iegener,
and he carefully drilled the detectives in the
duties mapped out for them for the rush
hours.

In every case they refused to pay fares
when they were ocompelled to stand up.
They were put off the cars each time.

The detectives kept up their performance
until 7 o'clock. They boarded nearly a
dozen ocars.

Soon after it became known that de-
tectives were being efected for refusing
to pay their fares because they couldn't
have a seat citizens who “know the law
and believe in standing on their rights”
started to make trouble for conduotors.
Many obstinate straphangers ordered con-
ductors to find seats or go without the

nickel, and oconductors had difficuity in
collecting what was due. More than one
register was short as a result of the refusal
of stubborn ones to pay. )

“PERSONAL DESIRE" FOR
THE PRESIDENCY-BUT

“If the Chelve Sheuid Fall Upen Mo There
Would Be No Alternative bat te Avcept”’
—illinols Republiean Delogation for
Trading Purpeses Not His Alm at AN

SeriverieLp, Hl., Nov, 22.—Speaker Can-
non in a letter to J. MoCan Davis of this
city defines his position as to the Presi-
dency and decilares that statements that
be wants the Illinois delegation to the
national convention “for trading purposes”
are “far fetohed and absolutely untrue.”

The latter from Mr. Cannon was called

1 have no
personal desire to be the Republican cands-
date for the Presidency in 1908 and if I
am to enter the race at all it is because of
the action of friends in Illinois and elee~
where in the country.

“Certain newspapers claim that my desire
is for a delegation that can be used for
trading purposes. This is far fetched and

“I want to see go to the national conven-
tion from lllinois a delegation that is Re-
publican, that believes in the policies of
the party, that is high class in its personnel
and the members of which have an ao-
quaintance not only in the State of Illinois
but as largely as possible throughout the
country.

“RIGOLETTO” AT METROPOLITAN.

Mr. Bonel and Mme. Sembrich Give an Ex.
nibitlon of Good Singing.

“Rigoletto” was sung last night at the
Metropolitan Opera House and Mr. Bonei
made his first appearance there, singing
the Duke. This incident was made the
occasion of a vociferous demonstration
on the part of a few enthusiasts, whose
{ earnest and misguided efforts to prevent
others from hearing all the music were
checked by some audible hisses. If the
excellent persons who wish to shout in
order to express their approval would

acquaint themselves with the scores of the
t operas 8o that they might do their shouting
at places convenient for the singers and
the rest of the audience instead of inter-
rupting the progress of the performances
they might perhaps induce others to join
in their applause.

Mr. Bonci was warmly welcomed by ‘the
subscribers and box holders, and in his

first phrases he answered beautifully the
l question often rai as to how his voioe
would sound in the la auditoriom.

She has not in recent
years sung “(Caro Nome” better and seldom
so well. here was plenty of real enthu-
siasm after the second act and an astonish-
ing parade of flowers,

comprise the major part of the score of
“Rigoletta.” He supported the singers
with a most praiseworthy degree of re-
straint in the quantity of tone, yet with
firmness and precision.
