Yot Anthony Comstock has nothing what-
ever to do with the warning which Health
Commissioner Darlington has just admin-
Istered to a large number of whol’uh
dealers in “bay rum” who sell their goods
to the barbers of the city. Everybody
knows how popular this great drink has
become for external application to the
hair. The pharmaco-via, which is a book
composed exclusively of words of more
than ten svllables, says that the alcohol
in bay rum shall be grain alcohol—uh! huh!
~-just the same kind that comes in whiskey.
There are those who contend that the phar-
macopeia ought to be brought up on charges
on account of this provision and maybe
vemoved from office. But that's a matter
for the future.

The thing that has been stirring Dr.
Darlington up is the fact that much of the
“bay rum” applied to metropolitan scalps
{8 made of wood alcohol.  Everybody knows
that wood alcohol is not a wholesome bev-
rage and if anybody doesn’t know it he can
speedily find out by tossing off a highball
of it. Only be careful and not spill any of
it on your shoes, which can be sold to a junk
dealer after vour will is read.

Dr. Darlington does not go into the matter
of the healthfulness of wood alcohol as
applied to hair. The phﬂl‘"\l(‘ﬂ‘”ﬂu uz:
bay rum is made of grain alcohol, and t
Health Commissioner i8 out to see that it
shall be.  In short, he is out to see that the
public gets pretty much what it pays for
in every line that comes within his juris-
diction,

Wasninaron, Nov, 22.—-With an attend-
ance of delegates numbering more than
1,200 the triennial convention of the Young
Men’s Christian Association of North Amer-
ica began here to-day, the opening session
being held this morning in D, A. R. Con-
tinental Hall.

Annie Bretsch of 76 Stanhope
street, Williamshurg, the wife of Joseph
Bretsch, 2 Bremen street, was arraigned
yesterday in the Manhatian avenue police
court before Magistrate O'Reilly ona charge
cf bigamy ex-Judge Durack, who ap-
peared for the woman, said that a Cathokic
priest who is living in Williameburg was
responsible for her bigamous marriage.

In 1886 Mrs. Bretach, whose maiden
name was Buegler, married Louis Leggett,
He afterward disappeared and for nine
years was missing. Meanwhile the woman
had become acquainted with Bretach,
and in 1807 he wanted her to marry him.
She refused hecause she did not know
whether Leggett was alive. She consented
to live wutn Bretsch and a child was born
to them. Mrs. Bretsch learned one day
that Leggett was alive. She also became
vor¥ ill and believing that she was goin
to die sent for a priest, to whom she sai
that Leggett was alive and that she had
been living with Bretsch and he waa the
father of her child. What occurred then
ex-Judge Durack explained:

“In order to legitimatize the child this
Catholic priest rsuaded the woman to
be married to Bretsch, knowing full well
that her first husband was living. Even
Bretsch was a party to the bigamous mar-
riage and therefore as much liable to
prosecution as his wife. It was really
the priest who was responsible for this
woman's predicament, and 1 think she
ought to be discharged.”

Magistrate O'Reilly, after expressing
the opinion that the priest could be prose-
cuted, discharged the woman.,

Bretsch has had his marriage annulled.

mouth. But in the last few days interest
and enthusiasm have been worked up to th
boiling point, and the feeling has grown tha
Harvard will do much better to-day than her
record for the season presaged. The stu-
dents are whooping things up and are out
to make the most of every chance, So are
the players, They are said to have im-
proved a good deal this week and are going
into the fray to make the fight of their foot-
ball lives, Cambridge is wide open. Deflant
flags float in the air, some of them, if reports
he true, bearing inscriptions more vigorous
than refined, more belligerent than con-
sidernie.

. The Yale players have proved their worth,
They have shown impressive sirength, but
they know they are going up against a team
that is prepared to do or die, and neither
Yale pluyers nor coaches are anticipating
any snap. There never was a time that the
Harvard players could not have done betwer
than they have done if all their native ability
was fully brought out, and it is quite safe to
say that more has been done toward de-

If they have
been saving anvthing for Harvard it is some-
thing they have been working on for more
than this week. Ope scrimmage and signal
work is all the practice Yale Lu had this
week, s0 she must take up the job where she
left off last Saturday, having had little more
than limbering up exerclae since then In most
of her games this fall Yale has not struck her
wait until the battle was under way for some
time. The longer Harvard can hold the
Elis level the harder will be Eli's job. It s
dificuilt to tell what to expect of Harvard
to-day. There may be a surprisingly good
nght or a one sided score.

Burr at tackle for Harvard plays opposite
Capt. Biglow of Yale, and both are old timers
at the pigskin game. iglow has n a
first_class (ackle ever since he hegan to play
football, and no opposite has had the better
of him. He is as quick a line manp as there is
in the country at charging wit’the snap of
the ball. Burr's natural ition i at guard,
He was moved to tackle this season, and not
a few think he would have been better had he
been kept at guard, a position in which he was
astar. His tackle play has not been up to the
standard of his work at guard. He does the
punting for Harvard and is the most consist-
ent punter in the country.

OUn the other side of the line Paige, Yale,
and Fish, Harvard, will hne up opposite
each other at tackle. Paige’s leg has bothered
him all season and he has not been up ia
last year's form. It is probable that Foster
will wapllm him before the game is over,
Foster in lighter than Paige, but last Saturday
was quicker, better at breakiog through,
stronger on the defence. Fish is a rangy,
active voungster, somewhat raw, but willing
and full of promise. Capt. Parker of Har-
vard, centre last year and guard this year,
will face Goebel, the uzﬂrmiv- Yale guard.
Both are big and strong, Parker’'s bulk making
him a botgcrloma_ problem for rivals when
it comes to putting him out of the way.

AMATEUR ATHLETIC UNION
RULES AGAINST MOTORISTS.

Disagrees With American Automeblle As-
socintion on Amateur Definition and
Decides to Refuse Reglutrations to
Drivers Whe Race for Cash. - Gassip.

The action of the Amateur Athletic Union
in deciding to refuse registration as amateurs
to all automobilists who may have raced for
cash or against professionals has caused con-
siderable discussion among local followers of
automobiling. Numerous attempts huve heen
made to get the American Autornobile Ao~
clation to make some reasonable rullng re-
garding amateurs, but so far these efforts
have had no effect. The fact that the Amateur
Athletic Union will not accept A, A. A, “ama-
teurs” was brought out this week at the an-
nual meeting of the former organization in
this city. Whe point was raised by a delegate
of the Federation of American Motoreyclists,
which is allied with both of the other organ-
izations and whose rather unusual position
was explained. After a brief discussion of
the matter a resolution was adopted instruet-
ing the registration committees of the various
A. A. U. districts to refuse amateur standing
to all automobilists who have raced against
professional drivers or in events where cash
prizes were offered. As the rules of the
American Automobile Association make the
occupation of the chauffeur in itself an act
of professionalism and yet permit “ama-
teurs” to not.only race for cash but against
hired drivers, the ruling of the Amateur
Athletic Union reaches further and affects
more men than appears at first thought.
