FROM KICKOFF TO WHISTLE,

Being a Detalled Aceount of the Big Battle
in the Stadiom.

CamMBrIDGE, Mass., Nov. 28— The stadium
was jammed with enthusiastic wearers of
the Blue and Crinmon, when after a singing

_and cheering duel between the rival under-
graduates the New Haven players, muscular,
speedy and grim, trotted out in full view of
the vast crowd. They received an ovation
from both colleges and as they ran through
the signals it was seen that Congdon, who
played centre in the Princeton game, was
not able to line up. His weak ankle kept
him out. Bobby Dumbar, a young man
with flaming auburn hair, was at centre,

.and before the game was under way tens

- minutes he showed that he was well able to

' 1ill Congdon’s shoes.

Exactly six minutes after Yale's appear-

.ance came the Crimson eleven.

“Here they come, poor fellows'” eried
a warm hearted soul who waved a crimson

‘fag as big as a horse blanket. “It's a
‘whame to let them be slaughtered by this
Yale crowd.” !

+  “But they may not be slaughtered aflter
#ll" rejoined another Harvard man noted
for his loyalty. “You know Harvard
‘always plays better in the Yale game than
‘any other time.”

And so the comment went on until Yale
won the toss and decided to defend the
north goal, with a preity strong gale blow-
ng dﬁlgonally across a gridiron which was
a bit seft in spots. Harvard kicked off at
207 o'clock with 40000 spectators breath-

less. Burr lifted the.oval far over the heads |

of the Yale players. Tad Jones made the
catch and came souttling back like a jack-
rabbit for fifteen yards before Starr spilled
him,
CHEER:-COY'S PUNT.

. Coy punted out of bounds at Harvard's
27 yard line, the kick being such a good
one that the crowd cheered. Harvard's
first attack then was made, but Appollonio
gained a measly three yards at centre.
Newhall got in a beautiful lefr footed punt
that went far over Coy's head. Coy ran
after the oval but his hands were covered
‘with butter and the oval slipped away
from him. Harvard was simply crazy
with delight when Maedonald
dive for the ball and nailed it on Yale's
2 yard line.

- Nobody had looked fo¥ any s#ch starfling
vincident so early m the game, and the
result was that the Harvard players seemed
1o. bacome yattled. Appollonio was driven
gnto Paige for-twe yardd but Wendell,
after butting into. the bulky
foupd that he had not made an
wolid was the Yale-phalanc.

The ball was on Ydle's 18 yvard line and
it waa _third down. Capt. Parker had
an idea ‘that he could Kkick™a goal from
placement-from the 30 yard'fife, so the'fas
man_droppell back Lo that mark and the
most oareful preparations were made
1o _perfect. the play. But with Newhall
kneeling to hold the hall m place Grag
ppssed it back in wabbly style. so that
Newhall - waw foroed to reach for it as it
ralted alang the tasfl.

Then with the Yale forwards coming like
rigers, Parker kicked 6o far under the
ball with the result that it went almost
siraight up in the air and when it came down
Coy cadght. on his 7 yard line. This was
Harvard's first lost opportunity and the
Crimeson flags dropped. Only.for a mo-
ment, however, fer the Psal spirit was
quickly in evidence and the incident was
forgotten. *

BRIDES FINDS A HOLE,

Then followed fierce rushes by Bomar,
Coy and Brides which landed the ball on
Harvard's 50 yard line. Coy then made a
neat onside kick and Alcott, who made a
fine catch, was heavily thrown by Starr on
Harvard’s 23 yard line. Starr was knocked
out for & moment but he was up on his
toes in a jiffy and tha battle continued to
rage.

Harvard's defence began to tighten and
Coy and Bgmar could not gather more than
four yards in two attempts; so with the
ball on the 19 yard line it was decided to
try a goal from placeent on the 30 yard
wark. Bomar took deliberate aim and
Tad Jones held the ball perfectly after he
caught the pass. So effective was Yale's
protective formation that for a moment

“after the kick it looked as if the goal would

be made, but the gale favored Harvard
and the ball veered off just in time to miss
the target by abount flve yards.

