Insane Aaylum at Snake Hill, Secaucus,
enjoyed a Thanksgiving dinner and dance
vesterday afternoon as the guests of Dr.
George W. King. the medical director, and
Warden Patrick Fitzpatrick. Turkey, plum
pudding and other fixings were served in
the main hall and the patients were nearly
an hour at the spread. Then the tables
and chairs were removed and six volunteer
musicians struck up a waliz. The men
folks quickly seleoted their partoers and
danced three houra.

Some of the more violent prisoners who
are kept hy thomselves heard the music
and begged to be allowed ta take part in
the fun. They were escorted to the hall
by guards and manifesied keen delight in
the festivities. Acocording to the keapers
the music seemed to have a soothing effect
on the patiants and all wege on their hest,
behavior. None left the hall until the dance
wis over, and then most of them were ready
for another meal.

Betweon the dances volunteer
tainers sang and recited. The audience
applauded liberally. Several patients
caught the fever and assisted in entertain-
ing. One woman patient sang “Love Me
and the World 1s Mine” and was encored.

“It was a very well behaved party,” said
a keeper last night. “If a stranger had
dropped in on them he would never have
gnessad that the jolly bunch of dancers had
all been officially declared insane.”

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GETTING OUT OF WISCONSIN.

Insurance Companies Not Willing to Pay
New Tax Imposed by law.

MiLwavrker, Wis., Nov. 28.—The retire-
ment from Wisconsin of practically all the
foreign life insurance companies seems
assured. The announcement yesterday
that the Germania would withdraw from
the State was followed to-day by a similar
announcement by J. S. Morris, genera!
agent of the Phanix Mutual Life of Hart-
ford,

Several other agents admit that their
home offives have advised them of inten-
tion to leave, but say that they have not
received the final orders to pack up.

The New York Life and the Mutual are
not expected to leave aad the Northwestern
Mutual of this city cannot get out, because
it has a Wisconsin charter. The companies
will not cancel the policies already held,
but will arrange to move to Chicago or
Marguette, Mich., and transact their busi-
ness from those points.

The companies under the new law must
pay a 2 per cent. tax on all the premiums
ovllected in Wisconsin.

Palse Alarm of Iire Caunses Rush for Doors
~Quick Action of Police Restores €'alin.
GuouvcesTrer Ciry, N. J,, Nov. 28.—At an

entertainment in the City Hall to-pight,
while the lighta were out and as a moving
picture show was going on, a flash of light
was seen in the apparatus and some one
shouted “Fire!™ Instantly every one arose
and a scramble for the exits began. Women
and children were thrown down and
trampled.

Chief of Poliee Davidpon, Sergt. Graham
and four patroimen forced their way in,
mounted the stage, turned up the lights
and stopped the rush. The action if the
officers calmed the audienge and after a
delay of about twonty minutes the per-
formance was resumed.
