*A most grave scandal besmirches to-
day the administration of justios through-
out the State. The methods of politioal
thuggery are being aystematioally applied
to obtain for a politioal faction the fat piok-
ings that ocan be found in receivership
litigation.

“Justioes of an oider if less flashy school
are appalied at the actions of some of their
brethren on the bench. Lawyers stand
amazed and can only wonder what will be
the next operation of these legal jugglers.
Naever before in the history of the Supreme
Court of New York have such-’flagrant
abuses been seen. The many tongues of

dared to suggest as the underhand and
underground methods of the law such
things as are being done every day, nowa-
days, im broad daylight. It is high time
that the layman, whowse interests are at
stake, had his eyes opened to the naked
faots.*

Mr. Mackson's methods of getting what
he wants are manifold. The spectacle has
been seen often of late of the Attorney-

wibe agreeable to Mr. Jackson and his
leader, And then these receivers hired as
their counsel other Hearst henchmen.

Mr. Jackson bas himself employed as
special counsel in various important affairs
Clarence J. Shearn, W. R, Hearst's personal
counsel, who was to have been counsel
to Gov. Hearst but for the decided opposi-
tiom of the votinz population. And Herbert
R. Limburg, who reduced his name from
Limbarger when he joined the Inde-
penaence teague, in another of Mr. Jack-
son's special counseir. Limburg was re-
tained by Jackson to prepare the State's
brief in the New York City Railway case.
the announcement of
the appointment of the receivers for that
road in the State court was another, that
Limburg had already beenr retained as
counsel for the receivers.

It looks as if the selection of Limburg as !

oounsel for the receivers had been dacided
on as a condition preliminary to the ap-
pointment of receivers, Certain it is that
the receivers named their counsel before
they themselves had qualified as receivers.

After, receivers had been appointed in
the Federal courts Jackson served on the
lawyers in the case a two days notice to
appear in Special Term, Part 1., of the Su-
preme Court and show cause why an ac-
tion should not be instituted by the At-
torney-General, in the name of the people,
to dissolve the New York City Railway
Company and forfeit all its corporate
rights and privileges. The day the motion
was returnable, a Thursday, Justice Sea-
bury was presiding in Special Term, Part I,
and another Juatice had been assigned,
in the ordinary rotation of the calendars,
for tha following two weeks., Justice
Beghury was electad to the Supreme Court
on the Independence League ticket a year
ago.

When the motion came on for argument
Thursday morning Paul D, Cravath, eoun-
sel for the New York City Railway (‘om-
pany, told Juatice Seabury that it had heen
a physical impossibility for him to prepare
the necessary brief and papers in opposition
during the [ortyv-eight hours since notice
of the inotion was #erved on him. He asked
the (‘ourt, as is enstomary in such cases,
to grant him an adjonrnment of a few

vs

Jackson, who was on hand, even though
he had retained Limburg as special conns-,
declared that forty-eight hours was ample
time, all he would ever peed, in fact, to pre-
pare ro-plring hriefa in such a ense. And
anyway, he said, he had to be in Albany
on Friday night, 50 he was opposed to any
adjournment of more than twenty-four
hours. .

Mr. Cravath suggested that the motion
might well he leit over for a few days, say
until the foliAwing week, when the Attdrney -
General would be more free, ’

At this stage Justice Seabury took a
hand and deciared that he wonld grant no
Jonger adjournment than Jackson had sng-
gested, The motion must be heard the
following day. That following day marked
also the end of Justice Seabury’s two weeks
in that court. MNr. Cravath replied that it
would be urterly impossible for him to argue
a vitally important motion on so short
notire. He would rather withdraw from
the case entirely, he said,

Justion ' Seabury replied that, withdrawal
or not, the motion would be heard by him
in the morning.

Mr. Cravath stuck to his guns and with-
drew, Overnight Samuel Untermyer was
retained as counsel for the company and on
Friday morning he appeared in Mr, Cra-
vath's place and ashed for a day or two
in which to familiarize himself with the
facts.

