Major Turner aled =aid a good deal more,
gome of which was to the effect that the firm
of Ceorge H. Richmond had profited more
by the value of the advertising given them
by their 10, udiation of the authenticity of |
the book than the “Breeches Bible” itselfl was
worth. 1ie was content to aceept vhe opin-
jon of Enrglish soholars who have gilvnn
their urequivocal sanction to the genuine-
ness of both the book and the Milton auto-

arh.

"R.l-hnr' Dodd of the firm of Dodd, ‘\lﬂ\l"l
& Co., whe was once the owner of the Bible
in contention and who is recognized as one
of the best anthorities on rare hooks in this
country, enid yester jay that he had no onca-
sion to change his original belief in the au-
thenticity of the ancient volume. ll: was
not an argument that could be settled in the
newsrar ers, said Mr. Dodd .

Major Turner sat in his office at 5 West
Twlomv ninth street yesierday afternoon
with a collection of the clippings from the
morning papers in front of him 0§nd th‘o
Bible well out of reach, for Major ”lurmvr-s
mood was not a calm one and some of his
sudden ges.ures might have ambled the
book into the wasie basket.

“Yes. Mr. Richmond brought |he: book
back here this morning,” said Major Turner, '
“talling me that it was not genuine and
that he refused to accept it. While he was

Major Turner pointed out a clause in
the conditions governing the sale of all
books handled by the Anderson Auction
Company, which read: “All goods are sold
as catalogued and are w«gmn-d to be in |
good second hand condition. If ma-
terial defecis are found not men?mnﬂ_d in '
the catalogue the Jot may be returned. |

declared emphatically that the unsup-

public attention. It is a matter of consider-
able importance, foreshadowing as it does
the probability of a general redistribution
of officers in the Sixty-first Congresa, should
the Republicans obtain a majority of that
body.

The “hog combine,” it is believed, was
the outcome of plans originated by Repre-
sentative William A.Stone of Pennsylvania,
since then Governor of that Commonwealth.
At any rate he acted as general manager
and all disputes affecting the distribution
of patronage were referred to him for
settlement.

The combine had for its nucleus the del-
egations from New York, Pennsylvania,
Ohio and Michigan— 90 votes. Giving New
England the Speakership in the person of
Thomas B. Reed (whom they could not de-
feat if they had wanted to), the votes of
that section of the country were placed at
the disposal of the combine. Then to
these were added the votes of Missouri,
which had experienced a political revolution
in 1804. For these Benjamin F. Russell
was made sergeant-at-arms. ‘The other
officers were divided as follows: Clerk,
Alexander McDowell of Pennsylvania; door-
keeper, W. J. Glenn of New York; post-
master, Joseph C. McElroy of Ohio; chap-
lain, the Rev. H. N. Couden of Michigan.

In the Fifty-fifth Congress Missouri
havinpg fallen back into the slough of De-
macracy , Wisconsin took her plaoce in the
combine, and Chairman Babcock of the
Republican Congressional campaign com-
mittee was permitted toname Henry Casson
of his State as sergeant-at-arms. With
this exception nothing but death had been
able to break the combination on all offices
save Speaker, _

Mr. Glenn died March 12, 1002, and his
assistani, Frank B. Lyon, succeeded him,
and has since held the oftice. When Mr.
McElroy died on August 21 last Mr. Tawney
thought he saw an opportunity to drive
the “combine” out of business and secure
the office for a constituent of his own. He
hegan an active canvass for support in
States outside of the combine, and when
he came to Washington a few days before
the meeting of Congress had the place

cinched for his man.

Mr. Burton was busy with his mayoraity
campaign in Cleveland and paid no atten-
tion to the matter of a successor to McEl-
roy until after election day. Doubtless
he believed the combine was still in good
working order and depended os it to make
a place for Mr. Cassi ¥ who would be out
of his job as clerk of the Committee on
Rivers and Harbors by reason of his pat-
ron's refusal to serve further as its chair-
man. The Ohio delegation in the House was
loyal end sympathetic and voted tor Mr.
('assidy the day after Burton's defeat, for

Mayor. . _

.\Yemhers of the combine were grief-
stricken upon arrival in Washington to
attend the caucus g and reproached Mr.
Tawney with using Zsurreptitious methods
to acoomplish his purpose. That gentle-
man told them that he had merely sought
support for his man outside the States
having candidates for office in order “not
to complicate matters.”

In searching for votes Mr. Burton folind
that Mr, Tawney, as prospective chair-
man of the Committee on Appropriations,
was a much more fascinating and attrac-
tive campaigner than himself, no longer
in charge of the “pork barrel” of river and
harbor improvements. His favorite warble
now is the refrain:

The mill will never grind

With the water that is past.
as he wonders who it was that de-
fined gratitude as “the lively expectation
of favors to come.”

WHY THE ALIENS LEAVE US.

Powderly Expiains ihe Exodus, butl Spys
They'll Return Again.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 10.-Fxtensive rail-
road building in Italy, the approach of the
Presidential election and scare head lines
in the newspapers, aside from the financial
flurry, are causes assigned by Terence V.
Powderly for the present exodus of aliens

from the United States.
Mr. Powderly was formerly grand master

of the Knights of I abor and is now chief |

of the division of information, Bureau of
Immigration, which is engaged in an effort
to divert immigrants from the large cities
and to find work for the alien unemployed.
Mr. Powderly declared that more attention

has been attracted to the exodus this year. |
owing to the fact that for the first time |

statistics had been kept of the number of
aliens returning to their native lands.
Mr. Powderly said to-day:

“In other years the exodus began in the
latter part of October and continued up
until Christmas, but this year the rush was
accentuated by the financial flurry.

“No alarm need be felt because of the
ebb in the tide. There is more work to do
in this country than there ever was before,
there is a neceasity for more men and
women to do it, and the first months of the
next year will see a return of aliens who will
be able to find remunerative employment
in this country.”

Marine Corps Enlisted to Full Strength.
WasHINGTON, Dec. 10.--While army and
naval officials are lamenting over the re-
luctance of American young men to enlist in
those services, those of the Marine Corps are
falicitating themselves that the organiza-
tion is practically complete up to the limit
authorized by law. The record of enlist-
ments for November was the best ever
known in the history of the corps, more
than 900 n being added to the force.
On the rolll to-day were 8,545 men out of a
possible 8,771. This condition of things is
remarkable when it is considered that the
marine gets much less pay than a seaman.
The popularity of the Marine Corps service
is dificult of explanation. The army is
nearly 10,000 men short of its authorized
strength, and the navy is 8,000 short.
