The wonderland journey of the little heroine
is told pleasantly, with pretty descriptions,
and the author, like Silas Wegg, frequently
drops into poetry as a friend,

A pretty story of a little girl's sacrifice,
*The Admiral's Granddaughter,” by Eliza-
beth Lincoln Gould (The Penn Publishing
Company, Philadelphia), contains well
drawn sketches of country people. * Two
“series” books from the same publishers
describe life at the Military and the Naval
Academy. In “An Annapolis Plebes"
Lieutenant-Commander Edward L. Beach,
U. 8. N, starts a young man on his four
years course of training for the navy. In
“A West Point Yearling” Capt., Paul B.
Malone, U. 8, A., takes his hero, already
known to young readers, through the second
year of the course, incidentally showing up
the evils of hazing. It is a pity that melo-
dramatio villainy should be thought neces-
sary in such tales.

With “The Search for the North Pole”
(The John C. Winston Company) Dr. Edwin
J. Houston begins a series of books for
boys dealing with Arctic exploration. In
this volume he manages to intercalate in
his narrative solid chunks of information
about real expeditions. It is to be re-
gretted, in the present stage of aeronautics,
that he adds a balloon to the equipment of
his explorers.

British girls' books are strange things
in some respects. In “Three Girls From
School” (J. B. Lippincott Company), by
L. T. Meade, who has a long list of books
to her credit, the vicious tendencies of
young women are fully developed. Though
they meet with condign punishment and
the moral is that “Your sin will find you
out,” it might be thought preferable to
leave thieving and lying out of books that
young people read

Other Books,

In writing about a land better known in
imaginative literature than in actual life
Mr. Arthur Ransome takes cara not to
imitate the style of Henri Murger. His
“Bohemia in London” (Dodd, Moad and
Company) is partly an entértaining guide
through “literary” resorts in various parts
of London and partly sketches of studios
and models and writers and the like. His
Bohemia is naturally in the past, for it is
the land of the young and the vager, and he
is justly severe on the Bohemianiam that has
become an established institution. His
papers are desultory, but they are enter-
taining.
