Klei-
now, one of the best catchers in the profession
when he buckles down to the job in dead earn-
eat, has promised that he will show a big im-
provement in future. As long as Jimmy
Williams remained a member of the New
York Amerioans Kleinow, who was his steady
companion, did come up to the mark. But
wiih Willlame traded to St. Louis it is be-
lioved that Kleinow will be free from influ-
ences that kept him from doing his best in
days gone by.

Grifith, it Is thought, has succeeded In
weeding out much of the material which
proved an obstacle to the New York team's
suocess last year. He has acted on his own
responsibility, for the awner of the club has
not interfered with the various deals in any
way. That means that jt is up to GriMith
to give local fans winning ball at American
League Park dext #eason or shoulder the
blame for another failure. President Farrell
of the New York Americans returned from
the American League meeting at Chicago
yvesterday. He said that thers was no friction
and that he was well satisfied with the pro-
ceedings. While Mr. Farrell declined to dis-
cuse the matter, it is understood that because
of Manager Joe Cantillion’s open hostility 1o
President Johnson the Washington club was
dropped from the league’s bourd of directors.
President Johason, by the way, will probably
transfer his headquarters to this city bhefore
the schedule meeting to be held here in
February

Ball fans were busy yesterday discussing !

the big deal made by Manager Mctiraw by
which he secured Tenney, Bridwell and
Needham from the Boston Natiopals in ex-
change for McGann, Bowerman, Dahlen,
Browne and Ferguson. There was a wide
differance of opinion as to which side got
the better of the transfer. Some insisted
that McGraw had got rid of 1 lot of back
number material for men who would surely
strengthen the New York Nationals, but
others, by magking cowmparisons, tried to
show that Needham never was in Bowerman ‘s
class as a catcher. while Bridwell, a weak
batsman, could not be expected to show an
Improvement over the veteran Dahlen. It
wius conceded by a majority, however, that
Tenney will be a far better man in all deparc-
ments of the game than McGann, who was
never a heady player.

have before. A more severe test could not
have been imagined, the work of the nanu-
facturers has been surrounded with as much
cares as could reasonably be expected

The work of most of the cars on the road
was practically peifect. in fact, troubles on
the road directly traceable to any oversight
of the makers were few.  The finul very close
examination of the cars and the tinal road
test proved that there was some lack of
careful assembling and inspection and con-
siderable lax methods smployed in the matter
of attaching accessories, all of which, while
not at all vital defects so far as the puro "
might be concerned, proved annnoying and
brought disr te mild nature.

There was hardly a case wherein real de-
fective construction cropped out. There were
canes, however, where carelcasness was
dispis yed, not ouly in the matter of attaching
accessories, but in the matter of the quality
of the scceysories. The conlest proved
that in the matier of motors and transmis-
sions and running gears the American ma-
chine is able to keep well at the topand to
withstand severe punishment ou miserable
Amerioan roads.

The cases where trouble developed in
running gears were fow and were directly
traceable to excensive speed with maximum
passenger load. As a sample, & seven pas-
senger car was driven at u._hl‘h as eixty-
five "‘E" an hour~and is it any wonder
that when the fropt wheels struck a bridge
the result wus o bept axle? 1t was shown
also that there was a lack of preparation
for the contest, and as a resull penalizations
were charged to some of the unprepared.
The point ’mo 18 that if the makers permit
their own cars to go into a contest without
preparation would they not turu their cur
over to a purchaser in a worse condition?

There have been two epochs, 80 to apeak,
in the history of the American automebdile,
says the Automobile. The first, in which
design and development were entirely fin
accord with purely American ideas d
along independent lines -in short, & period in
which forelgn ideals were looked at askance
and the average American builder was
determined to evolve a distinctive type of
his own. The second, in which these
ideals were thrown overboard and foreign
standards closely patterned after. In com-
mon with other features of design the sug-
pension has changed with the varying stand-
ards followed, marily the American our
closely followad the carriage maker’s idea
of wspringing, and double elliptic nprlng-
were common. Thrr gave way later to the
long semi-elliptio, with its mew methods of
placing and attachiment to the frame that
the continental delwner had introduced,
and now it is noticeable that there is & more
or leas general reversion to former standards
for reasons that are not hard to understand.
The semi-eolliptio spring is extremsly senai-
tive 5“ its rlnr action is correspondingly
limited, and this fact was responsible for
the creation of the now familiar shook ab-
sorber, for the semi-elliptic is not capable
of abcorbing unusually heavy shocks, par-
ticularly when they follow one another
quickly. To overcome this foreign dnlnor‘
