Blenheim, like Strathfieldsay. the home
of the Duke of Wellington, is held direct
from the Crown at the feudal rent of one
miniature Union Jack flag a year, whi«-h‘
is received by the King and placed in Wind- |
sor Castle, where the successive flags are |
to be seen. |

The British Admiralty is great on detail. i
A special messenger has just been sent |
down to the Channel fleet with an order l
that no more postal orders for sixpence
shall be issued to the men. The sailors
had suoccumbed to the limerick competition
craze to such an extent that their demand
for sixpenny orders tosend along with their
fifth line and coupon became a source of
annoyance, giving a lot of extra work to
the accountant officers.

The Royal Academy never elects a woman
to membership; the Royal Society cannot
admit a woman to fellowship. The Royal
Astronomical Society should not elect a
woman astronomer, no matter how dis-
tinguished, to membership. It has done
s0, Lady Huggins being one of several
women who have been thus distinguished.
But a new charter will have to be sought
to legalize these elections.

The Royal Society stands fast by its rule.
A year or 80 ago six Fellows of the society
nominated Mrs. Ayrton for a fellowship.
Mrs. Ayrton is one of the most distinguished
electrical engineers in the country, is the
inventor and constructor of a line divider,
discovered the connection between current
length and presure in the arc, the cause
and laws of hissing in it, and is the only
woman member of the [ustitution of Elec-
trical Engineers. But the six Fellows and
Mrs. Ayrton were informed that the council,
having taken legal advice, were assured
that the thing could not be done.

Even more absurd waa the ocase of Mme
Curie. It was she, not her late husband,
who discoverd radium. She worked out
the wonderfu' éxperiments and originated
the schemea by which the precious ma-
terial was finally isolated, but the Royal
Society would not admit her to fellowship;
it only gave her a medal.

Aifred Mosely has now received nearly all
of the reports of the Englieh teachers who
lately toured the United States, and will
soon issue o summary of their opinions.
Speaking of the general impression formed
from the reports he says.

“Generally speaking the teachers have
found that there is a lot to learn from the
American methods. This is particularly the
onse in regard to elementary eduocation.

“In the United Siales girls are much
more independent than they are with us.
Everybody knows that. This independence
not only brings with it greater self-reliance,
but it also develops prematurely the social
faculties—the two supreme faculties of
getting what you want and making other
people do what you don't want to do your-
wolfl.

“There are no children in America in one
sense of the word. They are all little men
and women in the poise, aleriness and self-
confidence of their intercourse with oihers.
And as there are no children so there are no
young girls of the old fashioned English,
artless and sentimental type.

“There are none. There never have been
any and there never will be.  And because
there are no young girls there are no lynx-
eyed and authoritative mothers.

“The average American mother s a
porily, beaming domestic person, who lets
her children do pretty much what they
choose and believes that all is for the best
in the beat of all possible countries. In
England society is under the thumb of the
mother with marnageable daughters.

“When with increasing prosperity and
growing social ambitions Americans be-
gan to come over to England in steadily
augmenting numbers, the American girl
unconsciously achieved a social revo.u-
tion. Not that she was fabulously pretty

~there are ten times as many pretty girls

In England as in America. But she was
socially and mentally far in advance of
the English girl of the same age, who had
been brought up under stricter super-
vision.

“It was quite natural that man began
to look for more in the giris with whom
he associated -more wit, more ‘savoir
faire,' more social adaptability. He could
not find it in the young girl. He found it
in the young married woman

“So he began to transfer bis attentions,
except in the comparatively few cases
where actual marriage waa involved. Un-
consciously sensitive to changes in popular

“Man being but human, the growing in-
