CIRCUMSTANCES POINT TO A DIS-

Who Was at the Hotel in Orange on the Even-
ng of the Murder  Man of His Desorip-
tion Tried 1o Sell & Ring Like Reomer's
n Mhilladeiphia — Police After Him.

The Orange police, who have been work-
ing since Friday morning on the mystory
surrounding the murder of Frederick R.
Romer, while not abandoning entirely
the theory that the man may have been
killed out of revenge, were foroed yester-
day 1o turn much of their attention to a
new clus which seems to o a long way
toward proving that Romer was the vietim
of a thieving negro

Among the negroes who bave besen em-
ployed ot the Park Hotel lately was George
Williams. or Wilson, who applied to Pros
prietor Francis 1. Kieb for work on Novem-
ber 7 and was discharged two weeks later
for overcharging a patron, Mr. Kieb aays.
Williwrns attractet] attention in the hotel
hy appearing in 1ooms of guesis when he
had vot heea summoned and by & general
officlousness which the guests translated
into a desire to steal if the opportunity
offered.

Alter heing discharged Williams left
town, but returned to Orange last waek
and was first seen on Wednsday near the
hotel by one of the women guests, who
recognized him and spoke to him. On
Wednesday night he went to the hotel to
see Berry Coleman, n colored waiter, and
oollect $1.50 which he said Coleman owed
him on a transaction involving a pair of
shoes. He did not obtain the money and
returned Thursday night, going to
kitohen window and beckoning to Coleman.
The matter was adjusted. This was at 8:15
o'clock. Williams wore no overcoat at that
time.

Waldort Hallboy Partner In an  Alleged

Lieut. McConville and his staff raided
an office on the eighth floor at 820 Broad-
way yesterday which they alleged to he
the headquarters of a race tipping bureau.
They arrested a man who said he was
William Karschmeister of 314 Eighth avenue

ployed up to last night as a hallboy at the
Waldorf-Asroria. MceConville declares that
Karschmeister's right name s Kuchen-
meister and that he has also heen known
as John E. Coleman. Keliher ia alleged o
have passed as Charles H. Sheldon, under
which vame they are accused of doing
business, They are charged with using
ghe muils to defraud and with doing busi-
ness under an assamed . name without
registenring it. }
