will be placed there in direct opposition to
the wishes of the two big major leagues,
Whether this invasion of Chicago, which will
probably precipitate a new baseball war,
will result in a combination of the American
Association and the Union League nobody
oan say just vet. But the fact remains that a
Jot of scheming and plotting has heen going
on for some time with the idea of forming
a big circuit that in the course of time may be
able to make a bid for the patronage, or at
least a part of it, enjoved hy the American
and the National leagues in the leading cities,
Baseball men who are conservative say that
these outlaw
cessful on a large seale for the reason that
it will require a lot of money to secure high
class playing talent.  But it is also admitted
that if the new organizations stick to the
semi-profesgional phase of the game by
keeping salaries down and charging low
rates of admission to grounds it may be
possible to live for n season or two, with the
ultimate result - collapse

oan show real financial strength baseball
men here will not be in a hurry to enthuse
over the new circuait Al Lawson, a base-
ball promoter, has been elected president
of the Union League, lLawson
announced the names of men who will put
elubs into Baltimore, Newark, Philadelphia,
Brooklyn and Reading. e also startes
that backing for a ¢lub in Washington has
been promised and that Paterson may be
asked to take o franchise. It was also rumored
here yvesterday that several politicians and
promoters had been asked to support a club
in The Bronx, the grounds of the old Cedars
on the Southern Boulevard having been
already secured. The Brooklyn Club was
established as part of the Atlantic League
last vear a3 Ridgewood, buat the team was
a cheap one and not much meney was made,
The Union Leaguers want to play Sunday
games, but such countests in Greater New
York are not regarded as probable. It was

INTERNATIONALCUPCONDITIONS

Made Pubiie by the Committes of the
Breookiyn Yacht Clab.

The committes of the Brooklyn Yacht Club
that has been framing the conditions to
govern the pew. international cup met yes-
terday afternoon in the office of Col. David E.
Austen and finished its work. This commit-
tee is Commodore W. C. Towen, Col. Austen,
the vice-sommodore of the olub; Dr. John E,
De Mund and Edson B. Schock, the measurer.
The committes as soon as it had completed
the conditions arranged to have oopies sent
to all foreign yacht clubs. It also decided to
start on the annual cruise of the club on
August 5, and at the end of this cruise the Lip-
ton cup for an ocean race will be competed
for. The details of the cruise and ocourse

for the ocean race have to be arranged
The conditions to govern the new international
cup are as follows:

This cup Is offered as a perpetual rnullen‘m
cup for competition betweéen yachts enrolled in
clubs of different countries, and not more than
one yacht as representing any one country shall
be allowed to compete In any one series of races.

Any nr’unlled yacht club regularly Incor-
rnml. of a country other than that of the club
olding the cup, sball always have the right to
challenge for a series of races for this cup with
a yacht propelled b‘ salls only and constructed )
In the country to which the challenging club be-
longs and to sall In races against any one yacht
enrolled In the club holding the cup and con-

Yachts competing in races for this cup shall
not be of greater gth on the load waterline,
If sloop or yawl, than sixty-five feet nor less than
thirty five r:fu, and ¥ schooner not of greater
length than elghty féet nor less than forty. ?

A yacht defending this cup In any series of races
must be of the same rig as that of the yacht repre-
senting the (‘Iullcnaln“ club, and its length on
the load waterline ahall not elther exceed or fall
below that of the challenging yacht by more than
10 per cent.

No race shall be salled earlier 1n any calendar
year than July 18 nor iater than October 16. The
first race of any series shall not be salled untl|
six months shall have elapsed a the D
of a challenge, The chaillenging club shall give In
its challenge the name of the owner and the i
and load waterline length of the challenging yacht.
