m the East End ANl the Shops Are Gay
With Greens and ¢ oleared Paper—Ways
of ihe Coster Girl - Blow teToy Podiers
—Quaint Costumen of the Kist End.

Loxopox, Dec. 18 ~In London the Christ-
mas holiday spirit commences about two
weeks before the day itself, and though
the weather would never convince an
American that Christmas was approaching,
the stores and stalls and the greengroocers’
array of trees and holly all tend to show
that the spirit has come even if the weather
presents only dreary fog or steady rain as
ite contribution.’

The butchers and poulterers in the Weet
End of town where the wealthy buy their
Christmas dinners display sides of oxen,
holly laden, and geese in battalions with
chains of green linking them one to another.
The grocers’ establishments deck every
oonceivable class of goods with paper
flowers or evergreens, and the amount of
tinsel and cotton snow, of holly and mistle-
toe used in the candy atores and bakeriesis
amazing.

But it is in the East End that the Christ -
man spirit really runs riot. ‘The decora-
tions here make up in vivid color for what
they lack in art, and if one shudders a bit
at the taste one also chokes a bit at the

pathos. Here, in the heart of London,
among the toilworn costers, the tired
women, victims of the sweatshops, the

slderly children who begin the struggle
for bread at 8§ and 7 years of age, here one
finds the holiday spirit ar it is to be veen
nowhere alse.

The FEsst End butchers and poulterars
are not to be outdone by theair more pros-
perous rivals of the West; and if their
siores are often only handoarts and their
goese are #kinned rabbits, still they are
gayly dressed in wreaths of holly and
with rows of sheep heads, creamy folds
of tripe and a silver phalanx of bloaters,
they present an appearance calculated to
moisten the mouth of even the most indif-
ferant East Ender.

The grocer’s shop window is transformed.
Ita tubs of oleomargarine sparkle refresh-
ingly in the gasiight decked out with holly
herries.  Artistioally piled cans of con-
densed milk repose amid spacgled paper,
while most cheering of all is agaysign in
the corner of the glase, “Sugar is cheaper.”
The bakeries, with their pyramid mounds
of lesaden looking pium puddings, are never
free from am admiring crowd of small
window gazers.

The pawnbroker advertises as a place
to buy cheap Christmas presents and even
the drug store joins in the chorus with an
announcement, “If you want to keep
right for Christmas, try our pills,” all done
in gold and silver lettering with an ever-
green horder.

Christmas eve the entire population is
on the streets for shopping purposes and
a8 & penny goes a | way in the East
End it is a v poor Tamily indeed that
is unable to purchase some trifling evidence
of the “peace on earth, good will to men”

And Christmas Day itsell in truly as
much a fate day for the East End coster
#s for the rich man. It is then the coster

rl appe in all her finery. jAsan every-
day affair the coster girl is about as un-
axractive a woman as can be found in
any country. Selling flowers at Picoadilly
Uircus or matches on the Strand or carry-
ing a baby on one arm and begging for
poennies as she chants a hymn, she is always
dirty. slovenly and apparently without
the slightest desire to do even the least
thing to improve her appearance in any
way. Her poverty is agom A8 unpictur-
vsque as possible. Torn and bedraggled
akirts, hair done up with one hairpin (a
sort of skewer) so that strands of it are
always hanging down, grimy hands and
soot marked face, which is bold and hard
in expression, though good natured. That
in the evaryday coster girl, but Christmas
she too is transformed and when she goes
for a stroll with her “boy” she is a vision to
make one color blind for life.

ut the ordinarily abeolutely neglected
hair is the most overworked part of this
holiday getup. Tt is arranged with nine
curls in front, made with curling ton
and not combed ow. These nine worf:
of art commence at one esar and extend
to the other. The hack is skewered up as
usual, but a bow adds distinction to the
everyday coiffure, and with a sprig of
holly pinned on her shawl the coster girl
is ready to face the neighbors, clinging
to the arm of her escort

The agitation in regard to the doin
away with the Christmas boxes, whlcg
are now looked upon as a form of bribery
and corruption, (?ou not greatly interest
the Fast End, but they have their grievance
in the new order that ther are forbidden
1o sell their penny toys and games on Lud-
gate Hill, on the ground that they impede
traffic and also that they stand in danger
of being assassinated by a skidding motor
bus. For years and years they have been
a feature of the Christmas season as they
stood on the hill, rows and rows of them,
men, women and children, all calling out
their wares and exhibiting their little trays
of penny trumpets, paper coronets, picture

ks, balloons, te.

This year they are trying to sell their
goods in other parts of the city, but not
with any hope of success, and much bitter-
nees is fell by many of the quaint and
familiar characters who had come to con-
sider their Christmas trade on Ludgate
Hill a8 & sort of part of the Government.

Une of them talked freely the other day
an he stood endeavoring to sell his little
stock of goods, He is the doyen of the
pedlers. and he voiced the sentiments
of all the Fast End when he said:

“Yuse, it's ‘ard - bitter ‘ard. 've just
laid in a stock of my new Christmas line-
little fignres wrestling, pretty things. aren't
they? 8o nicely colored and all, an’ called
‘downrwith the Lords’ because they wrest les
and wrestlos and none of 'em ever falls.
That's my new line for the season. They
would have gone like 'ot cakes Westminster
wav, but they don't seem to catch on ‘ere--
not ‘alf.  Oh, it's 'ard. terrible 'ard. after
all these years.”

A committee of three
employees was recéived by him, but when
they admitted belonging to the union he
abruptly closed the conference. .

Parsons has said that agents of the union
have wantonly stirred up trouble here
but declares that the majority of the t.rsnl.l't
