Attorney-General Jackson forestalled aco-
tion by Gov. Hughes in the onse of Borough
Presidest John F. Ahedrn. by sesving Mr.
Ahearn with a summons and complgint in
quo warranto progeedings at 11 o’clock on
Monday night. The suit is brought “in the
Supreme Court in this rict and Mr.
Abewrn has thirty days trdw to answer.

Mayor MoClellan sent a special messenger
to Albany at 3 o'clock Monday afterncon
with a letter to Gov. Hughes giving all the
facts in Mr. Ahearn's case, especially his
reelection by the Manhattan Aldermen
and the circumstanoes under vhloh the
Mayor administered the oath of office to
him. After reciting the facts the Mayor
said:

“I submit this matter for such action as
you deem necessary "

Acting on this letter of the Mayor, it
was the intention of the Governor to send
forthwith a letter to Mr. Jackson asking
him to bring proceedings. This was.in
accordance with a programme that had
been after conferences that
members of the City Club had had with both
the Mayor and the Governor. But Mr.
Jackson apparently got wind of what was
doing and took the head of the procession.

At 11 o'clock Monday night one of Mr.
Jackson's subpena servers found Mr.
Ahearn at the clubhouse and- thrust into
his hands the papers as a Christmas present.
The suit as instituted simply calls upon
Mr. Ahearn to show by what right he holds
the office. There is some doubt apparently
a8 to whether the action will be entitled
to preference on the calendar. If it has
to take the usual course it will probably not
be decided finally until after Mr. Ahearn's
term expires. By the nature of such a suit
the defendant is. recognized as a de facto
official, and it. is not-until the final adjudioca-
tion of it that @ man can be prevented from
exercising the dutle# of his office.

DOCTOR'S BILL AT ILL AT $300 & DAY

THROWN OUT RBY THE COURT
WITH SEVERE REMARKS.

The Papers in Dr. Banes's Sult Against
the Rainey Estate Sent to the Dis-
triet Attorney—‘“False and Manufac-
tured,” the Court’s Opinion on Them.

Justioe Dowling has dismissed a suit
brought by Dr. Samuel Thompson Banes
of Philadelphia against Roy A. Rainey as
executor of the estate ot his brother, William
T. Rainey, to recover $34,000 for medical
services rendered under an alleged oon-
tract, and he directs that the papers be
submitted to the District Attorney. The
case went to John J. Delany as referee.
Henry W. Goodrich and John V. Bouvier,
Jr., were counsel for Dr. Banes, and Cipriano
Andrade, Jr., Bartow 8. Weeks and Charles
J. MeDermott represented Rainey. It was
alleged by the plaintiff that a contract was
made by William T. Rainey with Dr. Banes
on September 10, 1808, 'and that under the

terms of thia contract Dr. Banes was to be
paid $300 a day for his services. The referee
in his report says of this alleged contract:

“The story connected with it is, in its en-

tirety, a pure fabrication concocted in an

effort to sustain the claim of the plaintiff |
against the Rmmv estate and is a fraud |

upon the court.

Dr. Banes maintained thar the contract
was in duplicate, that he kept one copy
and W. T. Rainey the other. Ur. Banes's
wife and a witness named Sherman testified
for the doctor. It was s1id by the plaintiff
that on February 6, 108, he took his copy

of the contract to Mr. Andrade, the at- |
torney for the Rainey estate. Only the
doctor and Mr. Andrade were t at

the time, and when Mr. Andrade left the
contract was missing. Mr. Andrade denied
that he had taken the paper. He admitted
having seen the alleged contract, but said
it was not in Mr. Rainey's handwriting.

Besides this contract the plaintilf was
ordered to uce some letters he had at
one time exhibited to Mr. Andrade in sup-
port of his claim. He producel s>ne type-
written documents which Mr. Andrade |
says are not the ones, and which the referee.
finds were manufacture:l.

Justice Dowling in his de ision wrote:

An examination of the testimony tiken

before the referee satisfles me that the alleged |

contract upon which this action was brought
in not now and never was in the possession of
defendant or his attorney, except for the
short time during which it was being in-
spected by the attorney, who returned it to
plaintiff. Plintiff has not satisfactorily ex-
plained its disappearance and the conclusion
in irregistible fron the evidence that it was
suppressed or destroved wnen plaintiff real-
ized that its genuineness was disputed and
would be the subject of judicial investigation.
The motion for a discovery was properly
made, and the expenses of the reference
herein are hereby charged and taxed against
plaintif. 1 am further satisfled that the
alleged letters in typewriting with a type-
written signature, dated April 27, 1903, and
June 19, 1908, deposited in alleged ¢ompliance
with the terms of the order herein, are not
the letters originally exhibited to defendant’s
attorney, but are false and manufactured ones,
intended to impose upon the Court. For the
failure to comply with the terms of the order
plaintifl’'s complaint is directad to be dis-
missed with costs. In view of the record
herein showing what clearly appears to be an
unblushing attempt to impose upon the (‘ourt
and defraud the estate of a decedent I direct
that the papers herein be submitted to the
District Attorney of this county for appropri-
ate action.
