Vaie Finishes Strongly and Lands in Second
Place With 6 1.2 Points to 4 1.2 Scored
by Princeton—Harvard Last for the
First Time in Intercolleginte Tourney.

Columbia emerged an easy winner from
the sixteenth annual intercollegiate chess
tournament, which came to a conclusion at
the rooms of the West Side Republican Club
Iast night. The New Yorkers finished with a
total score of 94 points out of a poasible 12.
Yale was second, 3 pointa behind, despite the
fact that Old Eli triumphed over Prinoceton
by a score of 3 to | yesterday. Yale was ored -
ited with 8} points and Princeton with 4.
Harvard, nine times winner of the oup, was
beaten by Columbia, 334 to 4, and brought up
the rear for the first time with a total soore
of 34 points as the result of the three days
play.
