0Of course you turn 2t once to the left
hand picture and are tickled nearly to
death to diseover that there sits a man
biting his nails, that over his head is the
legend: “Do you, Mr. Man, want to meet the
girl?* and that his door is No. 1 Lonesome
place and his Cupid’'s banner reads “Wanted!
Good husband at No. 2 Lonesome place.

Clyde Fitch could write a play with no
other hunch than those pictures. and that
is merely the starter for the advertisement.
The letterpress vies with the illustration in
interest.

Organizes With O)d OMoors—Republican
Snarl ut Opening of the House.

BosToN, Jan. 1.—The Massachusetts Leg-
istature for 1908 was organized tosday,
both Speaker Cole of the House and Presi-
dent Chapple of the Senate being reelected
to those offices.

To-morrow Gov. Guild will be inaugu-
rated.

The caucus of the Republican members
of the House was thrown into a turmoil by
& sensational attack by Representative
Norman H. White of Brookline, a Repub-
lican, upen Speaker John N. Cole of An-
dover. The attack turned into a bitter
party quarrel what had promised to be a
love feast. Rising immediately after the
nomination of Speaker Cole had been gpec-
onded, Mr. White deolared that be believed
Mr. Cole beld political ambition higher
than the interests of the Commonwealth
and expressed his conviction that in in-
dorsing him the Republican membere of the
House were putting themselves on record

inst the good of Massachusetts.  Mr.
White said:

“Mr. Chairman, [ want to make an ex-
planation. You have heard the nomination
of John N, Cuole of Andover, but I wish to
sy to you now that it will not be made
unanimous. I for one believe that John N.
Cole is smart, that he is capable and will
give to the Commonwealth the best abllity
he has as Speaker, but I also believe that
he holds political ambitions higher than
the good of this old Commonwealth; there-
fora | am doing what is the most disagree-
able duty of my life. I bhave no nomination
to make, and 1 may be alone in voting
against Mr. Cole, but [ say that | know we
are putting ourselves on record as doing
something which is not for the best interests
of the Commonwealth

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GRLS' HOTEL

THE EMELINE YORKE-TYNDALL
HAS A UNIQUE HISTORY.

The Rev. H. M. Tyndall and His Brother
Did Most of the Work of Construction
—A 915,000 Buliding en Which Only
S$23.000 Was Spent—Beard at Cost.

The Emeline Yorke-Tyndall, a working
girls’ hotel which aims to furnish lodging
and board at cost, was opened yesterday.
The hotel is a six story structure containing
fifty-six rooms at 58" East 102d street, in the
uptown Jewish oplony, and right next door
to it is the People's Tabernacle, an inter-
denominational ohurch, whose pastor, the
Rev. H. M. Tyndall, literally built the hotel
with his own hands.

There are other hotels, like the Martha
Washington, the Marie Louise and the
Trowmart Inn, which gre doing the same
things as the Yorke-Tyndall aims to do,
but none of them was founded by a church.
The Yorke-Tyundall is the only experimeant
in ecclesiastioal sociology in New York.

The building was coostruoted from
plans drawn by the minister himself, the
materials that entered into it were such
as every one else had found unavailable,
and practioally all the skilled labor that
went into it—steamfitting, joining, most of
the carpentry and all else—was done by
Mr. Tyndall and his brother. The buikilng
was made of conorete, for which the sand
was obtained for nothing from contraotors
who were excavating in the neighborhood .

The front of the hotel is in brick and
granite to correspond with the Tabernaocle
building next door. The walls are sixteen
inches thick oo the first story and a foot
thick at the top. The tiling for the floors
' was obtained from the Mosaic Tile (‘omrlny.
{ Thay were originally made to sell for
i.’n. cents aach, but were bought in hy the

~ The building was put up as funds for
its erection came in, and construction ceased
when contributions ceased.

almost fyiled before it had started. A lot

advertised the land to bo sold at a tax sale
Then the Rev. Mr. Tyndall got a hustle on
and filed his plans at the last minute, just
hefore the property was put under the
hammer. Of course his declaration of the
purposes for which the land waa to be used
Rut it on the exempt list and saved the day.

