Referee Joffries Cannet Plok a Winner at
the End of Twenty<ive Sclentifie
Rounds - English Boxer Proves & Gen-
ulne Surprise [With His Clovernesa,

BaN Fraxcmsco, Jan. 1. —After twenty-
five rounds of sclentifioc fighting Referee
James J. Jeffries declared the contest be-
tween Abe Attell and Owen Moran for the
teatherweight championship of the world,
which took place to-day, a draw. It was a
falr ruling, as the men were avenly matched
and both were strong om their feet when
the end came. Attell was a redhot favorite
when he entered the ring, for all of the ex-
perts had picked him to win and win easily.
Attell had also declared that he would score
& knockout imside of ten rounda. In view
of all this, therefore, Moran treated the big
crowd of spectators who sat around the ring
in the open air to a genuine surprise. The
littia Englishman, who uses American ring
tactios, met the clever assauits of Champion
Attell with a superb defence and at the same
time proved that he knew as much about
the game of real fighting as the American.

Moran's physical strength enabled him to
stand up nder a flerce onslaught in the
early rounds, and toward the end of the
long, gruelling battle he was perhaps a trifle
" The
men both scaled at 120 pounds two and &
haif hours before entering the ring and
fought for a percentage of the gate receipts,
which amounted to more than $20,000. The
mill began at 262 P. M., after the fighters
and the referee had been royally received.

Attell landed the first hlow a left tothe face,
which brought a cline’ in “vhich Moran used
A freeright hand on the break. Attell crossed
with a aharp righthander to the head, which
resitlted in another elinch. Moran r=oon
landed a wicked left on the neck and Attell
quickly jumped in for a hot mixup all over
the ring. Both were very careful, and when
the gong ended the round Attell had a slight
advantage.

Moran was the aggressor in the seeond
round. He foreed Attell to the ropes and
landed several hard blows on the head and one
stiff wallop in the stomach. Attell, however,
was busy jabbing the Englishruan's lace
with cutting lefts until blood began to show
on Moran’s mouth. Attell then increased
his attack until he had Moran staggering
from a heavy righthander on the jaw. This
was Attell's round with much to spare.

Moran came up with a rush in the third,
driving Attell to the ropes with a stomach
punch and also rocking the American’s head
with a hard right on the mouth. Attell
looked worried for a momeut and Moran
began to josh him. Then Attell rallied, and
a splendid exhibivion of science followed,
Moran having s shade the better of it,

Attell protested to the referee in the fourth
round that Moran was holding in the clinches,
but Jeffries paid no heed to the claim. Moran
tried repeatedly to reach the stomach with
heavy uppercuts, but Atte!l covered up so
cleverly that no harmm was done. They
mixed it up after that, both landing jabs and
swings to the head and body with honors
about even when the round endad.

The betting was 10 to 8 op Attell wheu the
fifth round began. Attell began with a left
hander flush on the nose. Moranswung hard
for the jaw and also drove his left iato the
breadbasket. A clinch followed which bad
to be broken by the referee, after which the
men went at a fast clip, Moran holding his
own at close quarters and apparently relish-
ing'that style of fighting. Attell had a slight
advantage when time was up.

“When the sixth round began Attell rapped
the jaw twice with the left, following it up
with a couple of body blowa heforea Moran
knew what was going on, But the English-
man was full of fight and rushed (o close
quarters with such an attack that Attell was
compelled to bring into play all of his re-
Attell was so
slippery in getting out of harm’s way that
Moran looked foolish at times, but the latter
kept on 4¢rying until he got Attell cornered,
when he made the round an even break

Moran was on his foes in the seventh. Ffle
wanted to mix it up #0" warmly that he had
to chase Atte!l around the ring while the
crowd laughed,' Finally Attell stood up to
it and fnbm-d Moran in the mouth, nose and

th ouick left handers. Moran slipped
but he was up in a second and
the fight went on at a swiflt pace. A series
ol hard clinches took up the last part of this
round, which was practicallv even,

Thev ran into & clinch as the sighth round
openad. Moran missed a great swing for the
jaw as Atrell stepped just out of his reach.

to the ropes in & hot mixup. Moran was
fighting harder than ever now, 6 hut Attell’s
oleverness was a hard pro tion for the
plucky Briton. As the round drew to a close

Attell assumed the offensive and drove Moran
to & corner under a storm of biows to the
head and body. Moran, however. stopped
this onslaught with a solid left hunder on the
point of the jaw, which brought a clinch to
the bell, ‘Uhe round was even

Jefiries tore them out of a olinch in the
tenth round, after which Attell's great foot-
work nullified the repeated assaalts of the
Englishman. Moran persavered, however,
and soon getting Attell in a corner he sailed
in with a fast volley, Attell clinched, and on
the breakaway he clinched again, Don't
waste vour strength in those clinches'” cried
Moran's seconds as the Briton came back to
his corner at the sound of the gong. Up to
this stage the fAight had been practically even
and Attell's prophecy that he would win by a
knockout in ten rounds burned up a lot of
smart money.

Attel cut out a fast pace In the eleventh,
but it did not seem to bother Moran nwch, us
he took all that was coming to bim without
ﬂinchlnf and then responded with all kinds
of effective blows that had the crowd wild
with excitement. It was sengational work,
with the honors again even,

Both missed wild swings in the twelfth,
Moran ooml“wnhm an ace of going through
the ropes, en Attell rushed with a vicious
smash on the neck, but Moran did not break
ground an inch, coming back with & heavy
righthand swing which landed flush on the
jaw. This was the most »fective blow landed
so far by Moran, for Anel was jarred from

head to heels and loo lerlr worried as
he clinched. On the break Attell gave a
wonderrul exhibition of ducking, oran's
assault as a result being ineffective, This
was Moran's round,

Light sparring and clinching marked the
first part of the thirteenth round, Attell
missing 8 couple of long swings that might
have ended Moran if thcy hnd lande o-
ran’s mouth was bleed % ain, but that
did not cut any figure wi m, for he kept
horing in persistently untll he landed a solid
left jolt on the jaw, which shook Attell up
and mlde him lode his usual smile. The men
were talk ins all through this round,
nobody could hear what they said.
