The diamond jewelry trade was startled

yesterdav when it became known that
four of the largest diamond dealers on
Fifth avenue were temporarily embar-

rassed, with liabilities of $1,500.000 and
asseta of $6,250,000, and that their affairs
had been put in the hands of trustees for
liquidation. The firma are the Joseph
Frankel's Sons Company, Joseph Frankel's
Sons, Gattle, Ettinger & Hammel, all of
576 Fifth avenue, and E. M. Gattle & Co.
of 420 Fifth avenue. These are all corpo-
rations. The names of the liquidating
trustees are Jaomes G. Canngn, vice-preai-
dent of the Fourth National Bank; John
(. Van Cleaf, vice-president of (he National
Park Bank and lLouis Kehn of L. & M.
Kahn & Co., dii mond merchants.

Frankel's Sons Company was the import-

ing by the firm about five years ago of the |

Hope diamond. The hig diamond has beeq

unsalable and the company has not had |
The |

an offer of anywhere near its value,
Hope is a beautiful sapphire Llue diamond,
weighing 44%; carats. In its present condi-
tion it has been known since 1830, and it
is named in all the lists of noted diamonds.
It was bought by Henry Thomas Hope, a
London banker, for about $60,000. Taver-
nier brought from India a stone of that color
for Louis XIV. In the rough it weighed

112 8-16 and was cut to 87" carats. This
diamond was stolen with other jewels of |
the French crown in 1792, and was never
found.

Edwin W. Streeter of London bought a
small stone of the same color, weighing
about a carat, for £50. Another drop

shaped stone of the same color, weighing
18% carats, was sold at Geneva in 1874 for
17,000 francs from the collection f the
Duke of Brunswick. As the weights and
shapes of these three stones, after allow-
ing for the loss by cutting, would bring
them to the original weight and size of
Tavernier's diamond, Mr. Streeter thinks
they are all parts of it, especially as the
very rare color of all is the same. The
Frankels are said to have held the Hope
diamond at $250,000

The four concerns are very closely asso-
ciated, and it was deemed for the best
interests of all concerned that their affairs
should be put in the hands of the same
trustees. Joseph Frankel's Sons Company
was incorporated on January 17, 1905, with
a ocapital stock of $1,000,000, with Simon
Frankel president and David J. Frapkel

treasurer. They are the sons of Joseph
Frankel, who established the business
thirty years ago and died in 1887,

They did a very large business in im-
porting diamonds, averaging more than
2,500,000 a year. Joseph Frankel's Sona
was incorporated on January 18, 1903, with
a capital stock of $10,000. E. M. Gattle & Co.
are capitalized at $300,000.

Stroock & Stroock are the attorneys
for the Mesars.

NO CALL FOR JAPAN'S RESERVE.
Embassy at Washingten Has Heard Nething
of Ariny Mobllization Either.

WasniNaToN, Jan. 8.—-T. Miyaoka, the

Owing to the
unprecedented falling off in sales of high
class gems, as of almost all other luxuries,
and owing also to the unparalieled stoppage
of customary bankiog facilities, it became
necessary to readjust the affairs of these
firms 80 as to insure the realization upon
their asseta at times more propitious and
under conditions more advantageous than
those now prevailing both at home and
abroad. From the very nature of the assets
and businesa of this character, as well aa
from interrelations of the corporations, it
fs self-evident that enormous sacrifice
would result to the injury of creditors if
customary proceedings in bankruptcy were
pursued.

“The gross liavilitics are about $4,500,000
and the gross assets are valued at over
$0,250,000. The statement of each corpora-
tion shows a substantial surplus if the as-
#ets be wisely conserved. In addition to
the corporate assets Messrs. Frankel and
Gattle contribute personal assets valued
by them at over $400,000, to be applied to
the reduction of the total indebtedness.

“It had been designed to conserve the in-
terests of creditors and preéserve the large

H. GREY DUBERLY TAKES POISON
AT THE HERMITAGE,

Young Son of Capt. Duberly of the British
Navy Left Letiers Charging His Father
With Il Treatment but Giving Ne Spe.
cile Reasen for Taking Oxalle Acid.

A young man who registered on Sunday
afterncon at The Hermitage, & bachelor
hotel at 508 Seventh avenue, as “H' Grey
Duberly, Canada,” committed suicile (here
last night by swallowing oxalic ac'i - He
was found uncodscious in his room and
died while two physicians were working
over Mm,

On a bureau in the room were fofind

letters addressed to Earl Grey, Governor- |

General of Canada; Capt. James Gro/
Duberly of the British navy, who is th»
young man's father and lives at Wes:
Cannons, Yarmouth, England; Miss Amy
Hamegheer, Lady St. John, Melohbourne
Park, Bedford, England, and the Hon Mrs.
Hugh Mostyn, Buckworth Re®ctory, Hunt-
ingdon, England.

