THREE OF THEM BENCHED UN-

Commissioner's Men shadowed the Squad
After Burns's Reduetion and Found
Atleged Irregularities—A “Job,” Was.
serman  Says - Reardon Is  Immune.

District Attorney Jerome's raiding squad,
which, under the direction of Detective
Reardon, has been active in making excise
and gambling raids, was disbanded yester-
day. Two subpena servers, Jerome Man-
ping and Frank Mullens, who had been
made aspecial policemen, were relieved of
their shields. Sergt. Joseph F. Wasser-
man and Detectives John F. Butler and
John J. Mara were returned to Police
Headquarters. where they have been de-
tailed to sit under guard outside Commis-
siover Bingham's office every day from
9 to 5 o'clock until trial on “serious charges.”

Nothing was said at Headquarters or
in the District Attorney's office of the reason
for the breakup. It is known, however,
that there is evidence in the office of Com-
missioner Bingham against the three police-
men that is a result of surveillance of
Reardon and his followers by detectives
working under Commissioner Bingham's
orders for several weeks past. The three
men who are in the pillory awaiting charges
are special cronies of Reardon, who as a
special policeman for Jerome isout of the
juriddiction of Commissioner Bingham ex- !
cept asconcerns the revocationof hisspecial
policeman’s shield.

The attention of Commissioner Bingham
was first called to Reardon and the men
of his squad soon after the raids as a result
of which Inspector Burns, in charge of the
Tenderloin, bad been called before the
Grand Jury and later reduced. Then when
Inspector John F. O'Connor succeeded
Burns, Comunissioner Bingham was sur-
prised to learn that Reardon, while raid-
ing in outside precincts, had assured
O'Connor that he need be in no fear of
annoyance. The C(‘ommissioner discussed
this interesting courtesy with his Manhat-
tan inspectors. He told them that Reardon
would have to stop giving orders to in-
spectors and that inspectors would have
to quit recognizing Reardon The Com-
missioner was very emphatic in his state-
ments and Reardon and his men thereafter
were treated with scant ceremony by the
police. It is said that not all the operations
of the raiding varty were conducted with
the knowledge of Mr. Jerome.

Yesterday's action followed a conference
on Wednesday night between Mr. Jerome
and Gen. Bingham. Mr, Jarﬂme yestor
day wrote a letter to Gen. fh.m sayink
he did not want the three policemen any
longer. Gen. Bingham therefore ordered
them to Police Headquarters. When they
arrived the Commissioner personally showed
them the benches in the hall where they
are to sit until trial. Sergt. James Donohue
of the Detective Bureau will see that they
ait there.

When the three men were relieved at §

OLD FOOD AND NEW BABILS

Involved In Health Department's Amend-
ments Lo Sanitary Code.

Two sections of the Sanitary Code wero
amended ay yesterday’s meeting of th»?
Board of Health. Soction 42, which pro- |
vided that no unwholesome food should I
be brought into, stored, or offered for sale |
in the city, was amended by adding the pro- i
vision that “any foods offered for sale any- |
where in the city by dealers in food shall he
deemed to be offered or held for sale as
food.” [
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The Health Department when prose- |
outing dealers in unwholesome food, has
frequently been compelled to prove in
court that the unwholesome article on the
sale of which a prosecution was based
was sold for food. Fish dealers, for instance,
when arrested for selling bad fish say that
the fish were sold for fertilizers.

Section 159, which required all physicians
and midwives to report all births at which
they assisted, is changed so as to read
*They shall file with the Board of Health
ro rts of all births at wbtch they assist

thin ten days of same.”

Tlul amendment was necessary because
the unamended law allowed reports of
births to be reported by mail. Many phy-
sicians and midwives when nrmto(r al-
ways asserted that they had mailed a re-

rt, which must have gone astray. It was

po-llhle to punish such offenders. Now
it will be necessary for all birth reports
to be filed in person.

The board refused an application to
establish a cemetery on the north side of
New Dorp. Staten Island. The applioca-
tion was from the Jewish charity Agnadath
Ashim Chessed SHel Emett. Dr. Darlington
said the Health Department wished to dis-
oo the establishment of new ceme-
tearies within the city limits.

COSTODY OF SENILE RICH MAN

DOCTORS SAY DR. DUNLOP WI
SIGN ANYTHING HE'S ASKED TO.

Matthew Hilgert of “Magio Beots' Fame
Has Him in a Sanitarium and Reiatives,
/ Except the Wife, Take the Case to
Court —Jodge Demands the Aceeunts.

A suit to determine the sanity of Dr
Clark W. Dunlop, an aged and wealthy
physician, *was on trial yesterday before
Justios Truax and a jury in the Supreme
Court. Dr. Dunlep has been for some
months an inmate of the Hilgert Institute
at 31 West Twenty-sixth street. The in-
stitute is kept by Matthew Hilgert of “magic
boots” fame. Gilbert Ray Hawes is the
husband of a niece of Dr. Dualop, and Mr.
Hawes applied some months ago for the
appointment of a commission in lunacy.

Dr. Dunlop is said to be worth about
$1,000,000, largely New York cityjreallestate.
It was testified yesterday that his income
is about $30,000 a year. ills wife, a little
woman, wearing & brown wig over her
white bair, was on the witness stand at the
close of yesterday's session. It is the con-
tention of the Dunlop nephews and nieces
that Matthew Hilgert will marry Mre. Dun-
lop as soon as the doctor dies, and that
there is a plan afoot to get hold of much
of Dr. Dunlop’'s money. Neither Dr. Dun-
lop nor Hilgert was in court

Dr. H. Valentine Wildman of Bolhm
Hoepital testifled that he and Dr. John J.
Quigley had examined Dunlop in October
and had found him suffering from senile
dementia. The old physician could not
answer questions connectedly and would
sign anything placed before him, if in-
structed to do so. The doctors as an ex-
periment got him to sign a note for $10,000
drawn byg Wildman.

Other doctors testified and Annie Tisdall,
a trained nurse, related that while she
attended Dunlop at the Hilgert Institute
he asked her to have him taken away from
