WasgINGTON, Jan. 18.—~In a letter to
President Roosevelt transmitting the an-
mial report of Charles E. Magoon, Provie
sional Governor of Cuba, Secretary of War
Talt says that the present provisional
government in Cuba will be continued until
April or May of next year. The taking of
the census, which is now going on, will not
he completed until April or May of this
year, and the local elections will have to be
postponed until June. The Presidential
slections will probably take place next
December and the installation of the Presi-
dent and Congress and the turning over of
the island to the new Government will
come about some time in April or May of
109 The text of Secretary Taft’'s letter
in as follows:

Magoon, the Provisional Governor appointed
by vou wnder the Platt amendment of the
Cuban treaty temporarily to administer the
affairs of the Republio of Cuba. The report

ditions in Onba to be very encouraging.

tiov. Magoon has conducted matters in a
most « lear headed and tactful way and with
conspcuous success. He has carried on his
shoulders the whole burden and responsi-
hility of an extensive government. He has
had labor troubles, which, through his con-
ciliatory but impartial attitude, have been
rrought to an end. He has dealt with the
two parties in such & way that when I visited
the island in April of last year the repre-
sentatives of all of the parties virtually agreed
upon a programme set forth in a letter, which,
after submitting it to you for approval, 1
wrota to Gov. Magoon for publication. This
dirented :

Virst—-The taking of an eslectoral oensus
of the ialand.

Becond--The testing of the tranqulllity
of the island and tie capacity for the exer-
cise of political franchise, without disturb-
ance, by the holding of municipal and pro-
vincial elections.

Third ~After a period varying from three
to six months the holding of a Congressional,
Senatorial and Presidential election,

Fourth - The delay of four monthd, in order
to comply with the Constitution, for the com-
pietion of the Presidential election and the
inatallation of the President and Congress.

It was hoped by some that the census might
e completed in September last. [ did not
think so, and T am not at all surprised to learn
that the census has not yet been completed
and probably will not be until April or May.
This will postpone the local elections until
June, the Presidential election until Decem-
ber and the installation of the President and
Congrees and the turning over of the island
until about March or April of 19000, This is
in compliance with our promise when we as-
sumed temporary control of Cuba, and it
seems to me that we ought to allow nothing
to interfere with carrying out that promise.
There are iInportant interests that would be
glad to delay our stay thers for years, but
good faith and good policy both, in my judg-
ment, require us to leave at the tigne ap-
pointed.

Tar Urges Their Acceptability as Seocurit)
for Deposits of Public Money.

WasHinagTroN, Jan. 13.—Secretary Taft
had a conference to-day with Senator

that bill, although the Philippine Govern-
ment bonds are accepted for deposits.
As the interest on the Philippine railway
bonds is guaranteed by the Government
for a period of thirty years Mr. Taft has
urged Senators Lodge and Aldrich to have
them inserted in the list.

Séhate Confirms the Convention Adepted
at Rie de Janeire in 1908,
WasHiNGTON, Jan. 13.—-The Senate to-
day confirmed the adherence of the United
States to the convention adopted by the
Pan-American conterence at Rio Janeiro
in 1908, providing that where a natural
ized citizen returns to his native country
for a period of two years that fact shail
constitute a renunciation of the acquired
citizenship. A law to the same effect was
enacted by ('onfr«- some years ago to
cure some particularly flagrant abuses
of naturalization privileges by Cubans
and Haytiens, and the convention agreed
upon by the eighteen countries taking
in the KRio conferenca is designad to
cure similar evila in South and Central
American countries.
