E. R. THOMAS INTENDS TO RE-
TIRE FROM THE TURF.

Becicres Two.Year-Olds Out of Engage-
ments and Falls to Make Steepiechase
Nominations—Sald te Be Piqued Over
Durnell Roling and Stone’s Punishment.

It was rumored among turfmen yesterday
that E. R. Thomas would retire from the
turf and that he was looking for purchasers
for a number of high class two-year-olds
necured last season. It was also stated that
Thomas had declared all of his two-year-olds
out of their stake engagements and had
failed to make entries to the Beacon, Inde-
pendence and Introductory steeplechases,
which are decided at Sheepshead Bay. Those
who discussed the matter said that Thomas
was piqued over the Jockey Club’s action
In ruling Boots Durnell off the turf inasmuoh
as Thomas had offered Durnell a $15,000 con-
tract to train a big stable for him this year.
Durnell, It is said, had practically accepted
the offer when the Jockey Club's ediot was
made known. Thomas broke into the racing
game several years ugo with a splurge. He
hought Heruria for $60,000 and won the Sub-
wrban Handicap with him. Aleck Shields,
who died last year, trained his stable and
aiso entered Into partnership with Thomas
n the joint ownership of a number of racers.

There was no limit to the Thomas bankroll
and for a time the betting ring was flooded
with heavy wagers. But for a time Thomas
was up against it and lost a small fortune.
Then he cut away from the Shields family
and entered into an agreement with Sydney
Paget to manage his stable, at the same
time turging the horses over to Jack Joyner
to be trained. But a brilliant suoccess was
not the result, so that Thomas and Paget
partad company last fall. Thomas went
in*o the steeplechass game after that and
raced Mr. McCann and Bannell in his colors
with fair success, but Jockey Harry Stone,
who rode Mr. McCann to defeat upon one
occasion. was ruled off by .the stewards of
the National Steeplechase and Hunt Asso-
ciation. This action did not please Thomas
very much, for he expressed himself in rather
bitter terms afterward, his followers de-
elaring that if Stone was to be made a mark
ather steeplechase riders should be similarly
treated  From what the gossips said yester-
day Thomas has become very “sore” on the
Jockey Club and has also decided to abandon
racing permanently.
