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PULLIAM STILL IN FIGHATING
TRIM AND MAY RESIGN.

Garry Herrmann's Opposition te Mis Polloy
1Is Well Defined - Burnham's Admission
Shows That it is All & Case of Smoke
—Frank Weir's Good Tralning Record.

President H. C. Pulliam of the Natlonal
League, who is considerably cut up over
the trouble he is having with the offcials of
the National Association of Minor Leagues,
issued another “statement” yesterday in
which he practically threatened to resign his
position as chief executive and also his mem-
bership in the National Baseball Commission
unless the owners of the National Léague
olubs backed him up in his contentions, The
fact that Garry Herrmann, owner of the Cin-
cinnati club and chairmun of the national
commission, wired P. T. Powers the other day
that he was not in svmpathy with Pulliam’'s
present attitude was n particulurly hard Llow
for the Tatter to sustain and served to sfir
up the fire to a white heat. Herrmanu also
sent a long telegram on Saturday to J. H.
Farrell, secretary of the national associa-
tion, stating that Pulliam had gor® too far
and that the commission had no fanlt to find
with the national association, that the facts
relating to the blacklist resolutionfofMered by
J. H. O'Rourke had been grossly misrepre-
sented in certain newspapers and that Pulllam
had evidently been misinformed. Further-
more, Herrmann gave out this interview:

*My correspondence shows that the oMoera
of the national association fully under-
stand and agree with the commission's deci-
sions in the cases of Wiltae, Campbell and
other players. 1 cannot find the slightest
intention on the part of any Ieader of the
national association to defy the commis-
sion or fail to live up to its decisions. |
think Mr. Pulliam is8 going too far in his eriti-
cisms and that he has little or no foundation
for most of them."

W. W. Burnham of the Newark olub,
who caused the present rumpus by giving
out an alleged list of blacklisted players,
refused to say yesterday that the players
fn question were directly covered by the
O'Rourke resolution. Burnham stated that
the list he showed to certain newspaper
writers last October was a year old and
that the players contained in it were the
ones who were sentenced to the Tri-State
Y.eague by the joint verdict of the national
commission and the national association when
the Tri-State was admitted to organized base-
ball. Pulliam’s friends say that he has been
conscientious in his policy, but that he has
evidently become a trifle too energetic and
that he should let the matter drop without
further delay.

The most welcome bit of news at the New
York American League Club’'s offices yester-
day was a long letter from Hal Chase which
President Farrell received during the after-
mnoon. This is the fArst direct infprmation
received by Farrell from the crack first base-
man since last season. (hase says that he
never had any idea of remaining in California
this year as a member of an outlaw league
club and that he will repogt to Griffith at
Atlanta at the appointed time. Chase also
says that it by playing a few games in the
outlaw eircuit after the National Commission
edict was made known he has incurred a fine
he will make it good himself. He states
that it would be ingratitude on his part to
desert the New York club after the liberal
treatment he has received and that he will
take good care to show his appreciation of
Mr. Farrell and Manager Grifith when he
gets on to the ball fleld in the spring. Chase
writes that he is in splendid health and that
he believes with the new men, Glade, Stahl,
Niles and Hemphill, in line the team will cut
a big figure in the championship race.

These horses have won, in st akes and
purses a total of $5568, 248,25, It was ot Glou-
ceater in 1593 that Weir sent 150 winnerato the
post, together with 135 seconds and 45 "hirds,
for atotal of 854,010, This was a record which
he has never been able to equal sincs. He
began operations on the New York tracks in
1908, when the horses trained by him won 47
races and cleaned up $37.532. o 194 he
won 34 racea for 844,475, He handled 40 win-
ners in 1905 for $49,040. Iy 1908 the stable
won 28 races and $53.%05. lLast vear was
Weir's most successful campaign on the
Jockey Club circuit, for his horses finished
first 48 times, second 27 1imes and third 26
times for a total of $87,015.  Few trainers who
are now ldentified with the game can show a
better record in the same length of time,

BUFFALO TAX ORDINANCE RE-
CEIVES ITS QUIETUS.

Judge Hodson Decldes In IFavor of Motorists
in Fight Against Doubie Assessment
on Cars—-Centest Commitiee to Are
range Detalls of Ormond Beach Meet.

Buffalo’s automobile tax ordinance re-
ceived its quietus racently when the Appellate
Division announced its decision in the locally
famous Dai H. lLewis automobile tax test
case. Judge Hodson's decision that the Buf-
falo automobile tax was contrary to the State
mbtor vehicle law is upheld by the Appeilate
Division. When the Buffalo automobile tax
ordinance went into effect it was strongly op-
posed by the Automobile Club of Buffalo and
in order to make a test case Dal H. Lewis, the
secretary, offered himself as a martyr, and by
rafusing to pay his tax got himself arrested.

He was prosecuted by the city in the Mu-
nicipal Court, and former Judge Kenefick,
his attorney, made the plea that the local
ordinance conflicked with the State act in
that it resulted in a double tax. Judge Hod-
son upheld this contention and the city ap-
pealed, with the result that the Appellate
Division has upheld the decision, resulting
in a vickory for the automobile club,

AMERICAN BOATS NOT ELIGIBLE.

International Contests Arranged for Ves.
sels Bullt Under European Ruale.
While international racing on the other
side of the Altlantic i= booming and many
races are being arranged it is unfortunate
that American yachts are unable to take
part in them. “This s dus to the fact that all

the yvachting countries of Europe have a
uniform rale of measurerient and in this
country while the results of the rule work

out nearly the same there are differences
that prevent American yachts competing In
foreign races or l'unnfn boats competing in
American races. The Yachtaman says

: wuve of enthusiasm for international
vacht racing seems lately to have swept the
world -~ with the possible exceptions of China,
Japan, Persia and Turkey (from which we
have no press cuttings on vachting matters),
o thin we must attribute the absurd report,
which was published in all good faith by
several English papers, that Sir Thomas Lip-
ton had offered a prize of £200 to the Brook-
Ivn Yacht Club for a race from Sandy Hook
to England.  On the face of it the report was
absurd, for thanks to the abstention of Ameri-
can yachtsmen from the tirst meeting of
the International conference there is now no
longer any possibility of an American yacht
racing in Europe unless she is built to suit the
international rule of measurement,

“The unversal rule under which Sir Thomas
Lipton was unxious to race next year for the
America™s cup has many points which might
well have been embodied in the European
rule, and on the other hand it is beyond ques-
tion that the latier is in mapy ways the better
of the two. However, as the action of the
American authorities has rendered a fusion
of the rules impossible, the suggestion of an
ocean race 1o England was manifesily ridicu-
lous. ‘The prize of £200 presented by Sir
Thomas Lipton to the Brooklyn Y. C. is fora
race under the club’s rules, of 500 miles in all,
and must be regarded as being in the nature
of a thank offering for the Id and ver
sportsmanlike protest made br this clu
against the treatment which he received
from the New York Y. C. on the occasion of
i recent challenge. It i3 interesting {0
note thalt the stakes in the first ocean vacht
race from America to this country were no
less Lhan £20,000 a side.
