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10 INVESTIGATE ROOSEVELT

AND BIS ALLEGED USE OF PAT-
RONAGE FOR TAFT.

President ( hnn.vlﬂlm the Charge =s
“an Unqualified Lie,” but Some Sena-
tors Would Like to Have the Evidence
and May Move for an OMial Inquiry.

WasgINaToN, Jan. 30.—In spite of asser-
tions to the contrary, put out from Admin-
jstration sources, members of the Semnate
and the House of Representatives continue
to insist that Federal patronage is being
used to further the candidacy of Secretary
Taft for the Presidential nomination. From
what was said at the Capitol to-day it is
probable that a resolution calling for an
investigation of thesa charges by a special
committee will be offered shortly in the
Senate.

President Roosevelt has inspired a state-
ment that the charge that he is misusing
Federal patronage in Mr. Taft's behalf “is
sn unqualified lie,” and the additional in-
formation is furnished from the White House
that this statement is contained in a letter
written to a close friend of Mr. Roosevelt
in Indiana. It is supposed that this close
friend is William Dudley Foulke of Rich-
mond, former chairman of the Civil Service
Commission.

Senators and Representatives who oon-
tand that they have ground for the belief
that the allegations are justified are
answering this inspired announcemenpt
with the challenge: “If it is an unqualified
lis we should like to have certain things
explained.” In order to get the desired
explanation the resolution calling for an
investigation will be introduced unless the
Republican leaders determine that it is bad
politics. ’

It 18 said in behalf of the President that
he is willing and anxious to submit to the
most searching Inquiry as to what has been
done with regard to filling offices which
he is charged with using to help along the
Taft boom. From the White House the
anneuncement is made that the President
is perfectly willing to give to any unpreju-
diced person all the information desired
with regard to specific charges of the mis-
use of patronage. Curiously enough, it
is not asserted by those who put faith in
the allegations that Seoretary Taft is a
party to the alleged scheme to help his
oause, or, in fact, that Mr. Taft has any
knowledge of what is being done. The
Senate, however, is convinoed, apparently,
that Federal appointments are being made
with particular reference to the helpful
effect that they will have on Mr., Taft's
candidacy, and that this conviction exists
has been shown by the Senate's action in
rejecting the nominations of four Ohio
postmasters and a pension agent at Con-
ecord, N. H.

In justification of Senator Foraker's
action in having the nominations of the
postmasters in his own State rejected itis
argued that the men nominated were in-
dorsed by Senator Foraker, but the Admin-
istration declined to appoint them om the
ground that the incumbents of the offices
for which they were named had given effi-
cient administrations and shovld not be
removed. But, according to those who
gide with Senator Foraker, this position of
the Administration was abandoned as soon
as the men indorsed by Senator Foraker
came out for Taft and used theirinfluence
in Ohio to bring about the indorsement

“KINGSCOTE"” DURNED.

Handsome House Opposite ‘‘Georgian
Court’” at Lakewood Destroyed.

Kingscote, the residence of Henry Lloyd
Herbert, the wealthy coal dealer, at Lake-
wood, N. J, destroyed by fire last
night. The handsome structurs, whioh
was built by George J. Gould seven years
ago and presented to his son Kingdon, was
enveloped in flames long before the volun-
teer fire department arrived on the scene
and in less than two hours nothing bus the
walls were standing.

Mr. Herbert, who is a noted fox hunter, a
charter member of the Meadow Brook Hunt
Club and who was one of the judges at the
last national horse show at Madison Square
Garden, was in the house with Mrs. Her-
bert and the servants when the fire started.
They all set to work and tried to save the
rare furniture in the drawing room and the
parlors, but the flames spread with such
rapidity thatonly a few pieces were carried
out of the house, Mr. and Mrs. Herbert and
the servants being forced to flee to save
themselves.

The fire was caused by the blowing out
of an electric fuse in an elevator shaft on
the second floor and defective insulation.
Several of the servants heard the report
as the fuse blew out, and by the time they
started to investigate the woodwork in the
slevator shaft had caught fire. The ser-
vants formed a buoket brigade and poured
water down the shaft, but the flames spread
to the flooring and soon swept through the
seocond story. /

Kingsoote is divectly opposite Georgian
Court, George J. Gould’s Lakewood home,
and the rumor spread that Mr. Gould's
house was in flames. All the hotel guests
and the residents of Lakewood flocked
to the sceme and watched Kingscote burn
to the ground. The volunteer firemen
were unable to cope with the flames from
the start and finally centred their efforts
on protecting Georgian Court, which was
in danger of catching fire from tbe shower
of sparks that arose from the burning
bouse.

Kingscote, which is said to have cost
$500,000, was uninsured. It was of Colonial
style of architecture and very like Geor-
glan Court. It was three stories high
and built of red brick and white terra cotta.
Mr. Herbert got it from the Goulds about
three years ago, when he gave up his town
house in New York and took up his resi-
deace in Lakewood.

