The Lurest in Harvard Athietios and Its
Efect Upon Consistent * Spccess in
fports-Pennsylvania's Track Outlook
~Managerial Systems and Elections.

The croés currents run so strong in
Warvard athletios that it is not hard’ if
one i8 in the least ambitious to trace a
reason for the lack ‘of suvoens of the teams
there. Taking it all in all, a survey of
Harvard sport seems to show that the sue-
cessful teams there are chiefly in the minor
sports. Football at Harvard, measured
by the line of vietory, has been sucoessful
only onoe In seven seasons, the most recent
vietory having been in 1901, The crew
«on at New London in 1908, before that
in 1500, before that in 1801, and before
that in 1885, thus four times in twenty-
thres races.  Not sinoe 1902 has the Harvard
irack team, once the most important of
them all, won the intercollegiate cham-
vionship. The dual meets with'Yale have
been about the best of Harvard’'s per-
tormances on the track. ‘Tn' basaball
Harvard's sucoess has been about'as up-
oertain. However, in hockey and lawn
tennis and in golf Harvard has been some-
thing of a leader.

Harvard men themselves are the first
to resent wstatements that their lack of

" ponsistent, success in athletics ia because

they do mot attract thel schoolboy stigs
or that there are not enough men who
take an interest in sport. They believe
and they know that Harvard is served
with its fair proportion of good men in
the schools, and it is perhaps a matter of
almost universal knowledge that Harvard

regularly attracts more candidates for any’

one of its teams than any other institution
of learning. The physical quality of the
men engaged in sports at Harvard cer-
tainly is not inferior to that of the men
in the other universities. The spirit is as
willing and the men are just as game and
rourageous.

What {s the matter with l-lurvurd then?
Persons who have watched the develop-
ments of the last two or three seasons are
inclined to helieva that the trouble is a
disunion of thought between the studenta
and the faculty. When the agitation arose
against football: Harvard was as willing
as any other that it should be reformed.
By Harvard here is meant the Harvard
football contingent. The suggestion of the
neutral zone came from Harvard. How-
sver, when all the persons who vealized
that football must be reformed were at
work Harvard was forced to stand idly by,
hecause the faculty was reported to be
considering not the question of what re-
forms should be urged but whether it
would not be best to abolish football at
Harvard; not only that, but, moreover,
whether it would not be better for the in-
stitution to drop competition of all kinds
in intercollegiate sports

That naturally created a spirit of unrest.
The college world was perturbed, because
Harvard is important to ecollegiate ath-
letics although often beaten, Eventually
the matter was decided for the time being
at least and the Harvard fooiball authori-
tles ware permitted to take their part in the
reformation of the game.

Not so long ago reports hegan to be cir-
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culated that Harvard and Princeton were |

approaching an agreement, such that a
football game between these two might be
expected next fall. In the meantime the
athletic management, never weary of tink-
ering with what little the faculty leaves
of the sane managenent of athletics, had
devised a footbg!l advisory commitiee to
deal with the Juestion of appointing a
coach for the team. While rumors werd
fiyinz back and forth about the chances of
meeting Princéton and the chances that
Mr. Crane might again be made Read coach,
thers was an announcement made that the
Harvard faculty was serviously considering
recommending the shortening of all sched-
viles
~n the chances for a Harvard-Princeton
foothall game need not Be desoribéd’

Those who have watched Harvard sport
are convineced that it i8 this lack of team
work all around that makes each successive
season stand alone, withont reference to
the pravious year. The faculty and the
alumni and the undergraduates all have
theit own ideas, most of whick appear to be
in conflict, with the natural result that dis-
content and dissension are not only present
tut inevitable. Under such eéinditions it is
rnot unreasonable to expect that Harvard
teams will turw- out one year by chance
victorious and the next season also by
chance will finish in the ruck. There is no
single plan that appeals to the Harvard
athintic authorities as worthy to be fols

The coaches have no surety that
they are putting into action one yvear
ha followed the next, hevauss they are
ure that they will he coaching the team
azain another year, It takes more than one
eazon to test the vahre of a plan.

These
voters should in each case state the reason
for their choice, whether it be based upon

raonal friendship or upon actual or second

and knowledge of the candidate’s ability.
With these data the athletic committee
would be able to pass intelligently upon
the recommendations of the manager. ‘Fo

adoption of this suggestion might not
result in securing better managers, but we
believe that it would make the compe-
titions fairer and more umtmory to
the unsuccessful candidates.”

After this and the letter of the Brown
student, coupled with the Michigan difM-
culty, the average person can get a little
clearer insight into the maze of vollege
politics, not to mention the trickery at some

IN INTERCOLLEGIATE SPORTS.

Maintain That an Understanding With the
Undergraduates Never Will Be Reached
s0o Long as St , Opinions Are Dis-
regarded—Views of Crimson on Subjeet,

CaMBRIDGR, Feb. 1.—The Harvard Crimeon
has taken a decided stand in opposition to
the attitude of the Harvard facuity in desiring
the decrease of Harvard's intercollegiate
contests. Although it has voiced what are
almokt the unAnimous opinions of the under-
graduates the Crimson has come in for con-
siderable criticlem on the part of certain
members of the facuity.
