Loxpox, Fab. 1.--The political situation
of Britain has appailed and demoralized the
Government, but has brought no elatian
to its opponents. The overwhelming defeat
of radicalism in South Herefordshire yes-
terday was fully expected after the result
m Mid-Devon. The Unionist candidate,
Capt. Percy Clive, received 4,048 votes to
the 3,928 received by Thomnon, the Liberal
candidate. The constituency gave a Lib-
eral majority of 312 at the last election,
which i8 now turned into a majority of 1,018
for the other side.

No change is admitted in the programme
of the Government leaders, but word has
gone forth that their socialisiic measures
will be greatly modified and that every
effort will be made to subdue the wave of
alarm which has swept over the country.
: They have succeeded to the extent of partly
E restoring confidence in the financial world
; and a rise in values has taken place

spproaching a miniature boom. The po-

litical position, however, of the Govern-

ment is a sorry one. They now invite and

will undoubtedly experience the desertion
£} of their labor and Socialist supporters, and
3 without these elements the Liberal party
has no hope of carrying the country.

The Unionists, on the other hand, fail to
grasp the situation. They are not wise
enough to drop measures that bring dissen-
sion into their own ranks and unite in fight-
ing the common danger of socialism.

Two more polar expeditions are an-
nounced. Dr. Jean Charcot, the French
explorer, is preparing to set out in quest of
the South Pole, and the Duke of the Abruzzi
i= planning a voyage to the north. No
details of the Duke of the Abruzzi's expe-
dition have been divulged. M. Charcot's
plans have been arranged by the French
Government, which allows him $60,000, in
acddition to $14,000 which has been privately
subscribed by French and English sympa-
thizers, and he is trying to raise another
$17.0000,

The report of the Association for the Pre-
vention of Premature Burial states that the
associabion has made marked progress dur-
ing the year. The association has notified
the authorities of thirteen cases of pre-
mature burial, and forty-seven cases have
been prevented. From all the information
obtainable it seems probable that hundreds
of persons are buried in a state of suspended
animation,

A good deal of excitement has been caused
at a leading woman's club where the Amer-
fcan membership is considerable by the
private circulation of a pamphlet in which

by their Christian names and some exdeed-
ingly personal details are mentioned regard-
ing thetn. The members alluded to in this
intimate and sometimes scandalous fashion
wre anxious to bring libel suite against the
author of the pamphlet, but the club com-
mittee is trying to appease the feelings of
the injured ones and to quist the scandal
which endaneers the reputation of the club,

Many English and American society
women are sailing for America this week.
It is becoming the fad to take a few weeks
trip to America at this time of the year,
returning in plenty of time for London's
spring awakening

The announcement that the Bishop of
London will visit St. Petersburg early this
month brings to mind a quaint survival of
the sixteenth century. The Bishop's diocete
embraces the English Church of St. Peters-
burg, which is under the auspices of a British
factory. This was originally established at
Arebangel by the factors of a company of
London merchants who sent a pioneer
expedition to the White Sea in the days of
Ivan the Terrible. When Peter the Great
was building St. Petersburg he asked the
Mctory people to locate there and endowed
the concern liberally with land on the banks
of the Neva. The church was then erected
there and ordianry privileges were accorded
to the factory, including the right of levy-
ing taxes on all British shipping arriving
@t Kronstadt. This only ceased in the '80s
©f the last century.

Asrecently cabled to THE SN, two Judges
in the same week gave opposite decisions
#as to whether a promise of marriage given
by a married man to a woman who was
aware of his married condition was or was
not enforcible in law. The Court of Appeals
has now settled the matter by a decision in
which it says that such a promise is null
end void ab initio.

This was.denied and the resolu-
tion was referred to the Committee on
Elections. It is understood that the com-
mittee will consider Gomez's moral qualifi-
cations. with the chances in favor of his
being seated.

The session then adjourned. It will be
officially known as the inaugural session.
The first regular session will hegin Feb-
ruary 4.

EXPERIMENTAL HOUSEKEEPING.

———— -

CUharies Barnard's Novel Undertaking
His Home in Darien, Conn.

STaMrFORD, Conn., Feb. 1. -Charles Bar-
nard, the writer and lecturer who is devot-
ing his time 10 conducting a “housekeeping
exy eviment station” in Darien, talked to-
day about rthe institution.

