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70 CURB RACETRACK BETTING

STATE TO APPROPRIATE $350,000
FOR COUNTY FAIRS.

Opposttion to Repeal of Peroy-Gray Law
. Introduce Bilis Prohibiting Gambling
L In Any Form in Houses, Clubs, Hotels,
} Churches and In Stocks and Bonds.

Arnany, Feb, 8.—The Legislature has
begun to get down to work in earnest.
This was the first Thursday this session
when a majority of the members of sach
house were present and the daily ocalendar
waa disposed of. The Senate went through
the third reading calendar, but only the
bills of the Senators present were passed.
This preference was decided upon by
Senator Ralnes, the Republican leader, in
order to enforce a fuller attendance at
the Thursday sessions, as many members
bave been coming here Monday night
and leaving Wednesday afternocon. The
legialative committees are at work grinding
out bills in greater volume than usual
at this stage of the session, and the manner
in which local legislation is progressing
indicates that the quiet tip has gone out
from the Republican legislative leaders
that avery effort must be made to insure
final adjournment by April 17,

Aside from the Kelsey question the
subject most interesting to legislators is
how the agitation to abolish racetrack
betting is to be met. Two phases of this
qQuestion appeared to-day. Gov. Hughes
and the friends of the proposed legislation
to ourb racetrack gambling believe that
Senator Armstrong, chairman of the Senate
Fioance Committee, took action to-day
which will somewhat worry the advooates
of racetrack betting

Senator Agnew had asked Senator Arm-
strong for a hearing on the bill giving the
oounty and town fairs an annual appropri-
tion of $260,000 without regard to the annual
receipts from the racing association. Should
the Governor and his friends be able to
convince the representatives of the town
and county fairs that they will be able to
epgraft this appropriation on the State's
legislative policy for the future probably
the most formidable opposition to the repeal
of the Percy-Gray betting law will be re-
moved. When Benator Agnew asked Sena-
ator Armstrong for a hearing the Senator
wrote him a letter saying a hearing was
unnecessary, as the Finance Committee
expects to get the Assembly Ways and
Means Committee to agree to a $250,000
fair appropriation “quite without reference
to the pending legislation concerning gam-
bling at racetracks, and to do it in such a
way, if possible, that it will be understood
to be the avowed policy of the State to con-
tinue such annual appropriation.”

The Jockey Club is not inactive pending
these attacks on the present racing system.
Literature is being sent hr8adoeast through
the State showing the big loss to stock
raising and agricultura! interesta which
would result from abolishing track betting,
and insisting that while some people hazard
more than they can afford in race betting,
this practioe is not foreign to the practices
in other walks of life. The Jockey Club
insists that the people have few enough
pleasures now of the kind they desire and
insist on getting. But the Jockey Club
is not satistied with being put on the defen-
sive. Bills evidently emanating from that
source were introduced to-day by Assem-
blyman John R. Yale of Putpam which
indicate that the Jockey Club has methods
of im own to educate the people to the
fallacy of preventing racetrack betting.

These Yale bills would prevent poker
playing in private residences or clubs or
hotels, or buying chances on any form of
church lottery. by making such practices a
misdemeanor, punishable by not more than
a year in prison. In fact, games of chance
or betting in any form is prohibited, the
same as pool selling and bookmaking,
as well as lotteries, which is defined “ro
include any distributon of money where
the determination of the recipient 18 by lot
or chance,” and m~ kes the same punishable

imprisonment for a period of not more
than one year.

The bills also prohibit transactions in

stocks and bonds where the parties are
not the real owners, which provision is

FOR A HIGHWAY OOMMISSION.

Jeint Legisjative Committoo Propeses It
n & Bl te RNa Intred noed,
ALsaxy, Feb. 6.—~The establishment of a
separate good roads construction depart-
ment, to be administered by three highway
commissioners to be appointed by the
Governor slected next fall when he assumes

known as the Department of Highways,
is the main recommendation made by
the joint committes of the Serate and
Assembly appointed last year to investi-
gate the administration of the good
roads construotion work. The State En-
gineer heretofore has had full charge
of letting the contracts for good roads and
overseeing their construction. The legis-
lative committee comprised e Allds,
Hooker and Frawley and Assemblymen
Merritt, Apgar, West, Hamn and Mallon.
They point out that State Engineer Skene
should be permitied to continue his control
of good roads construction until his term
expires at the end of the year, but that this
work has grown to such immense propor-
tions that the plan adopted in other States
of having & separate State department to
supervise it should be followed in New

ork.

As the State Engineer now has charge of
the making of &:m and .uporvi-lng"cho
construction of $101,000,000 barge canal
work the committee feels that hereafter the
State Engineer should not be burdened
with the additional work of su
construction of about $75,000, w of
lmpmn.:.linghny- s:'d also supervise the

ood roads, whioh
cost $1,000,000 each year.

The committee has compiled a complete
revision of the highway law for introaucuon
in the Legislature, in which it is provided
that the proposed State Highway Commis-
sioners “may not w exceed six
divisions and in charge of eaoh of the divi-
sions there shall be a division engineer,”
and further, “that the presént county engi-
neers shall be continued under the title of
county superintendents; that any other
rooumy may provide, by appropriate action

of its Board of Supervisors, for a county
superintendent; that the State commission
shall form the ﬁorﬂwzo( adjacent counties
which do not provi themselves with a
county superintendent into districts and
appoint a district superintendent, but no
district superintendent shall have more

i than 5,000 of total mileage under his super-
l vision.

