FISH-HARRIMAN . FIGHT BEARS
ON FINANCING PLANS.

Marriman Proposes to m‘mmm

on Short Term Notes, While Fish Faction
Favor Issuing New Stoek and Savings
Bank Bonds-— Rothsohilds'  Attitade.

The attention of Stuyvesant Fish and
some of his associates in the effort to elim-
inate E. H. Harriman from the management
of the Tllinois Central was called yesterday
to an alleged despatch from London, copies
of which were circulated by agents of the
Harriman party. This asserted that Lord
Rothschild bad revoked the proxy for the
lllinois Central annual election given by
his firm, N. M. Rothschild & Sons, to Mr.
Fish. Appended to this statement, though
not .directly connected with it, was the
further assertion that various associates of
Mr. Fish were officers and directors of the
Commonwealth Trust Company, formerly
the Trust Company of the Repubdc, and a
reiteration of the charge (denied under
oath by Mr. Fish last December and at other
times) that Mr. Fish secretly and wrong-
fully loaned 1llinois Central moneys to that
trust company.

Mr. Fish declined to discuss the Rothschild
proxy, but it was stated by one of his asso-
ciates that shortly after the Illinois Central
meeting of Dacember 18 an American firm
which has been neutral in the controversy
transferred 500 shares of lllinois Central
stock to N. M. Rothschild & Sons, and it
was regarded as highly probable that the
Rothschild firm had been asked by the
American house not to give either side a
proxy for the 500 shares so transferred; it
was assumed that this was the excuse for
the alleged London despatch.

Romﬁlng the other assertions Mr. Fish
said: -

I ara amazed at the audacity and men-
dacity of this anonymous attack. It shows
that, despairing of their case in Judge, Ball's
conrt in Chicago, the Union Pacific party
Are now revamping varns which were eox-
ploded a year ago when they were invented
by Mr. Harriman while he was squirming
under the probe put into him by the Inter-
atate Commeres Commission as to rascalities
in the Union Pacifie, the Alton and other
roads. These inventions were then fully ex-
posed by me and again last antumn when
they were circulated to infience proxies
When an attenapt was made to use them in
Judge Ball's court 1 disposed of them finall v
in an aMdavit flled and widely published on
December 13, 107

I then swore that the reasons given by Mr
Harriman and his followers for refusing to
reelect me  president in November, 1908,
were false and manufactured atter the event
that for fully thirty years the custom of the
1llinois Central Railroad Company bhad. been
to loan its idle funds to its oMeers and direc-
tors, and so remained until May, 1908, when |
caused a by-law to be adopted forbidding
such loans, which meanwhile had been made
to Mr. Harriman and his most active and
adroit assistant, Mr. Peabody, as well as to
myself; that the company never lost a dollar
on loans to me or to any ofMleer or director;
that all loans made to me were at once prop-
erly entered on the books, known to the di-
rectors and with others reported as satisfac-
tory by the auditing committee: that the
board of directors, including Mr. Harriman
and all those who now fallow him so blindly,
with full knowledge of all my loans wnani-
mously reelected me president in 1904, before
those loans were paid, and in 1804 and in 1905,
after their payment, and in 1908 unanimously
inereased my salary from $15,000 a vear to
$45,000; that the Trust Company of the Re-
public, now the Commonwealth Trust Com-
pany, is and always has been perfectly sol-
vent: that the lllinois Central moneyvs depos-
ited therein were never at risk, and that ne
nhjection or eriticism was at any time made
to me by any of the directors in regard (o
those deposits

F'o none of these parts of my aMdavit did
Harriman or any of his followers take wex-
ception in the answering aMdavits afterward
fileed by them. Now, as to the Cammon-
wealth Trust Company, it has not a debt
outstanding. Considering the difMculties
whith were so ecunningly saddled on it in
1902 by another trust company of which Mr.
E. H. Harriman was then a director, this
condition reflects the highest credit and honor
on every ofMicer and director of the Common-
wealth Trust Company, and especially on
those who, like Mr. Winthrop I. Scarritt, Mr.
P R. Bomeisler and Mr. Charles H, Wenman,
came into that company alter it had thus
beeh victimized by Mr. Harriman’'s company

