SYSTEM OF EQUALIZING CONDI-
TIONS SUCCESSFUL,

e —

Last Year's Contests Very Close—Forty
Yaohts Competed on the Seund and
Took Part in Thirty-one Contests—~Ves-
sels New Divided Inte Four Classes.

The systemn of handicapping yachts so that
all vessels have a falr chanoe of success that
has been in vogue on the Sound gow for two
sensons hus proved to be a very popular one,
and it is certain that this season there will be
more racers in the class, The system is grow-
ing, too, and other associations outsidg of
Long lsland Sound are to arrange for ¢l %
The Gravesend Bay Assoociation has a com-
mittee now that is to try to bring together
boats that are outclassed in the regular racing
classes and induce their owners to race where
they have fair chances af winning prizes.

There are enrolled in every yacht eclub
bouts that make good fast comfortable cruis-
ers, but which have been outbuilt. Thelr
owners would like to take part in some races,
but realizing that they have no chance to win
they will not take the lro‘ubla to fit their yachts
owt for such contests,  With a fair system
of handicapping, however, things are differ-
ent. The handicap is based ou the past per-
formances of the yachts, and if is changed
after each race so that the winner has to allow
more time to the yachts defeated.

On the Soynd Theodors Granbery is the
official handicapper. It costs ecach owner

43 a year to belong to the association and the
handicapper arranges the allowances before
each race and notifies each owner so that when
the vace starts each yachtsman knows just
what he has to do to win. =~

This of course means lots of work, especig
ally during Larchmont race week, when there
is racing every day, but the proof of the suc-
oess of the system is shown by the number of
races sailed last season and the number of
starters in ‘each race.

Handicapper Granbery has told in the cur-
rent issue of the Rudder how he does his work

Until August there were three divisions of
vachts, but these had grown to such propor-
tions that it was necessury then to make a
fourth.

fellowship among the members. For these
reasons v“u boats are constantly raced. The
membership is increased because this svstern
of aver varving percentages appeals to yachts-
men as very much more satisfactory than the
old rule of inflexibly fixed time allowances
which they have all tried and become din-
Whereas under

them to race, us the coveted prize is more
likely to fall to their lot on account of the
increased percentage.

PHILADELPHIANS ARE WARNED
AGAINST RECKLESS DRIVING.

Retiring President Swain of Quaker City
Motor Club Asks Associates to Help
Curb the Tenddeney to Excessive Speed
—A. A. A, Board of Directers Named.

Charles J. Swain, presideut of the Quaker
City Motor Club of Philadelphia for the last
year, voiced a warning to ajl automobilists
regarding reckless driving at the annual
meeting of the organization last week. Owing
to pressure of business Mr. Swain declined
reelection and 'iis address as rétiring presi-
dent was in part as follows:

“We are enjoying unquestionable rights
and privileges at the present thne that auto-
mobilfsts have longed and fought for ever
since the aport became popular—liberal views
in regard to speed. We all know that the
present laws if rigidly enforced would become
& very great hardship to us. At the present
time, although the laws are the mame, the
public at large and the officials of our city
aa well are beodming daily more accustomed
to a liberal limit of speed, and to-day you
rarely hear of a man being arrested for break-
ing the speed law except it be at some furious
rate, which should by all means be punished.
The drivers of cars are apparently beginning
to feel this liberality, inasmuch as you observe
oars golng much faster to-day than jhey ever
did, and it has come to such a point that even
& brush can be seen in the suburbs, between
two cars.

“Up to the present time no serious accidents
have ocourred, but when the spring arrives
and the increase of s grows as it bas
been doing during the [ast month, a series
of accidents caused by excessive speed may
ocour. Then the public will arise and protest
against the automobile and all automobilists
|md the powers that be will have to take

some recognition of the public's just cause

for complaint, If motorists will use their
influence outside of their clubs in helping to
restrict over-indulgent drivers I feel sure
| that we will continue as we have been—
| blessed with a fair and just interpretation
L of the rights of automobilists.”
