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R-R. LAWS 00D, SKTS KNOX

DEFENDS ALL RESTRICTIVE FED-
ERAL LEGISLATION.

Declares That Assurances That Money to
Be Ralsed Wil He Honestly Used 1Is
the Thing Most Needed to Make
Bonds and Stocks of Raliways Salable.

KALAMAZOO, Mich,, Feb. 11.—Nearly 2,000

persons to-night crowded the Academy
of Music to hear the address of Senator
Philander C. Knox of Peunsylvania. Hune
dreds who sought dmission were turned
avay hours before ille time set for
the beginning of the banquet of the Kala-
mazon Linooln Club, A reception extend-
ing over two hours preceusd the banquet.
} Senator J. C. Burrews of this city was
toastmaster. Besides theaddress of Senator
Knox, Congressman J. Adam Bede of
Minnesota and Charles C, Simons of Detroit,
were speakers.

Congressman Bede delivered a humorous
talk on “Happiness,” and Simons made an
eloquent gea for the adoption of the re-
vised Stat >y constitution. Simons is a mem-
ber of the constitutional convention,

One of the noticeable features of the
affair was the presence of Federal office-
holders from all over Michigan. Senator
Knox left Kalamazoo to-night on a special
train for Pitteburg, where he speaks Lo-
morrow night.

Senator Knox's subject was “The People,
the Raiiroads and the National Authority,”
He began with a recital of the history of

ratlway construction and development
thron the years before Congress had
ARRe its authority over interstate com-

merce, when all railroads ended at State
lines, when goods and passengers had to
bhe transshipped at State lines, when States
levied taxes upon railroad traffic and dis-
criminated against traffic that originated
in other States., These annoying and ex-
pensive hindrances to commerce led to the
enactment of the act of June 15, 1864, which
authorized railroads to carry traffic un-
hampered by State authority from one State
1o another and to form continuous lines of
transportation.

The national Government, under this law
and subsequent enactments, took the rail-
roads from the grasp of the States and made
them its wards and beneficiaries, and all
the acts whereby this was accomplished
were made at the solicitation of the rail
roads.

Mr. Knox then passel from whul he called
the first epoch of railroad history, which he
declared was closed hy a wise soMtion of the |
rroblama that had been presented u}: to

hat time, to the second epoch, which, he

said, sprang “out of the abuses and per-
versions of the augmented powers and
privije, attending the enormous expan

sion of railroad uporutlmmulld--l Zenerous
gnvemmemal policies” and gave rise to
the' necessity of regulating the relations
of the railroads to the people for uhmw
service they were crented.”
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“If railroad managers had fully apprecis |

ated and respected their relations to their
trust and the true relations of the high-
ways of commerce to the people,” he said,

“there would have been no second epoch
and no necessity for the regulative legisla-
tion which began in 1887 and will end only
;ah::d justice and equality are fully estab-
18|

“The general purpose of the law of 1887
was to secure the equality of right between
INDP.‘I and oommunmu which had been

avor«d individuale

ﬁ been enriched, and un-

favored o had been brought to poverty.
Much nllol was umdpned from this meas-
md} . the grosser forms of dis-
vrim hvou were for a time appar-

‘ln lho vm. and for some time pre-
vious, rai and other corporate abuses
were flagrant and widespread and much con-
fusion existed as to the state of the law
oonoerning them. Grave doubts had heen
axpressed of the power of Concrem to de-
feat mew and subtle %q for bringing
undes-a single control the great producing
and transportation corporations of the
country and to reach the cunning devices
employed to prefer one shipper over
another.”

Mr. Knox hers described the organiza-
tion, aims and defeat of the Northern Se-
curities Company the moves to pre-
vant the fixi ol the prices of meat prod-
ucts by combinations. This ‘ufollowad
by the enactment of the published ratebill
lnd the law giving the Government power
1o examine oorporatlom ® :ued in inter-
state commerce. other acts of
the Fiftyaevem.h (‘onam he said, still
left “two important matters to be dealt with:
Such regulation of railroad rates as would

vo practical eflect to the provisions of the

w requiring them to be reasonable, and,

{o such regulation of commerce ‘rela-
tive to the employees engaged therein as
would secure to them more reasonable con-
ditions of labor and minimize to them and
the public the dangers incident to trans-
portation.”