Burr punted from his 20 yard mark,
and Tad Jones, with increasing speed, had
oome back almost twenty yards when
Rand stopped him short with a hard fall.
Coy then tried an onside kick. The drive
was just a trifle too far for H. Jones's long
reach and as the ball fell to the ground
both Rand and Newhall made wild plunges
to collar it.  The ball rolled out of bounds,
and in the mixup H. Jones nailed the leather
amid a great demonstration on the Blue
side of the field.

MACDONALD'S FINKE TACKLE

Thisa was another sample of Harvard's
sloppy work, for Yale now had the huil on
the (‘rimson's 5 yard jine. Quwick as a
cat Coy dashed straight through a hole
between Parker aud Burr for ten yarde,
but Yale was guilty of holding and anffered
a 15 yard fine

Tad Jonea's forward pass was muffed
squarely by Aleott, but the ball went back
and Harvard received fifteen yards beoause
the pass was not five yards from the centre,
This made the elevens line up exactly in
the middle of the gridiron. Coy, the star
aprinter, took the ball for what was in-
tended 1o be hair raising end run. But
before He had advanced a single yard in a
dash across the field Maodonald made a
great flying tackle and down went Coy for
a loss

This fine play by the Harvard right end
evoked loud eheers from the Crimson hosts
pel it wag A hat f Ww."\.} that ghowad the
right kind of nerve and sand. Coy then
kicked down the field to Wendell. The
latter, a brilliant runuer, had come back
fifteen yvards at top speed when for some
unknown reason the ball rolled out of his
grasp, though not a Yale man was within
ten feet of him. Tad Jones with an eagle
eye made a headlong dive for the pigskin
and got it on Harvard's 50 yard line.

This sudden shift was a delightful thing
for the Yale army and when Tad Jones
made an accurate forward pass to H. Jones
which netted six yards there was more
hilarity in the Yale stand. However, Har-
vard's defence was bracing again, so on
the third down Coy punved to Newhall,
who dodged Alcott, but could not escape
from the iron grip of H, Jones.

WENDELL ON THE TRATLL

The €Crimson men could do nothing in
attacking the Bloe line so Newhall punted
to Tad Jones, Wendell was down the field
like a racehorse and made a tackle on
Harvard's 17 vard line that jarred Jones
from head to heel A feke goal from
placement was tried by Yale. Tad Jones,
after touching the ground with the ball,
passed it deftly to Coy. who hurled it over
the heads of the struggling forces to Alcott
But In spite of all this action only ten yards
were gained.

After Yale had- been penalived fifteen
vards Cov punted to Wendell, who, full
of fight and ginger, made the catch under
full headway, and back he came at a great
rate 10 Harvard's 3¢ yard line, where H.
Jomes put him away. After both teams
had heen penalized for repeated offences
the Harvard men on their 25 yard line tried
an ineffective assault which ended when
Burr punted. Tad Jones was on hand to
make the usual catch, but before he could
get a good grip of the ball Fish grabbed it
out of bis hands.

Running like a deer, with fine interference
which completely shut off Yale's right wing,
Wendell now electrified _the crowd with
a sensational dash of twenty-four yards,
He dodged one of the Yale backs, but ran
out of bounds at the Blue's 15 yard line
But as Harvard was penalized fifteen yards
for holding this achievement was prac-
tically nullified. Harvard conld not do
much with the Yale centre so Newhall
kicked and Coy was the vietim of Starr's
terrifie tackle on Yale's 30 vard line.

Right here Macdonald made another
superh tackle. On a fake kick Tad Jones
started for the Crimson's right end, but
Macdonald gave him the hook in such a
manner that several yards were lost. With
the ball on Yale's 20 yard line it was up to
Coy to punt. Newhall made a square muff
of this kick. He scrambled after the ball
with H. Jones at his elbow, and when both
juggled it Alcott came to Yale's rescue and
nipped the leather on Harvard's 10 yard
line.