It is the announced intention of Jackson
to have his receivers begin a number of
separate suits against directors of
the New York City Railway Company and
the Metropolitan. The object of these
suita was not very clearly explained yes-
terday by Mr. Jackson, but it was gathared
that in some way or other he hopes to re-
cover money from the directors, One
thing ia certain: a multiplicity of litiga-
fion will be started that will bind the re-
oeivers, and lawyers in endless
confusion. And out of it all little or nothin
may come. As a lawyer for the ra.ilrouf
companies said yesterday, the first step
will be to get a stay of Justice Seabury's
receivership order pending an appeal.
That will prevent the receivers from doing
anything for weeks, and probably months.
If the Appellate Divigion reverses Seabury
the receivers will be out of a job, but if
the order is upheld further appeals will
be taken until the whole litigation comes
up before the United States Supreme Conrt.
In the years that must elapse before a
final judgment is obtained in Washington
the Federal receivers will in all probability
retain possession of the company's proper-

ties and the Jackson. receivers will go
hungry.
Bur Jackson has already taken stepa

to intervene in the proceedings begun in
the Federal courts by Roger Foster, repre-
senting some stockholders, to oust the
Federal receivers. He wrote to Chief
Justice Fuller asking to be heard. In this
case the piaintit seeks to have the Federal
receivership annulled and the case |eft
to the State courts.

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EXPLAINS HOW HIS ACCOUNT
WAS REDUCED 313,000,

Left Check to Pay Some Notes and Went
After Hours and Got Them—Says He's
Witling to Guarantee City’s Deposit
—Personal Guarantee Losses $60,000.

Comptroller Metz issued a statement
yesterday sxplaining in detail his business
rejations with the Borough Bank of Brook-
lyn on the last day or two before its sus-
pension, It has been said that Mr. Metz
drew extensively on his accounts in that
bank on the last day, while he left $102,000
of the city's funds on deposit in the ineti-
tution,

Mr. Motz says that he had half a dozen
accounts for various of his business and
manufacturing concerne as well as a pri-
vate account in the bank, in eaeh of which
there is still a balance,

The Consolidated Color and Chemiocal
4 Company, of. which Mr. Metz is president,
had a balance of about $47,000 in the Bor-
ough Bank shortly before Mr. Metz went
to Europe last summer. This was subjéct
to draft at any time that Mr. Metz wanted
the money.

“After my return from Europe,” says the
Comptroller, “l neglected my personal
affairs from day to day, as my time was en-
tirely taken up with official business. This
went on to such an extent that the money
remained idle untij October 22, when in the
regular ocourse of the business of the com-
pany a check for $25000 was drawn and
deposited for collection through another
institution to cover drafts for money sent
to Burope in payment of bills,

“On the morning of October 24 [the day
the Borough closad] between 10 and 11
o'clock 1 went to the bank, a8 was my cus-
tom every two or three weeks, to look up
the various balanves to my credit and make
such disposition of the sums as might be
necessary. On that morning | found about
$22,000 to the credit of the Consolidated

The state-
ment that T knew of the condition of the
hank is absolutely untrue, for if 1 had 1
would certainly have endeavored to draw
the city money, as [ did immediately in the
case of one institution when [ had the faint-
est idea there was something wrong. That
institution closed its doors before the check
Rgot there,

“Instead of worrying about the city's
money in the Borough Bank, ! am so
wel! satistied from what Mr, Hurley and
other directors have told me of the bank's
condition that ! am perfectly willing to
guaraniee the city any possible loss it might
sustain within the next two years while
I am in office. The depositors’ agreement
provides for full payment within sixteen
months of all money on deposit, and [ am
w0 well satisfled that this can be carried
out that [ do not hexitate to put up a bond
to indemnify the city for whatever it may
lose on its deposit in the Borough %nl(,
Kmviding the further looting of the hank

y unnecessary receiverships is prevented,”

Mr, Metz says that he makes this state-
ment simply for the purpose of setting him-
self right and giving the publio the true
situation.

Persons who have criticised the last
day’s transactions in the Borough Bank have
contended that Mr. Metz by taking up the
notes released good collateral and at the
same time reduced any loss that might
be incurred on his depositsa,

SWARTHMORE DIPLOMATIC,

Trustees Never Had Any ldea of Accepling
GiIr That Would Bar Athletics.

PanApeLPAIa, Dec. 3.—It came out
to-day that athletics at Swarthmore Col-
lege havernever been in the slightest danger
from the conditional bequest of Miss Anna
Jeanes.