The People’'s Tabernacle is not a very
big church—it is only twelve years olni.
and the pastor in faot got his building ex-
perience by observigg how the church
was erected-and its congregation is not
very well to do :

wo donors contributed $10,000 in all,

{ but those were the largest gifts. The rest
of the money care, as one of the brothers
said, “over the washtub.” Some of it
came, too, from very distant washtubs
as far away as Texas; %2200 in all was
raised, and the brothers by being econom-
ical, buying old material add doing all the
akilled work, managed to build a $75,000
building.

WANDERING HEIR BARONET.

Sir Genllle CavesBrowne«ave, Sought by
Ambassador Bryce, is Heard From.
Special Cable Despateh to THR SuN

LoNDpoN, Jan. 1 — According to despatches
from the United States, Ambassador Bryce
has requested the American authorities
to search for Genille Cave-Browne-Cave,
who has succeeded to the title and estates
of one of the oldest baronetcies in the king-
dom by the death of his father. These
despatches state that Genille has been
searched for in vain,

He went to America many vears ago, after

service of a New York firm of naturalists,
for whom he hunted Hig game in the Far
East Afterward he was a cowboy in Ari-
zona and later was heard of in Denver

A London friend is now said to have re-
ceived a letter from Genille in which the
latter makes no secret of his address or
his movements, and says that he has made
arrangements by mail for the control of
his estates

Sir Mylles Caye-Browne-Cave died on
January 22, 1907, at the age of 84. His
widow, the mother of Sir Genille, survives
him. She was the daughter of the late John
Taylor of Leicester and was married in 1858,
The late baronet served in the Eleventh
Hussars and was a Deputy Lieutenant of
Derby, Leicester and Warwickshire, in all
of which counties there are estates. The
family seat is Kingsley, near Warrington,
Lancashire.

Sir Genille is the twelfth baronet, the
title having been created in 1841, He was
born in 1469 and is the only surviving child
of his parents. He is unmarried and the |
heir presumptive to his title is his cousin
Reginal Ambrose (Cave: Browne-Cave who
is a commander in the Roynl Navy.

The original name of the family was Cave,
The father of the baronet added the name
of Browne. When the ninth baronet sue-
ceedad his uncle he resumed the name of
Cave as an addition.

WORKMEN IN RAIN OF HOT STEEL.

PrrrsnUro, Jan. 1.—An explosion that
caused the great Edgar Thomson steel
plant to rock as if in the grip of an earth-
quake occurred at 11 A. M. to-day when
bessemer converter No. 8 exploded, kill-
ing two men and terribly burning fourteen
othera. .

BOMB RIPS A TENEMENT

FAMILIES SCARED 0UT
BLACK HAND EXPLOSION.

sSomebody Left the Machine in & Haliway In
East 11th Street and Ran -Store Win-
dows Blown Out and Walls Down, but
©Only § Man Hurt—0Owner Got Letters,

The front of the ground floor of the tene-
ment at 332 East Eleventh street was wm-lfpd
last night by a bomb whose explosion
caunsed a general panic among the twenty
families in the tenement as well as many
of those in tenements near by.

The tenement is a five story building. The
ground floor has two stores, one occupied
by a groeer, Nicholas Franco, and the other
by a butcher, Nathel Giiracci. Between the
two sdores is a hallway leading to the rooms
above.

At midnight some one placed a bomb
in this hallway; and escaped. The bomb
went off with a noise which awoke the
neighborhood. To enumerate: It de-
molished the fronts of the stores, blew
in the side walls of the stores which
separated them from the hallway,
flung the fromt door across the séreet
and through the window of Giuséppe
Ferri & Co.'s combined banking estab-
lishment and liguor store at 385, ripped
up the floor in the hallway and stores,
blew out the rear door, knocked down the
oailings in a fOOd portion of the rooms of
the entire butlding and knocked in the door
of the rear apartment on the sacond floor.