Aprarently Duberly, who waa about
25 years old, was a distant ocousin
of Kar! Grey. The daughter of a younger
brother of the second Earl married James
Duberly of Gaines Hall, Huntingdonshire.
The Governor-General of Canada is the
fourth Earl and a granason of the second
Farl

Duberly arrived at The Hermitage late
on Sunday afternoon with several pieoes of
baggage and asked to be assigned to a
He was sent to Room 608
on the seventh floor, and after the Japanese
bellboy had shown him upstairs he went in
and locked the door

Nothing was seen of him therealter,
and last night Charles Kelly, the manager,
sent a Japanese bellooy to rap at Duberly's
door. The boy reported that he could
get no answer, so Kelly tried himaself. Then
he sent for the engineer and the door was
forced open.

Duberly, with only his underclothes
on, was lging across the bed and moaning
as if in great pain. Kelly sent for Dr.
Melvin Walk of 151 West Forty-third street
and Dr. Walsh of 150 West Thirty-sixth
street. The young man was unconsoious
and breathing heavily when they arrived,
and he died while they were administering
antidotes.

Bosides the five letters, which were
stamped, there was a note addressed to the
manager which read:

“Dear Siz: Kindly communicate with
my father, Capt. Grey Duberly, the Can-
nons, West Castle, England. He will de-
fray all expenses, Also communicate with
Earl Grey, Ottawa.

“I regret. But all expenses will be paid.

“H. Gusy Dunstny.*

When the physicians told Manager Kelly
that Duberly bhad killed himself he sent
word to the West Thirty-seventh strest
station and asked that detectives be sent
to the hotel. Detectives O'Sullivan and
Magee went to the room and found two
envelopes labelled “oxalic acid.” The con-
tents of one of the envelopes, the detactives
found, had been dissolved in a glass ocon-
taining sauterne wine which Duberly had
drunk.

Duberly called for writing paper and
envelopes and two quarts of sauterne
late on Sunday night, and it is supposed
that he spent the greater part of yester-
day writing farewell messages.

The letter to his father accused him of
ill treatment, but also said: “I forgive
you, as 1 hope God will forgive me.”

A letter whioch he wrote td his aunt, the
Hon. Mrs. Hugh Mostyn, repeated the
charges against Capt. Duberly and ended:
“Will you, and Uncle Hugh pray for

mysoul.” Neither it nor the other letter
suggested any specifioc reason for suicide.

Mrs. Mostyn was Ellen Grey, daughter of
the late James Duberly, and married the
Rev.the Hon. Hugh Wynne Lloyd-Moastyn,
Canon of Ely.

There was also found in the room a letter
addressed to “Miss Amy Hamsheer, care of
W. Newcombe, Niagara Falls, Ontario,
Canada.” A single strand of young Duber-
ly's bair, which he had evidently taken care
to gum to the stamp, protruded from the
corner of the letter. This missive was
sealed, but the letters addressed to his
father and his aunt were open.

There was no baggage in Duberly's room
and he had nothing in his clothes except a
five cent piece and two keys, one of whioh
bore the number 16 and looked like a hotel
key. His clothes were of English make.

Hteamer at Liverpeol Reports Her West of
Fastnet and Stationary. -
Special Cable Despateh to THR SUN,

LoNDoN, Jan. 8.—~The steamer Vivina, at
Liverpool, repdrts that on January 3 she
sighted about 280 miles west of Fastnet
A steamer nearly resembling the long
overdue Mount Royal, which sailed from
Antwerp December 7 for 8t. John.

The vessel was stationary and did not
appear to be in distress. She signalled
that she wished to be reported, but falling
darkoess prevented her name signals being
clearly seen,

The agents of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company, the owners of the Mount
Royal, are convinced that the steamer was
the Mount Royal and are sending the Lake
Manitoba to assist her

St Joan, N. B., Jan. 6. A cable despatch

! reports the Mount Royal sighted off Fast-

net, Ireland.

This news from Liverpool was received
with a gasp of relief in St. John, which
has watched with anxiety during the last
week. The relief was modified, however,
by considerable scepticism among the C.
P. R. officials, bred of repeated disanpoint -
ments.

Only this aftemoon they were confident
of the boat's arrival here, and a steamer
matching her description is reported
passing Brier Island at the entrance of
the Bay of Fundy at 1:30 P. M., but two
hours later the signal station identified
her as the Monmouth of the same line,
which left Antwerp two wecks after the
Mount Royal and had seen her nowhere.