EMINENT SCIENTIST SURE HE
301' MESSAGES FROM DEAD.

Testa Made Through Mrs. Piper and Mrs,
Verrall Convinoe Him That Medinms
Are Contrelled, and Intelligence Sur.
vives Death and Speaks to the Living.

Special Cadle Despatch to THR SUN.

LoxNpoN, Jan. 30.—Serious statements
by Sir Oliver Lodge command respeotful
attention even when he abandons science
for mysticiem. It was therefore with
something like amazement rather than
scepticism that a meeting of the Psychical
Research Soclety to-day heard the dia-
tinguished scientist practically afirm that
communications were received from the
dead in secret and exhaustive tests re-
cently conducted by certain members of
that society through spiritualistic mediurns,
or automatists, as Sir Oliver called them.

Sevaral automatists were concerned in the
tests, the most motable being Mrs. Piper
and Mrs. Verrall. Sir Oliver described
Mrs. Piper as one whose fame spread to all
lands and who bad been under striot su-
pervision and competent management for
the greater part of her physical life. Mrs.
Verrall he designated as “one of our sanest
and acutest investigators.” Referring to
what bappened at the séances Sir Oliver
said:

“The most important set of phenomena
are those of automatic writing and talking,
and what do we find? We find the late
Edmund Gumey, the late Richard Hodg-
son and the late F. W. H. Myers, with others
less known, constantly purporting to com-
municate with us, with the express purpose
of patiently proving their identity by giv-
ing us cross oorrespondence between dif-
ferent mediums.

“We also find them answering specifio
questions in a manner characteristio of
their known permsonalities and giving evi-
dence of knowledge appropriate to them.
Not eaally or early do we make this admis-
sion. In spite of long conversations with
what purports to be the surviving intel-
ligence of these friends and investigators,
we were by no means convinoed of their
ideuntity by more geperal conversation, even
when it was of a friendly and intimate
oharscter, such as in ordinary case would
have been considered amply sufficient for
identifloation of friends speaking, say,
through the telephone or typewriter.

“We required deflnite and crucial proof,
a proof difficult even to imagine as well as
dificult to supply. The ostensible com-
muniocators realise the need of such proof
as fully as we do and have done their best
to satiafy the rational demand. Some of
us think they succeeded. Others are still
doubtful.

“Cross correspondence—that is, the re-
ception of part of & message through one
medium and part through another, neither

portion separately being understood by

either—is good evidence of ond intelligence
dominating both automatists, and if the
message is charaoteristio of some particular
deceased person and is received as such
by people to whom he was not intimately
known, then it is fair proof of the continued
intellectual activity of that person.

“If, further, we get from him a piece of
literary criticism which is eminently in hias
vein, which has not ococurred to ordinary
people, then 1 say the proof, already strik-
ing, is tending to become crucial. These
are the kinds of proof which the sooiety has
had commuuicated to it.

have supervisory powers over the new
watarworks.

ALL LIQUOR LICENSES 31,200.

Commissiousr Clement Recommends a Uni-
form Kate In the Boroughs of This City.
ALBANY, Jan. 30.—Recommendations for

a uniform rate for all boroughs of Greater

New York for State excise licenses is the

feature of the report of Excise Conunissioner

Mayoard N. Clement which went in to the

Legislature to-day.

certificates for hotels, restaurants and
saloons where liquor is sold to be drunk
on the premises and of 3750 for all liquor
stores where bottled and package goods are
sold.

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HERO MEDAL T0 WRONG MAN?

CARNEGIE COMMISSION'S AWARD |

FOR A RESCUE PROTESTED.
Withesses Mako AfMdavit That Fitz John
Porter Saved Miss Pullier From
Drowning, After Burns, Whe Get the
Medal, Had Left Her to Save Himself.

The award by the Carnegie Hero Fund
Commission last December of a ailver medal
to J. C. Burns, assistant secretary of the
Now York Stock Exchange, has been pro-
tested by friends of Fitz John Porter, the
nineteen-year-old grandson of Major-Gen.
Fitz Johmn Porter. .

On August 14, 1908, a servant girl, Julie
Pullier, employed by 8. E. Vernon at Sea
Gate, Coney Island, was rescued from
drowning there. Participants in this res-
oue, involving great hazard to all, were Fitz
John Porter, Mr. Burns, sixteen-year-old
Matthew P. Breen, son of the Magistrate,
and & Japanese valet named Inowa. Young
Porter is the son of Holbrook Fita John
Porter, an ipdustrial engineer at 1 Madison
avenue. At the time of the rescue he wapg
a cripple, a cast having been removed from
his leg two days before,

J. N. Jeffares, manager for the Heinz
pickle concern at 268 West street, who has
filed the protest with Chairman C. L. Taylor
of the Carnégie Fund, deciares that the
awarding of the oniy medal to Mr. Burnas is
not only an injustice to Fitz John Porter
but indicates a weakness in Mr. Carnegie's
hero stimulating system which should be
investigated.