“A housekeeping experiment station is
a new idea.” he said. “An agricultural
station must have barns, field laboratories
and greenhouses. It
with a housekeening station. All that is
needed is a good country house, It should
not be a city house, flat or apartment,
because the great majority of housekeepers
in this country live out of town or on farms
and without gas or electric light.

“The aim of a housekeeping experiment
station should be t+ try experiments on a
housekeeping scale with ordinary appli-
ances and under normal household con-
ditions. Tlis is precisely what is done.
So far as known it is the first housekeening
experiment station in the worla to open
its doors to the housemothersof this country.

“Experiments are performed in schoo!
and colleges in household economics, nota-
bly at the Teachers College in New York;
put these are schools. The new station is
a home, occupied and used as such, and aiso
used as a place where experiments in house-
keeping are conducted for the heneiiv of any
householder who wants to know how aud
why certain things done in housew ork can
best be done.”

“For nearly two years Mr. Barnard las
used his home as a place where he can rest
new housekeeping appliances, new methods
and materials. . Housekeepers havo ayplied
tothestation from every part of the country;
manufacturers of household appliances senc
their new inventions to the station to be
tested; town officials ask for information in
regard to the beat method of lighting streets,
and architects have sought information in
regard to laying out and furnishiug kitchens.

THE HORSE IN PARIS
AUTOS CAUSE A 10 PER CENT.
REDUCTION IN NUMBER.

—“Justice” Promised te Young and
Pretty Ones—Founding an Experantist
State—-Fake DMamend on Exhibition.

Panis, Feb. 1.—Is Paris going to lose its
ancient reputation as a bell for horses, in
which they serve only as the favored pos-
sessions of the rich or food for the poor?
Is animal traction disappearing before au-
tomobilism?

That such an improvement on the horse's
destiny is steadily approaching is shown

to-day 83,458 horses, as compared wit
92,026 in 1897, or a diminution of 8,588, or
10 per cent., in ten years.

That the diminution is due to the increase
of auto traction is proved by the fact that
it is greatest in the fashionable quarters
along the Champs Elysée. The diminu-
tion is not limited to private individuals,
for a company which runs all the Paris |
omnibuses shows a decrease of 3,072 owing
to the use of motor buses.” One cab com-
pany's horses decreased in use to the num-
ber of 1,878 in the same period.

Although the women of France who
wish for the right to vote have not reached
that perfection in advertisidg their de-
mands which their English sisters have
attained, they never neglect the opportunity
of forwarding their claims. The Minister
of Justice recently issued a ocircular ad-
mitting workingmen for the first time to the
right of serving on juries. This has moved |
Mme. Auclero, a leader of the suffragettes, |
to write to Minister of Justice Briand prais-
ing his decision and encouraging him to
give a similar right to women. She says
in her letter that a jury no longer will be
a class jury, but will remain a sex jury.
She asks: “If workmen are necessary for
rendering justice to workmen how ocan
they refuse women the right to render
justice to women?"

Acvcording to the law, only electers can
serve on juries, but Mme. Auclerc says that
as the law does not distinguish between
men and women when it is & question of
collecting taxes, this matters little. Women,
she thinks, are especially fittéd for trying
cases of infanticide and crimes of passion
and would be more likely to serve the cause |
of true justice when the case involves a
young and pretty woman.

Prof. Y. Roy of the Municipal College of
Saint Girone, with the cooperation of
French, German and Belgian Fsperantists,
in organizing an Feperantist state with
headquarters at Moresnet, a neutral strip
of territory five miles from Aix la Chapelle.

The diamond was originally |
brought to England by Gov. Pitt of Foit
St. George, Madras, who bought it for
$102,000. The Duc d'Orleans, the Regent
of France, purchased it in 1717 for $400,000.
It was stolen in 1792 with other crown jewels
of France, but restored later. Napoleon
1. used to wear it in the pommel of his sword,

STORM DAMAGE AT CONEY.

High Water, Blown MTWMI Property
and Stalis Trains,
Coney Island was drenched yesterday

against hotels, pavilions, breakwaters and
bulkheads all along the ocean beach from
Brighton to Sea Gate, causing considerable
damage to property and tying up trains
of the Brighton Beach line for nearly the
entire day.

The sea commenced to rise at about 7
o'clock in the morning. The storm was
severest at the Brighton end of the island.
The Brighton Beach Hotel lost a large
stretoh of promenade in front of the porch,
which was loosened by the big waves
and finally washed away. At the foot of
the Ocean Parkway a portion gf the break-
water was washed away, after which Sea-
side Park and the Ocean Parkway for
several blocks were flooded with over a foot
of water.