That the present local highwa
commission:rs shall continue in office unti
the November su ing the creation of
the department, and that meanwhile a
similar officer, to be known as a town super-
intendent, shall be elected at the regular
town meeting and that the fiscal year shall
end October 31."

The committee makes a radical departure
by providing that roads in counties which
g0 to make what it calls “through State
roads” shal) improved at the entire ex-
pense of) the State. The committee has

id out 3,320 miles of through roads, of
which total mileage 500 miles of roads al-
reacdy have ‘been improved or are under
contract. At present the State pays but
50 per cent. of the cost of good 8 con-
struction.

The bill introduced by Senator Allds and
Assemblyman Merritt to carry out the rec-
ommendations of the Highway Committee
establishes the term of office of the three
Highway Commissioners at two, four and
gix years, the chairman to receive a salary
of $8,000 and the two other Commissi
a salary of $5,000 each.

The Right Rev. Willam Croswell Doane,
Episcopal Bishop of Albany, taking from
Gov. Hughes's anti-racetrack betting
speech the thought “the constant desire
to got something for nothing,” has ad-
d a letter to the clergy of the diocese
on the evils of gambling. In this letter
Bishop Doane says:

“The Governor of New York in his ad-
dress on the anti-racetrack gambling
question touohed in these words the sin
and wrong of gambling. An appeal has
been made tothe clor.iy of Albany to throw
the weight of their influence in favor of
the movement to amend the existing law
into oconsistency with the oconstitutional
prohibition of gambling. It is not our
way, and I hope it never will be, to use the
pulpit of the Episcopal Church for dealing
in detail with questions of legislative en-
aoctment. But there seems to me an op-
portunity offered here, which I am dis-
posed to ask the clergy to deal with, of

pointing out the sin and wrong which
underlie this whole question. herever
gambling is done, in poolrooms or in lors,

on the raoetrack or in public entertain-
ments for charity, it is essentially wicked
and full of evil consequence, and the reasons
are gl:ln to see and easy to find.

They were marked
“not transferable,” and promised the
bearer a $3 pair of shoes and a pair of
woollen stockings upon presentation of the
card at the olubrooms on February 6.
Just why Big Tim chose this particular date
for his annua) gift of shoes no one knows.

“It's a celebration of some event in the big
fellow's life,” one of his lieutenants said.
“It's an anniversary of some kind—just
what he never tells. No, it ain't a marriage,
nor any other common happening.”

BARGE CANAL HID REJECTED,

It Was Just Under 10 Per Cent. In Exoess of
the Engineer's Fstimate.

ALBANY, Feb. 8. Superintendent of Pub-
lic Works F. C. Stevensa to-day announced
that he had rejected the bid of the Lake
Erie Dredging Company of Buffalo for
Barge Canal Contract No. 9, involving
$1,000,000, This was the only bid received
and was just under 10 per cent. in excess of
the engineer’'s estimate.

GIRL SOCIALIST TO STRIKERS

ELIZABETH FLYNN ENLIVENS A
MEETING OF MILLINERS.

Commends the Werkers to the Soelalist
Trades Unions and Desoribes Feoarst
28 a Middie Clase Reformer—As for
Roosevelt, What's He te Laber?

The mantle which Thomas W. Lawson
disoarded when he announced that so far
as he was conocerned the “System” might
work out its own destruction has fallen upon
the shoulders of Miss Elizabeth Flynn.
She wore it last night most becomingly
and effectively at a mass meeting of milliners
in Teutonia Hall, 68 Essex street.

Miss Flynn {8 17 and slim, with big Irish
blue eyes, nut brown hair and the milk
white skin that betokens a Killarney an-
cestry. Her voioce is clear, soft and coax-
ing, with a oarrying power and a staying
quality that the average Madison Square
Garden orator would be glad to attain at
almost any oost.

The crusader against capital spoke for
one hour and a quarter and at the end of
that period seemed fresher and more en-
thusiastio than when she began. As for
what she didn’'t say about the robbers
who stole from the poor working man his
country, the tools and materials and the
finished product of his labor, and even
annexed his inalienable right to life, liberty
and the pursuit of happiness, it would be
difficult for the most ingenious opponent
of the “System” to conoeive.

The mercury in Teutonia Hall didn't
rise above 34 degrees while the oratory
was going on, so that the 150 little milliners
who came there to find put how they might
have their wages increased and their hours
of toil decreased shivered and shook and
rubbed their benumbed fingers and shuffled
their feet and tried to look wise every
time the girl orator shot off such phrases
as "potential organization” or “unearned
increment” or “economic crisis.”

They thought it was all perfectly lovely
though, and ever so many of them said
that they thought so too when the speaker
announced without any apparent effort
that it “was an outrage that the average
proletarian didn't own even a square inch
of ground.”

e of the little milliners admitted that

they had not known betore that they were
proletariana, but they displayed a proper
pride in the discovery.

Miss Flynn told them that they didn't
understand the value of their services in
the industrial organization, because if they
did the italist would make no money.