The suggestion that the lllinois Central
mav have moneva to lend is amusing in light
ol the fact recently put out by Mr. Harriman’'s
agency that it is in the market for $30,000,000,
The stockholders ought to know that Mr.
Ha#riman proposes to carry this floating
debt on short term notes, pledging therefor
a new issue of bonds to be secured by mort-
gaging the cars and engines owned by the
company. His avowed reason is that this
form of mortgage can be made by hoard
resalution without consulting the stockhold-
er<. With other directors 1 have opposed
this. We favor issuing 15 per cent. of addi-
tional shares, ali stockholders to have the
right to take them at par, ratably, according
to their holdings: and also selling bonds to
be secured in such a way and with the con-
nent of the stockholders as to become a lawful
investment for savings banks. Our plan will
give to the stockholders a bonus proportion-
ate to the premium on the stock, and if sav-
ings bank bonds are issued the needed monev
will be had at the lowest possible rate.  More-
over the company will be saved from the
folly of attempting to “finance on call loans *

THE ATTORNEY-GENERAL HIT.
State Tax Commission Acouses Him of De.
iny in Bringing Tax Collection Suits.

Aunaxy, Feb. 7.—The glaring laxity of
method which prevails in the office of At-
torney -General Jackson is pointedly noticed
in the report of the State Tax Commiasion.

There is now duein taxes under the special
franchise tax law $22,250,000, of which
$21,%50,000 is due New York city alone.
This amount of taxes is in litigation before
the courts or before referces, and the State
Tax Commission sa¥s this neglect to bring
the litigation to an is#he on the part of the
Attorney-General should not be permitted
Jonger. The commission wants authority
to employ counsel of its own to carry on this
litigation to an early issue. In ita report
the commibssion refers to the Attorney-
(Gieperal’s delay as a scandal.

But the commission helieves the
yvield would be much larger if it were per-
mitted to employ persons to examine the
records of mortgages filed, with a view
of seeing that all pay the proper tax.

The commission ca'ls attention to the
fact that the assessment of real property
owned by non-residents is extremely unsat-
isfactory and asks that the law be amended
in this respect. [t also recommends that
more specific provisions be made for the
assessment of property which is situated
in more than one ta x district.

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J..N. W. OLIVER DEAD AT 93.
Yonkers “Statesman” Editor Had Been at
His Desk Every Day Since 187%,

Yonkers, N. Y., Feb. 0.—John W. Oliver,
the veterdn editor of the Yonkers Stales-
man, died this afterncon at his home, Rose
Cottage, on Warburton avenue in this city.
Mr. Oliver was born in England April 30,
1815, and a distinction claimed for him was

l that he was the oldest active editor

f a
daily newspaper in this country. Hoiud
never been sick a day until last Friday,
and was at his desk every day, whatever
the weather, directing the making of his
paper. He was a stanch supporter of the
Republican party, its principles and candi-
dates.

Mr. Oliver was married three times, tak-
ing his last wife when he was 34 years old.
Those of his family who survive him are
his wife, one daughter and one son, the
last being Edwin A. Oliver, one of the best
known newspaper humorists in this coun-
try and known as the father of the con-
versational joke.

Mr. Oliver learned his trade of a printer
in Baltimore. In May, 1835, he left on foot
for New York, reaching there May 15. One
hour later he was at work in a small office
and within the month was foreman of the
shop. Within two years he had established
a shop of his own,and is said to have been
the first to apply steam machinery to a
job printing plant In 1840 he assisted in
the establishment of thy Washingtonian
movement for the temperance cause and
soon after started the publication of their
New York organ. a temperance paper
which attained wide influence.

He and a brother, lsaac, then established
a plant at the corner of Fulton and Nassau
streets. In 1840 the brothers organized the
Sons of Tempcrance. Mr. Oliver remained
true to its principles until his death. When
the brothers sold their plant they erected
a white marble five story building at 82
Beekman streot which attracted aziention
in those days. Some time after that Mr.
Oliver zold his interest in  the business
to his broher and retired. Within a month
he was bk again,  On October 1, 1868,
he moved 1o Youksrs,

In 1872 Mr. Oliver sold out to his brother
the secor! tinme to bweomne the «ditor of
the Yonk ra Statraman. In 1881 he was
foreed out by politicians be had atiacked,
bt a number of infivential citizens bought
the paper and returned him to the editor's
chair. From then until last Friday he was
activeely at work,

In 1% he bought a coutrolling interest
in the paper. On his eightieth and nine tieth
birthdavs M. Oliver receiveed pubiio testi-
monials ferorn the pwople of the eny  on
each occasion a silver servies, Ho looked
forward contidently to the eslehration of
his 1o0th hirthday and had often talked of
his plans for that event,