Continuing, Mr. Knox said:

These features were covered by the rail-
road rate law, the safety appliance law, the
law lmiting the number of hours railroad
employees can be consecutively employed,
and the employers’ liability act. The last
mentioned act has recently been declared by
the Supreme Court to be unconstitutional as
it was written, but its beneflcent provisions
ura sure to be reenacted upon valid and con-
stitutional lines.

The record of achievement in the public
interest since 1887 has beeu very great and
the results accomplished during this ad-
ministration form by far the most important
part. A very complete if not perfect system
of commercial regulation has been estab-
lished. Reasonablegess and equality in rail-
road rates and practices are assured, railroad
operations have been brought under rigid
governmental supervision, and the safety
of employees and the publio protected by
proper laws.

Nor is it true that the measures which have
reached the matured form of national legisla-
tion Include attack, enmity or injury to sound
husiness interests, either corporate or private.
On the contrary, these laws, rightly seen,
mean a sounder, stronger and more widely
diffused prosperity for the real corporate
interests, uamely, the owners of the railroad
shares and securities.

In conclusion, Senator Knox said:

I High railroad authority has declared the
nucessity of apending five and a half billions
during the next two years in extensions of
the railroad facilities to meet the growing de-
mands of the country, coupled with a grave
doubt whether the securities to pay for these
expenditures can be floated. In view of that
very doubt, though it is questioned whether
it |s & subject within Federal authority, it
is of the utmost importance that the five
and a half billions of securities shall pur-
chase the full five and a half billions worth
of improvements and not be subject to
wholesale though surrep titious subtractions.
Surely investors will buy bonds which rep-
resent 100 per cent. of their face in actual
incre ase of the value of the property more
readily than bonds which only enhance the
security 80, 70 or even 80 per cent. of the in-

PLANNING FOR NEW SUBWAYS.

Real Estate Interests Think They Have
Solved the Problem.

The second instalment of th& plans of the
Allied Real Estate Interests for the building
of more subways in New York was given out
yesterday and offers what its yrorounders
believe to be a solution of the legal difficul-
ties involved in the construction of subways
by private capital.

The point made is that the referendum
vote of 1894 by which the people aprroved
the municiral construction of the present
subway applied only to that *rarticular

» milway or railways the detailed plans and

] specifica’tpss of which had at that time

been conugammd,” and “did not decide the
question of ryqYdnal construction of sub-
ways generally.”

“The only authority for proceeding with
new railroads under municipal ownership,”
in the opinion of the interests law committee,
“ia found in section 34 of the rapid transit
act permitting the board to adopt other and
different routes.” So the committee con-
cludes that “an amendment to the rapid
transit act permitting the conatruction of
subways by private cayital can be made
without contravening any vote of the.people
or setting aside their expressed determina-
tion.”

These amendments may be submitted to
the Legislature next week, The plan of the
interests is to have the subways constructed
by private capital under a twenty-five year
franchise, and gives the city the ortion of
revoking or continuing the franchise at any
time thereafter. The amendments, how-
ever, include the yroviso that if the fran-
chise be revoked the city is to pay for the
tunnel and equipment at a value sunposed
to apy roximate their original cost, although
the valuation is to be made at the time
of revoking the franchise and the details of
how it shall be arrived at have not been de-
termined.

The money for the purchase is to come
from a sinking fund, at least yart of which
is to be made up of vmrlv rentals to be paid
the city for the !nun-lum

REAL PRICES 01' Rl' AL ESTATE

Must Be nuelm u ’ru Department i
This Bill Passes.

President Lawson Purdy of the Tgx
Department has sent to Albany a bill
which if passed will enable the city au-
thorities to obtain information of the
aotual prices paid when real estate is sold.
Mr. Purdy said yesterday:

“The concealment of the actual prices
deprives the Tax Department of the best
evidence of value, and it is impossible to
Assess propert with the fairness and
accuracy which would be comparatively
casy if all the considerations for transfers
wers known,"

The bill pmvide. three methods:

1. The grantor may make an afdavit in
the deed, after the acknowledgment, wset-
ting forth the true consideration for i(he
transfer.

2. In lieu of the afMidavit in the deed either
the grantor or the grantee may make an
uMdavit and flle it with the tax department
for the exclusive use of the tax department.

2. If peither of the afMdavits is made the
tax department may require the attend-
ance of either the grantor or the grantee
to submit to an examination under oath
as to the consideration; penalty for non-
attendance or refusal to testify is 925 a day,
but not exceeding in the aggregate $200 Lo any
one person.