WENDELL AGAIN TO THE FORE

Another rattling run of tw-‘nt‘y #unls
behind good interference arounc ale’s
left end made Wendell's stock soar to the
skies. A double pass availed nothing
because Yale's rush line broke up the pla
with quickness and despatch. Newhall
punted to Coy, who made a fair catch just
as Starr tackled bim fiercely. Coy's head-
work produced a 15 yard penalty against
Harvard, bt there was no attempt to at
tack the Cambridge line. Coy on the next
play kieked in beautiful style to Newhall,
who was knocked flat on his 30 yard mark

After severnl weak attempts to out
through Yale's powerful defence Burr
finully kicked to Coy, who made a fair
catch on Yale's 45 yard line, Tnis was the
beginning of an attack that made the Crim-
son line erumble from end to end, for when

| Bomar, Brides and CCoy had gathered nearly

fifteen yards in quick, relentless smashes,
Tad Jones tried a well placed onside kick.
The ball sailed through the air as if in a
groove and H, Jones did not have to move

Another terrifio plunge by Coy,
pushed by the other Yale gladiaiors, worked
the ball td within a foot of the goal line.
Harvard did not quii even then, but in
spite of all that the Crimson battlers could
do in the way of checking shanext onslaught
Coy was over for a touchdown.

Burr at the Lkickoff drove
the ball clear over the goal line, but Tad
Jones after fumbling it ran it back, Starr
toppling him on Yale's 8 yard line. Coy
Ya'e's 3 yard
line.

Here was a royal chance for Harvard,
and without delay Wendell made a long
Forward T'hree Harvard men got their
hands on the ball, but ocould not hold it,
Starr finally making a lacky fall on the
leather on Yale's 20 yard line, Could Har-
vard score? Thousands with crimson flags
believed this feat was possible, but instead
of rushing the ball or attempting another
forward pass Capt. Parker concluded that
a goal trial from placement was the pro| or
caper. The attempi was made on Yale's
35 vard line, but Parker was so slow. in
making his kick that Biglow was there in
time to block the ball.

YALE BLOCKS KICK AGAIN

In a wild scramble MacDonald recovered
the leather, whereupon Parker again saw
what he thought was a chance to score.
It was another um-mrtml goal from place-
ment on the 30 yard line, but as in the
previous attempt the kick was bloeked,
this time by Goebel. Newhall, however,
was 80 fast on his feet that he seized the
ball for Harvard, who were then on the
30 vard line,

ere was one more chance for Harvard.
A forward pass was made by Newhall,
but he threw the ball about ten yards too
far. Tad Jones snatched it, in dodged
both of the Harvard ends and rushed back
in byilliant
swift run by Coy for twenty more around
Harvard's right end landed the ball on
the Crimson's 25 yard line, when time for
the first half ended.

THE SECOND HALP.

After the usual rest of ten minutes, in
which the crowd had a merry time, the
teams came back simultaneously. Capt.
Parker was not in the lineup. is place
was filled by Hoar. It was Yale's turn to
kick off, and Biglow sent a booming drive
to Burr, who was dropped heavily on his
15 yvard mark. But ‘ale man was off
side, so the hall hml"‘u be kicked over,
tne Blue suffering a five yard nalty.
This time Biglow's drive result in the
tackling of Newhall by Dunbar on Har-
vard's 20 yard line. Apollonio made a
conple of vards through Cooney )

In an instant there came an electrical
run by Wendell that set the Harvard crowd
of 25,000 half crazy with joy. With a wall
of intereferers Wendell came around Yale's
left wing running like a grevhound Not
a Yale grappler could get a finger on him,
but hia run was cut short as he went out
of bounds after making twenty-five yards.