Soon after the will of the aged Quakeress
was made public the trustees held a secret
meeting and unanimously decided that
the best interests of the college would be
served by maintaining its independence,
Rather than offend ocertain conservative
Quaker contributors and supporters by
any suggestion of haste or undue con-
lhllrnti«m it . was decided not to make
public announcement at that time,

It was pointed out that to refuse the
bequest immediately might cause some of
the school's friends, many of whom were
also friends of Miss Jeanes, to withdraw
their patronage and interest,

It was therefora decided (o ask the opinfon
of other large colleges throughout the
country. The tenor of the answers to
the inquiry was anticipated and it was
believed that it would tend to mollify any
who strongly favored the acceptance of
the bequest.

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THREE “WIDOWS" SEEK ESTATE.

All Say They Were Married to Greemough,
Whe Left & Mitlion Dollars.

Bosron, Dec. 3.-Matrimonial entangle-
ments which have led three widows to ap-
pear in the Probate Court to contest for the
$1.000,000 estate of the late Joseph F. Green-
ough of this city brought out a sensational
story to-day from the mysterious “third
widow,” Mrs. Magdalene Kerekas Green-
ough of New York, an artist.

Her testimony followed an aoccount given
by the Rev. Dr. John Falkner, rector of St.
Matthe w's Church of Philadelphia and of
Christ Church, Germantown, of a some-
what mysterious wedding at which he had
officiated at the Hotel Girard in Philadel-
phia in 1888,

When asked if he could identify the
woman on the stand as the woman he had
described as “handsome and speaking a
foreign acoent,” he replied that he believed
her to be the woman he had married in
Philadelphia on the night in question.

Mrs. Kerekas Greenough said she met
Mr. Greenough in New York in 1885, She
had come to that city from Hungary to do
water colors. Early the following year she
and Mr. Greenough signed agreements to
live as man and wife, but these papers
were lost in the San Francisco earthquake.
Two weeks later the couple were remar-
ried in Philadelphia by Dr. Faulkner, and
on November I8, 1884, a son was born, who
was baptized Joseph F. Greenough.

In outlining the case counsel for Mra.
Kerokas Greenough said that his client be-
lieved in 1888 that her marriage to Green-
ough wes not legal, as she had been married
to Nelson W. Davis. He said they lived
in New York lor some months and then
went abroad. He said she got a divoree
in California.

He said she met Greenough again in 1900

RAPS FOR BANK RECEIVERS
ALLEGED ERRORS IN
THEY HAVE MADE,

Hugoe Hirsh Says His Signature Was Not
Forgod —Real Estate Values Ignored
—Deviarations That the Receivers De.
sire to Held On to Thelr Fat Jobs.

The Brooklyn Grand Jury continued its
investigation yesterday into the affairs
of the Jenkins and the Williamsburg trust
companies. It is expeoted that indictments
will be handed down in both oases to-mor-
row, probably five or six in all.

Six or seven of the directors of these in-
stitutions and several clerks were sxamined
yesterday. Among the witnesses were
two sons-in-law of John G. Jenkins, F. B.
Small, who is a director of the Jenkins
Trust Company, and J. L. Hart, who is a
member of the directorate of the Jenkina
brokerage corporation.

Hugo Hirsh, counsel for . the Jenkins
Trust Company directors, asked Receiver
John Mulhall yesterday where he got the
idea set forth in his report to the Attorney-
General that he (Hirsh) thcught his signa-
ture and endorsement to & $45,000 note in

reply was that he wasn't responsible for
the appearance of that statement, that he
thought his counsel had put it in.

How intimate a knowledge the receiver
has of the affairs of the company which he
discourages in trying to resume is indicated
by the fact that the, note is not signed by
Mr. Hirsh at all. Mr. Hirsh declares that he
is only the third endorser of the note ,the
signer being another director.

't was learnod yesterday, however, that
Mr. Hirsh, in referring to this note before
the GrandJury, admitted that it was for a
larger amount than he had known about.,
He said be eundorsed the pows in blank
supposing it was to be filled in for only
$10,000, .

The Jenkins Trust directors are prepar-
ing a statement in which they wil! answer
in detail the receiver's report, charging. a+
did the Borough Bank depositors, that
facts have been misrepresented and sup-
pressed They pointed yesterday to the
sworn statement which was made by one
of the most experienced examiners in the
State Banking Departmentgn which he held
that the company's surplus is $197 000 and
that its capita! is intact.

Mr. Hirsh pointed out yesterday that
the receiver, for one thing, had ignored
completely the real estate which the com-
pany owns. This is unencumbered and
was listed by the hank examiner at $359,000.
The receiver also overlooked the fact that
$71.000 18 due to the trust company from
banks. .

Mr. Hirsh said that the directors agree