In the rear of the butcher shop Giraci
was sleeping with his seven children.
Franco and his wife with their three chil-
dren were asleep in the rooms at the rear
of their place of businesa, and with them

were Franco's brother-in-law and an uncle,
Thomas Franco. ,

The uncle was the only person to receive
any bodily harm from the explosion, and
he had only a few slight cuts an his legs
caused by flying glass.

At the sound of the explosion all the mem-
bers of all the twenty families made a dash
for the windows. A fire alarm was sent in
first thing, but the firemen had nothing to do
but to take down some of the crazed lforeign-
ers who were crowding each other on the
fire escaves and threatening to jump. Re-
serves finally quieted the excitement, but
only by dint of consiclerable hard work,

The oocurrence is alleged to be the ont-
come of a Black Hand affair which has been
hanging over the owner of the house, Ciro
Poggioreale, for some time, Pugrmn-aln
wigx his wife and eight children lives on
the third floor rear.

Within the last month or six weeks he has
received three letters demanding that $1,000
be paid to the signers, or he would be hurt

ily and wonld also he ﬂnnr‘.cia\llﬁ' ruined.

These letters are signed “Black Hand”
in Italian, and although there was no one
handy to translate them last night the
word “vendetta” was noticed appearing
severa! times

A 8on said last night that a threat had also
been made to kidnap two of Poggioreale's
children, Celia and Isabella, young girls
apd twins. These letters were reported
to.the police at the time, the owner said,
but nething had ever come of it.

This isn’t Poggioreale’s first experience |
with a bomb. wree yvears ago, while he
was living at 252 Elizabeth street, he re-
ceived fifieen letters from the Black Hand,
and ying no attention to them a bomb

H. J. MILES FOUND DEAD.
He Jumped or Fell From Seventh Story of
His Apartment.

Harry J. Miles, a manufacturer of moving
pictures, jumped or fell last night from the
seventh floor of the new Conoord Hall apart- |
ment house, at 119th street and Riverside
DPrive. He struck on his head in an inner
court and was killed instantly.

Miles, who was 40 years old and a bachelor,
lived at the Comcord Hall with hia brother,
Herbert L. Miles, with whom he was in
partnership. Herbert Miles told Policeman
Essex of the Weat 125th streel station that
his brother had been a sufferer {rom epi-
lepsy for several months, but declared
that his health had bheen improving and
that he had no reason to want to die,

He said he was rmrm‘ﬂI his brother felt
an attack eoming on, w to the window
to get air and waa overcome and fell. The
fact that the body was found twenty feet
from the base of the building suggested
to the police that it was a case of suicide,

The dead man hacd been keeping a health
chart for months on which he record>d
all his actions. At 10:20 o'clock last night
he wrote on the chart that he was smlmi
to bed. Ten minutes later he said gooc
night to his brother and went to lus room.
John Noyes, a hall boy, heard a crash in
the inner court at 11:30 o'clock and ran

out, He found Mr. Miles lying there clag
in his pajamas. His skull was badly
crushed.

The firm of Miles Bros., which was made
up of Harry and Herbert Miles, had offices
at 10 Eaat Fourteenth street and 208 Sixth
avenue, and a place in East Orange. The
firm is well known in the moving picture
trade throughout the country. The broth-
ers came here from San Francisco. They
made the pictures of the Gans-Britt fight.

TIMBER GROWING SCARCE.

Commissidner Hlﬁl;ple Says There Is Onily
Fnough Standing to Last 20 Years.

ALBaNY, Jan. 1. —State Forest, Fish and
Game Commissioner Whipple makes the
startling statement in his annual report,
presented to the Legislature to-day, that
with the increased demand for lumber,
unless radical remedies are applied, there
will be no commercial standing timber
left in this State in twenty years. The
Commissioner estimates that there are but
41,000,000,000 feet of sawing timber left
on public and private lands, farm lots and
| all, in the State.

The Commissioner wants the State to
adopt at once a policy of tree planting on
| an extensive scale. It is recommended
| that saplings be furnished by the State
free of cost to all who apply.