It is not believed that the Mount Royal
is short of supplies if she is still zfoat
She left the other ride with 2,200 tons of

coal, enough for thirty-five days ordinary
steaming. She had food supplios suffi-
cient for more than that length of time,

and plenty of water

Asageneral rule five stewards rre allowed
for every hundred passongers and three
or four additional for the ship. It is thus
estimated that the crew would consist
of seventy-five or saventy-seven porsons,
and these, with the 304 passergers,
would bring the total of those on board to
fully 380.

The Mount Royal, with nearly 400 pas-
sengers and crew and of 4,599 tons burden,
left Antwerp December 7 for St. John,
N. B. She was operated by the Canadian
Pacific Railway Company, having been built
at Newcastle in 1808. The Mount Royal i®
470 feet long, has a beam of 58 feet and
is 82 feet in depth.

Her siater ship, the Mount Temple, which
went on the rocks off the Nova Scotia coast
on December 2, is still hard aground, al-
though the company is trying hard to save
her. Her passengers, 600 in number, were
taken off in tugboats.

SERUM CURES MENINGITIS.
Dr. Fliexner's Discovery Used With Success
at Johns Hopkins Hesplial,

BALTIMORE, Jan. 0.—A case of cerebro
spinal meninigitis bas been brought to the
Johns Hopkins Hospital from Atlanta and
the physiclans in charge have used with
suocess the new serum which Dr. Simon
Flexner, head of the Rockefeller Institute
for Medical Research, discovered recently.

The case bad been running for five weeks
beforebeing brought to Hopkins and showed
all the malignant symptoms of the disease.
Soon after Dr. Flexner made public his
discovery of theserum he sent a quaantity of
it to the Hopkins hospital.

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FIVE BOYS THE FAME'S CREW

WHEN A NORTHWEST GALE BLEW
THE CLOTHS OUT OF HER.

Yoongsters in Search of Seageing Experi-
ence Get - a Lot of It With Glimpses
at the Next World--Helpiess Littie
Schooner Towed In Here Yesterday.

With little food and but a few gallons
of water left, and after being lashed for
eight days by gales, the 130 ton two masted
fishing schooner Fame of Boston, manned
by Capt. Joshua Nickerson of Orleans,
Mass., and a erew of five young men de-
soribed as Harvard students who wanted
some real experience at sea, was ciscov-
ered in distress in close proximity to the
beach early yesterday morning by the life
savers of Navesink Highlands. Her sails
were gone and the vessel, unable to beat
against the easterly gale, waa driving toward
the ceast. A telephone message was sent
to the revenue cutter Mohawk at Quaran-
tine, which went to the Fame's assistanoce
and after standing by all night towed
her into Quarantine at daylight.

The tug Reliance brought her to a safe
berth in the Fast River back of the Fuiton
Market, and the Fame had barely been
made fast when four of the crew appeared
at the gangway, suit cases in hand, and
as'ted how to get a train for Boston. Then
they started in the direction of the sub-
way. not letting the fact that one of them
was minus a hat alter their determination
to return to Massachusetts as speedily as
poasible,

Those in the party but not in the Harvard
catalogue were John Alden, Langdon
Alden, Harold Davidson and Bradford
Babeoek. Raymond O. Brackett, said to
be a graduate student, who acted as mate
on the trip, remained behind with Capt.
Nickerson and went with the ship in tow
to Boston. The men said that they were
all taking practice work in the shipworks
of W. W. Crowninshield, Boston, intending
to study yacht designing along with their
university oourse

The fishing vessel is owned by the Eastern
Fishing Company of Boston and put into
Halifax shortly after Christndas, with the
captain and crew down with smallpox.
Quarantine officers removed the crew and
disinfected the ship. Capt. Nickerson, with
the young men, who previous to this bhad
had no experierce at sea except aboard
yachts and private graft, was sent to Halifax

| to bring the Fame to Boston. Capt. Nicker-

son is 58 years old and one of the most ex-
perienced skippers along the New England
coast. He put his crew, whose ages average
about 10, through their paces and bad every
sail set at midnight December 20, one night
out of Halifax, when a northeasterly gale
oame up.

The crew was not husky enough by a
:ood deal to reef she maiosail in time

carried away. Previous to that the jibe
had gone, and an hour later there was not
an inch of canvas except the foresail. The
little vessel was hove to throughout the
s0th, 81st and New Year's Day. There
wasn't enough oil left to fill the lamps and
everything was darkness inside and out.
To make matters worse the food supply
began to run low

When the gales finally abated early on
the morning of January 2 the Fame found
herself 260 miles north by northeast of
Barnegat. Capt. Niokerson set his ensign
union down at the main peak and blew
on south in the wind then prevailing. When
the Mohawk came alongside before day-
light yesterday and asked the skipper if he
could last until morning or wanted the
cutter to make an attempt to take the crew
off Capt. Nickerson shouted through his

hone:

“We've got no food and no sails, but
think we can last until daylight.”