“I wasan't looking for any medal,” said Mr.
Burns yesterday. “A representative of the
Camegie commission came to me last Sep-
tember. I told him my version of the res-
cue. In December I got the medal.”

“Did you save the girl or did young Por-
ter?” he was asked.

“Well, we both did, I guess,” he said. *I
was with her until she came ashore. So
was young Porter.” >

Magistrate Breen, whose cottage over-
looks the scene of the inocident and who
was there immediately after the resoue,
has forwarded several affidavits to Pitte-
burg to show that young Porter got the
worst of it. One is by Charles Holroyd,
swimming instruotor in BSavage's gym-
nasium, who. declares Porter saved the
girl and that Mr. Burns and the Japanese,
Inowa, both had turned away to save them-
selves after valiant efforts to rescue her.
“It is my opinion,” he deposes, “that Mr.
Burns and Miss Pullier would both un-
doubtedly have drowned but for the timely
arrival and heroic exertions of Mr. Porter.”

Young Porter himself makes an affidavit
in which he says: “Then [ saw the man
(Mr. Burnps) leave the woman and swim
away. I plunged in and she seized me by
the neck and dragged me under. Then
commenced a continuous struggle on my
part with the woman’s arms about my
meck in suffocating grasp. Half the time
under water, then ocoming to the surface
to breathe I finally got ashore exhausted
with the woman.”

Matthew P. Breen, Jr., son of the Magis-
trate, who also went to the rescue, says
Burns and the Jap had both left the woman
and started ashore when Porter got into
the water. Mise Grace Agnes Breen makes
a similar aMidavit.

Holbrook Fitz John Porter said yester-
day that he was firmly oonvinced an in-
justice had been done to his son. “I don't
care to say anything, as Mr. Taylor, chai
man of the Carnegie Fund, is my intima:

The City Club’'s committee on streets
sent a letter to Street Cleaning Commis-
sioner Crowell last night complaining that
the snow contractors had done but a small
part of the work they ought to have done
and that the methods of measuring the snow
actually hauled were defective.

ORIENTAL BANK MEETS A RUN

HMS AN OFFER OF 81,000,000 CASH
ON CERTAIN CONDITIONS.

Directors Wil Meet at ® O'Clock This
Morning to Decide What to Do—Had
Cash FEnough at Hand Yesterday
—Bankers Think Run Was Undeserved.

President Hugh Kelly of the Oriental
Bank said at his home last night that the
directors would meet at the bank at 9 o’clook
this morning to decide what to do about e
offer to lend the bank $1,000,000 cash om
certain conditions described below.

“We did nof definitely decide to-day,” he
said. *The banks certainly acted hand-
somely by us. While we were in session
this morning the offer was made to us over
the phone and we were asked if we would
accept. The condition was made that the
directors pledge themselves individually
for the amount in addition to depositing
securities held by the bank.

“1 rephga that the directors would have
to accept the conditions. Seven or eight
of them did so at once, but two or three of
the gestlemen said that they were bound by
copartnership contracts and I did not feel
that the matter should be pressed on them
at once, a8 we did not need the money to=
day. This morning we can look over our
debit sheet at the Clearing House and alse
see what the day has in store.”

The bank withstood a run ell day
yesterday, paid off all depositors with-
out resorting ta devices of delay and settled
a balanoe of $130,000 at the Clearing House
without receiving aid from other institu-
tions. The bank's main offices are at
Broadway and John street, and it has at the
Bowery and Grand street a branch whose
depositors are not of an_even, calm and
phlegmatio disposition when rumors against
a bank begin to spread. The officers of the
bank appreciated the gravily ,of the sit-
uation and were making arraogements
throughout the day for assistance from
other banks and individuals.

Richard W. Jones, Jr., was president of
the bank up to the time, last November,
when his connection with the Borough
Bank of Brooklyn became known. This
relationship had in no way affected the
stability of the institution, it was said as
the time, but it attracted attention to the
bank in a period when depositors generally
were prone to take alarm. Mr, Jones re-
tired from the presidency and was suo-
ceeded by Mr. Kelly, who is president of
Hugh Kelly & Co., 81 Wall street, and one
of the best known commission merchants
in the city. Mr. Kelly had been a director
of the bank but had not been active in the
management.

The bankwas entirely solvent when
Mr. Kelly took charge, but it them had
outstanding m-u’ Clearing House certifi-
cates. The new/management reduced the
certificates by $1,000,000, or 1o $i:400,000.
It is known that the bank has been in
greater favor with the Clearing House
authorities than the suspended banks of
the Thomas-Morse-Heinze tinge, yet when
the rule that no further assistance could
be rendered was enforced the Clearing
House oould make no exceptions.