It was at that point the Brighton trains
were unable to pass, as the motors were
not high enough to the water. Near
evening a shuttle train, run by one of the
old time elevated ongne.. carried pas-
sengers to Sheepshead from the island.
From Shee Bay the trainsa ran to
Manhattan without trouble.

It was late in the afternoon before the
waves subsided. Then all along the beach
marks of the big tide could be seen. The
damage will amount to several thousand
dollars.

SembkPrecious Stones Go at Last to the
Shell Roem at Potsdam - Ambassador
Towers Row With Pastor Dickie
an Inky Mystery—Pastor Holds On.

BerriN, Feb. 1.—A number of semi-
precious gems which were sent here ten
months ago for presentation to the Kaiser
were inspected by him on the occasion of
his birthday, January 27. The Kaiser
showed great interest in the agates, crys-
tals and other gems of large size and di-
rected that they should be taken to the

the walls of the well known Shell Room.

The delay in making the presentation was
due entirely to the wonderful convolutions
of official red tape. The American Embassy
in the first place had to refer the matter
to the Hofmarschalamt. The Hofmarscha-
lamt referred it to the Kaiser. The Kaiser
sent it back to the Hofmarschalamt, which
communicated with the American Embassy.
The embassy then opened communication
with the State Department at Washington.
The State Department replied to the em-
bassy and the latter communicated with
the Hofmarschalamt and finally the reply
reached the Kaiser.

Mr. Tower is known to be a God fearing
man, but it is understood that while here he
has used Janguage of unusual strength in
regard to the serpentine transactions out-
lined above,

The teacups of the American colony are
rattling and vibrating before a storm which
is daily rising to such dynamic pressure
that it threatens a cyclone which will in-
volve the Church, as represented by the Rev.

Ever since
there has been a state of antagonism be-
tween the pastor and the Ambassador, which
has had several ramifications, with which,
however, the Ambassador has nothing to
do, but which lately have reached such a
head that they have gone to the areopagus
of the State Department for settlement.

In addition to the strained relations be-
tween the pastor of the American Church
and the Embassy there have been con-
flicts of opinion in the American colony.
One of these has been in regard to the man-
agement of the American Women's Club,
but the most important one has been in
the American Church itself. Part of the
congregation wishes the pastor to resign,
but another section, whici recognizes his
active work for fourteen years, wants him
to remain. Up to the present time the

house was flooded and wrecked, and they
nre now quartered in a pavilion on the bay
front on the north side of the beach about
a mile east of their old place.

Not Cause Deterioration of Race— Rome
Destroyed by Enervating Henevolence
of Government—The Perll of Largesse.

national decadence. Of course no man
in political life will admit that the English
race and the British nation are degenerat-
ing, but there are not wanting students
of political and social economy who affirm
that such is the fact.

Balfour discussed the question whether
death was inevitable in nations as well
as in men. His views were of course op-
timistic. He rejected the old assumption
that every body politic must decay as Rome
decayed. He disagreed with Macaulay,
who conceived national greatness as
periodic and that when New Zealand had
become great London would be in ruins.
The nation which discovers the origin
of decay and guards against it will have a
higher vitality, Balfour argued. Aspira-
tion to eternal national life is elevating
and sobering and not impracticable.

He touched on two or three causcs of
national decadance—slavery, a falling
birth rate and lack of initiative. These
are definite diseases which can be cured.
They are not mereiy signs of national
senility. The fall in the birth rate among
classes which are not worthy of repro-
duction is not a preesing matter. To-day
the nation is being replenished from the
wrong source. But the problem is not
beyond the reach of science.. Moreover
the harmfulness of the conditions under
which the poorest of the population are
reared is exaggerated.

This remark of Mr. Balfour’s was in re-
ply to Hyndman, a prominent Socialist,
who has been warning the country that
there is an appalling physical degeneraiion
among large masses of England's popu-
lation, due to permanent poverty. This
is a familiar allegation from the socialis-
tic sources and it brings this answer from
Prof. Lankester:

“There is no evidence that privation and
injurious conditions cause deterioration
of stock in animals or plants. They may
kill off the stock or race, but they do not
alter its congenital quality. Has Hynd-
man grounds for asserting other results
in the case of man?”