Newhall then tried an onside kick, but
Macdonald missed the ball, and Tad Jones,
who caught, was dragged down hy Fish
on Yale's 18 vard mark. A well executed
double pass, which completely fooled the
enemy, enabled Philbin to run sixteen yards
before Starr dropped him. Ten yards
were added by Brides and Philbin on fake
plays which seemed to have the Harvard
men In the air. Paige was all in at this
point and Foster was sent in to play left
tackle for Yale )

Suddenly shifting the plan of action,
Coy punted and Brides nailad Newhall on
Harvard's % yard line. No sooner had
Wendell made a run around Alcott for
eight yarde than Harvard was penalived
tifteen yards for holding, which was fol-
lowed by a punt by Newhall to Tad Jones.
Starr was right there with the ball and was
in tha actof tackling Jooea whan tha latver

| passed the ball to Coy, who was upset in

midtield by Burr.

Sharp rushes by Brides and Philbin for
about fifteen yards were followed by an
ongide kick by Tad Jones. But Rand
gathered in the ball for Harvard on his
30 yard line, which cut Yale's attackfshort
for the time I)einﬁ. The Harvard backs
counld nat dent the Yale lines at all, so New-
hall made an onside kick.

A HARVARD CRISIS.

ere was & Harvard crisis. As the ball
sailed too far away for the Crimson for-
wards to get it Coy made a stab for it, missed
it and then juuflod it as he tried 1o pick
it up. Macdonald, Starr and Burr were all
within reach of Coy, and all of them were
soon in a frenzied scramble for the pig-
skin

H. Jones dashed up just then, made a
daring headlong dive along the ground
and gathered the much abused leather to
his heart with an affectionate embrace.

If that was not hard tuck for Harvard
it was bad football, and groans were heard
from many Harvard throats, l&m unhappi-
ness being intensified when oh a double
pass, Philbin to Coy, the Iatter skirted
Starr’s end for twelve yards. Coy prob-
ably would have been running yet but for
a deadly tackle by Wendell, who was all
over the field at this period. -

Slam-bang into the centre of the Harvard
line went ilbin for six yards. With a
rip and smash Coy bowled through Burr
for four more, while Philbin also hit the
same place for five. Then came a forward
pass by Tad Jones, but his arm was too
strong, for the ball sailed over Alcott's
head and rolled out of bounds. Two Har-
vard men with butter fingers made pathetic

rabs for the ball as it rolled over the side
f‘uwn. but Alcott was there with real grap-
pling tools, so that when the teams lined
up again it was Yale's ball on Harvard's
35 yard line.

NO MERCY IN YALK'S ONSLAUGHT

There was no mercy in Yale's onslaught
now. Harvard was on the run it seemed,
and the Blue champions were hammering
away for all they were worth Brides,
I'hilKin and Co clcy—mvvd their way to Har-
vard's 23 yard line, where Tad Jones made
a forward pass to Brides. This time Brides
had slippery fingers and the ball fell to the
ground on the 15 yard line directly in front
of the Harvard goal posts.

Where was Harvard? Here was still
another oppnrtunit to stem the tide;
but not a Crimson player was within reach,
consequently it was an easy matter for
Brides to recover the ball.

“Stop them, Harvard!" cried thousands
of men and women who saw the Crimson's
predicament.

“Tear 'em up, Yale! Touchdown! Touch-
down!” roared the Yale hosts. And while
both sides roared and rooted and the
stadium was a maas of blue and crimson
flags the young men battled to the last
ditch. Yard by yard Harvard was beaten
back, first by the dogged Brides then b
the snappy Philbin and afterwar
by the powerful Coy. Harvard's heroes
fought as if grim death was at hand. It
was & meroiless struggle until Coy landed
the ball three yards from the goal line.

The Yale men held a confab and then
came back with another mighty onslaught,
Harvard met it with great courage and
with all the physique that was at the com-
mand of the men in crimson. As the
young giants came together with a crash
a heap of arms and legs swayed back and
forth, then there was another superhuman
effort by Coy and the ball was found to
be about three inches from the goal line.
This gameness by Harvard was one of
the features of the battle and while the
resistance was hopeless it was a memorable
event.

THE SECOND TOUCHDOWN

Another grinding rush with ('UI:I at the
apex* and the formation swept Harvard
off the earth for the moment and Yale
had another touchdown. Biglow kicked
another goal, making the score 12 to 0.