CANNOT TRANSPORT LIQUOR.

WasmNGTON, Jan. 8.—Hereafter carriers
on star routes will not be permitted to
transport liquor from point to point along
such routes, according to the terms of an
order just issued by tfle Postmaster-General.
This inhibition will apply at the beginning
to oontracts made for star route servioce
in North Carolina, South Carolina, Florida,
Qeorgia, Alabama, Mississippl, Tennessee
and Kentuoky. It will be later extended
generally throughout the ocountry. Pro-
posals will be openad on Wednesday for the
work of supplying star route servioe in
the States named, and in the contracts made
for star route service in them it will be ex-
pressly provided that star route oarriers
shall not transport liquor while in the per-
formance of their duties.

THAW TRIAL ON WITH A RUSH

9 JURORS SELECTED SUBJECT TO
PEREMPTORY CHALLENGE.

Might Sessiens Now, and Later Too, If Law.
yers Den't Hasten Matters—Justice
Dewling Cuts Speeches Short—Kvelyn
Thaw Looks Better—Jurors Locked Up.

There were many indications when the
work of getting a jury for the second trial
of Harry K. Thaw for the murder of Stan-
ford White began yesterday that an effort
will be made to make the trial move more
rapitly than the first, which took almost
three months. Thegre will be night aessions
until the jury box is filled and maybe night
sessions while the testim ony is being taken
if the lawyers do not hasten matters of
their own accord. Justios Dowling, who Is
presiding at this trial in the Bupreme Court,
Criminal Branch, showed yesterday that he
is averse to any unnecessary delay or long
drawn out arguments and speeches which
charaoterized the first trial.

When the first day's session ended at
10 o’clock last night nine jurors, who may
be called provisional jurors, for they may
yet be challenged peremptorily by either
side, had been selected. The proceeding of

postponing the peremptory challenges is
a departure from the usual oustom in
criminal cases in this county. It was mo-
cepted after a consultation between Distrioct
Attorney Jerome and Martin W, Littieton,
oounsel for Thaw. Justice Dowling-ap-
proved.

As each side bas thirty-one peremptory

challenges, it is possible for the jury box
to be filled five times and then emptied
and the job of getting a jury started all
over again. As explained by Distriot
Attorney Jerome to the Court, in the course
of the last Thaw trial and in other trials
many communioations, some of them
anonymous But meriting Investigation,
were sent to both sides regarding jurors
who had been sworn. The investigatian
that had to be made was often of a die-
agreeable nature and sometimes resulted
in the withdrawalof jurorsalready selected.

It was deemed bess, in the opinion of
counsel for both sides, that the peremptory
ohallenges should be reserved after a juror
bad measured up to the other qualificasions.
This means that both sides will have a
chanoe to make an Investigation of each
juror and if dissatisfled with him can chal-
lenge peremptorily. Doubtless many
jurors will sit in the box for two or three
days and then be dropped, and it was the
opinfon of jury lawyers that two or three
of the men selected yesterday will not be
jurors when the taking of testimony begins.

Aside from a few changes in the arrange-
ment of the court room and the absence
of several familiar faces, the soene yestor-
day was very much like the opening
day of the first trial. The erowd
outside was not so great and the po-
live had less to do. The women had
been warned that they would not be ad-
mitted and Justice Dowling took occasion
to announce from the benoh that thaey will
not be. That of course cut down the size
of the crowd.

The court room was packed with tales-
men and reporters. Representatives of
the sympathy squad were there, but not as
many as before. There was a newocomer
with dazzling light hair and much plumage,
She was the sensation of the day. You
may hear from her later, as she was not
identified thoroughly yesterday.

Thaw has changed little. His straight
black hair is as wild as ever and accentuates
the natural pallor of his face. His queer
smile is still in evidence and he did as much
talking to his lawyers as ever, although
Mr. Littleton paid no attention to him.
Thaw's mannerisms, so noticeable at the
first trial, seemed a bit more pronounced
and he strode into the court room with the
same upward tilt to his left shoulder.

Thaw did not walk through the court
room but around it by a brass railed pas-
sageway on the White street side of the
court room. He sat inside of the olerk's
rail, a few feet away from Mr. Jerome and
Francis P. Carvan. From
where Thaw sits, at the end of his counsel's