In desoribing the scene that followed
it is merely necessary to say that the Yale
crowd had a corner on all the noise in the
world, while the Harvard sympathizers

oined in the demonstration, to let their

ickers know their friends had not deserted
them.

The Harvard men had not lost heart
by any means. On the contrary, they
were resolved to fight on to the last minute
with the hope that they might be able
to escape a whitewash. Rand, Harvard's
[)Incky halfback, now came off the fleld

sleeding from the nose and mouth aand
Lookwood was substituted.

It was Harvard's kickoff and Burr's
drive, a flne one, was collared by Tad
Jones, who got back to his 25 yard line
before Grant put him down. All this busi-
ness, however, went for nothing, as a Her-
vard man had been off side and the ball
had to be kicked over, the Crimson suffering

A forward pass by Coy was so long that
three Yale men just grazed the ball with
their uplifted hands, and Dunbar finally

Wendell was on the alert for it and had a
chance to do something sensational, but,
sad to relate, he muffed the ball. Grant

So quickly did the Yale forwards break
'hmn!;h that Lockwood fumbied ‘a pass,
hut Newhall earned a cheer by recovering
the ball. Then the little Harvard quarter-
back kicked to Tad Jones, who waa so firm
on his feet that it took the combined
strength of Fish and three other Harvard
men o bring him to grass on Yalo's 42
yard line. Coy lost no time in punting back
10 Newball, who dodged Alcott, Biglow and
H. Jonea, and then scooted back to his 48
yard mark, where Dunbar made a terrifio
tackle.

CRIMBON WAKES UP.

With unexpected strength Harvard began
an attack re that awoke the orowd
all over the arena Lockwood ba into
Biglow for five yards. Apolonio cut
through Dunbar, for eight after which
Wendell gathered in six more. The New
Haven men put a stop to this good playing
by a sudden brace,

Newhall's punt was caught by Tad Jones
on Yale's 15 yard line. Starr was used uj
and Brown was substituted for him, Starr's
eye was troubling him and he could soarcely
see, Cov kiok to Wendell, who fell in
the clutches of Alcott ou Yale's 48 yard line.
Wendell gor around Aleott's end the next
moment for three yvards, when I;‘Ily was
stopped to allow Inches to take Fish's place.

WENDELL'S GREAT DASH. _

With a rapid shift the Harvard inter-
ference was formed and Yale's entire left
wing was boxed, Wendell had the ball
under his arms and was running so fast one
could not count the strides. As Wendell
awept on it looked as if he would score a
touchdown. Five, ten, fifteen, twenty,
twenty-five yards he covered with the speed
of a racehorse. When he reached Yale's

LARBOR ATTACK ON TAFT,

A. F. of L. Refers the Matter to Gompers
—All the OMcers Reelected.

NowrorLk, Va., Nov. 23.—A resolution
came up to-day at the convention of the
American Federation of Labor expressing
“the profound conviction of the convention
that a great political party could not more
wantonly affront and outrage the organ-
ized toilers of the country than by nominat-
ing William H. Taft for the Presidency”
and also declaring the Secretary to have
Peen the chief backer of the Federal Judges
who promulgated “government by injuno-
tion, that great crime against the human
and civil rights of the American working-
men.”

The resolution was not adopted by the
eonvention, because the committee on reso-
lutions did not think the matter one proper
for the convention to handle, but it did
recommend that it be referred to President
Gompers, who will dispose of the matter
for the federation and himself in the col-
umns of the American Federationist, the
official organ of the Federation of Labor,

The convention formally adopted to-day
the resolution providing {or the taxing of
every member of organized labor under the
jurisdiction of the federation one cent a
month to finance the fight against. the open
shop in Los Angeles.

Samuel Gompers, president, and all other
officers of the federation were reelected
without opposition for another year. Vie-
tor L. Berger, Socialist, of Milwaukee sec-
onded the nomination of Gompers.

James Creamer of Richmond and Andrew
Turnseth of San Francisco were elected
fraternal delegates from the federation to
the British Trades Alliance. Hugh Trayle
of Milwaukee was elected delegate to
Canada.
