Western Speakers Say Flatly That Thelr
Part of the Country Is for Him and
for Roosevelt, Too—DeCady Herriok
Contrasts Hughes and the President.

The anti-Bryan dinners of the National
Democratio Club are not quite so successful
from the anti-Bryan point of view as the
promoters of the dinners expected they
would be, Another was held last night,
bt instead of Bryan and his doctrines
veing condemned the name of Bryan was
cheered and the guests of the ciub from
the West told the members as bluntly as
possible that so firmly did the Western
Democrats believe in the principles of
Biyan and in the radical opinions of Presi-
dent Roosevelt that, failing Bryan, the
Democrats of the West would undoubtedly
help to reelect Mr. Roosevelt, should he be
renominated.

It was ex-Gov. Thomas of Celorado
who first laid this idea before the mem-
bers of the club and he was supported in
bis view by the Mayor of Denver, who
lp()ke after him.

“1 am an old fashioned Democrat and 1
supported Bryan and I supported his prin-
ciples,” said Gov. Thomas, “and although
he was licked like the devil in the two cam-
paigns he went through I thi after all
thut perhaps he waa right in his ideas about
the silver standard of currency. There is
one sure thing and that is in times of stress
and panic the old fashioned silver dollar
looks mighty good when compared with
Christian Science money.”

This was the only time that Mr. Bryan's
name was mentioned, but the allusion made
by Gov. Thomas to Bryan and to his prin-
cviples brought out a round of applause.

D-Cady Herrick, the prin(-ipur-peskor of
the eveuning, and John B. Stanohfield, the
second headliner on the list of ers,
both appealed to the members of club
to support the candidate of the Democratic
national convention, no matter who that
candidate might be. Those were
also received with cheers, and it was tacitly

Four of the speakers at the dinner were

" Democratic candidates for the office of

Governor of this State who have
defented by their Republican o ents.,
These were Judge Van Wyck, who pre-
sided; Judge Herrick, Mr. Stanchfield and
Borough President Coler of B yn.

In opening the speechmaking of the
evaning Judge Van Wyck attacked the
policies of President Roosevelt.

At the outset of his speech Judge Herriok
rvo his ideas of what the Democratic plat-

'orm should be in these words:

I'ha fewer planks the better.

Have none that are sectional. leave them
to the States affected.

Have mone that are non-essential; they will
produce dissensions and divisions,

I'he members of the party should be tol-
erant and respectful of each other's views,
both aa to principles and candidates, Every
man is entitled to his own opinion as to each.

On the point of Federal control of cor-
porations Mr. Herrick said:

In protecting the individua!l and in affording
equality of opportunity we recognize the fact
that large aggregations of wealth place the
individual at a disadvantage in depriving
him, to an extent at least, of opportunities for
advancement in life. It leads to the crushing
out of small dealers, craftamen and (raders,
deprives them of the opportunity of building
up and maingaining a business and occupation
of their own, and of becoming and remaining
their own masters: and it often compels them
to become employees instead of independent
business men. This leads us to seek to limit
and control these Jarge aggregations of capital,
and as such aggregations of capital nsually
resort to ogrporate existencelor their efMoiency
and only derive their right to be and exist from
the authority of the State, we insist that their
franchises and powers should be strictly lim-
ited and defined, and that they should be ex.
ercised under strict supervision and control
not nagged, worried, threatened and plun-
dered, but simply controlled in the public
interest.

And as a part of such regulation and con-
trol, laws should be passed imposing corporate
liability to employeeas for injuries, not due to
their own negligence, suffered in the course
of their employment.

After discussing the tariff as the mother
of trusts the speaker turned to Federal
usurpation, saying:

We believe in the distribution of govern-
mental powers: confining the Federal Govern-
ment strictly to matters of national concern
and to relations between the States; insisting
that all other powers shall be exercised by
the States, or by the people, to whom they
have been reserved; contining the State to
the exercise of powera purely of State con-
cern, leaving local affairs to be managed
by the officials and people of each locality.
Thus the individual, and the jocal, State and
Federal governments, will make a complete,

_ harmonious whole, strong in all its parts,

made so by the exercise by each of its ap-
propriate functions, no part weakened by
being deprived of any ol 115 rights or powers,
nor having those things done forthem that they
can and ought to do for themselves. Thus
constituting a government peculiarty adapted
to 4 vast country and a people like ours,
strong and efficient to deal with other nations
and relations between the States; flexible
and knowing and readily responsive to the
needs and desires of each locality,

Wa have recently had two addresses to
the American people,-one by the Governor
of the State of New York and the other by
the President of the United States. The one
is the modest, temperate address of a publie
servant who realizes that it is his duty to both
nbey and execute the laws, and who is makging
his application and recounting his past services
and giving his qualification for promotion
in service.

The other, characterized by the royal “our”
and “we,” is the address of a ruler, thoroughly
imbued with the feeling “that the king can
do no wrong”. impatient of all limitations
of his power: resentful that his conduet should
be oriticised, indignant that his policies
should be challenged. vehemently instructing
his legisiators what laws to pass, and laying
down rules of conduct for his Judges to ob-
serve.

The time for the addreas of the Governor
wan fixed and announced days in advance;
the message of the President could be trans-
mitted to Congresa at any time. Of course
it was a mere coincidence that the message
of the President was in fact transmitted
so that it should appear in the same issue
of the daily papers as the address of the
(rovernor.

It cannot be assumed that It was intended
that the mesasge of the President should
overshadow and minimize in the public mind
the address of the Governor. or that the
splendid rhetoric and vociferous and vehe-
ment denunciations of the one should so
attract the public as to cause small attention
to be given to the other.

I have not the time nor the disposition to
enter into any extended analysis or criticism
of either the message or address. There are
many things stated in each with which we
can all agree.

We all agree that erime should be punished
and the wrongdoer made to give up his evil
ways; that somé dorporations have been
guilty of violating the law, of granting rebates
and special privileges and making wrongful
use of the moneys of the stockholders. Some
of us also believe, however, that it is just as
criminal to use the moneys of the stockholders
to corrupt voters as it is to use their property
and money In dny other illegitimate way, and
Lielleve also that both the active perpetrator
of erime and the kuowing beneficiary of It
nre culpable, and bLelisve further that the
L nowing beneficiary who ls enjoying the fruits
«f the one crima ought not to be abgolved and
1is complicity forgotten or forgiven because
of bis vehement and vociferous sttacks.ppon
ALose who have committed the others.

Some passages from the address and mes-
sage when read together seem like a joint
debate: to illustrate, thedGovernor says:

“l am not in favor of punishment in the
shape of fines upoy corporations except for
minor offences. The burden of fines imposed
upon such corporations is either transferred
to the publio or is borne by stockholders, the
innooent as well as the guilty. Nor am [ im-
pressed by the argument that American
Juries will generally be indisposed to convict
where the evidapoe is clear because the crime
in punished by itprisonment of the offenders.
But if the law be deflnite and the evidence
warrants the presentation of the case to the
Jury it is better, in my judgmens, that the re-
sponaibility for failure to vonviet should lie
with the jury thaa that conviotion should be
followed by penalties which are sither inade-
quate or bear unjustly upon those who have
had no complicity in the offence.”

Upon the sage subject the President says,
in speaking of the attacks and criticisms
made upon his policies:

“The attgck is sometimes made openly
against us for enforcing the law, and some-
times with a certain cunning for not trying
to enforce it in some other way than that
which experience shows to be practical.
One of the favorite methods of the latter
class of assailants is to attack the Adminis-
tration for not procuring the impgisonment
instead of the fine of offenders under these
anti-trust laws. The man making this as-
sault is usually either a prominent lawyer
or an editor who his polioy from the
financiers and his arguments from their
attorneys. If the former, he has defended
and advised many wealthy malefactors,
and he knows well that, thanks to the advice
of lawyers like himself, a certain kind of
modern corporation has been turned into
an admirable Instrument by which to render
it well nigh impossibie to get at the head of
the corporation, at the man who is really
most guilty.”

Is it conceivable that the President bad
an advance copy of Gov. Hughes's address
before him, and did be intend to describe
the Goverpor? .

Each, of course, s a great admirer of the
other's opinions, and, an ardent supporter
of his policies. But I can pursue this sub-
ject no further. .

We are passing through a time of storm
and stress.

Our corporations, business men and busi-s
ness methods have been held up by the Chief
Executive of the nation not only to our own
people, but to the people of the whole civillzed
world as corrupt and dishonest, not worthy
of confidence and respect; foreign capital
avoids our investments, domestio capital
is timid and alarmed, our industries are
paraivzed and unnumbered thousands are
without employment from which to support
themselves and families.

If our business men, corporations and
business methods are dishonest and corrupt
and our currency system the worst in the
world, it must be borne in mind that they
have grown up and been fostered by nearly
fify Peats of aimost continual Republican
legislation and administration.

But 1 do not believe the indictment. In
spite of the example set and inducements
held out for.dishonest and unfair business
dealing by vicious legislation and lax ad-
ministration, by special privileges granted,
dishonest rebates permitted and rewards
given for political contributions the great
body of our bLusiness men remais honest
and their business methods correct.

Let us not in our anxiety for party victory
attempt to rival and outdo oug adversaries
in the policies they are pursding: such a
ogurse will lead both parties to dangerous
extremes: moreover, those policies lead to
special privileges, to the overthrow of the
balance of governmental powers, to cen-
tralization and the destruction of ou¥ present
constitutional form of government, n

English and American Addresses to the
Novelist on His Sist Birthday.

LoNpoN, Feb. 12.—George Meredith, the
novelist, entered upon his sighty-first year
to-day. His friends madae the anniversary
the occasion for expressing their admira-
tion for his talent and extending their
wishes for a continuanoe of bis health and
happiness. Hundreds of signatures were
attached to an addrees sent to him. They
include the most prominent names in
literature, Bcience, art, the drama, jour-
palism and public life.

In addition to this and a stream of con-
gratulatory messages from all parts of the
world, Mr. Meredith was the recipient of
another address from the United States,
written by Charleg Eliot Norton of Har-
vard and signed by fourteen distinguished
American authors. This address expresscs
gratitude for the works with which Meredith
has enriched literature and trusts that the
remainder of his life will be brightened by
the knowledge of the respect and admira-
tion entertained for him by a multitude of
friends in both heres.

Mr. Meredith, conversing with a deputa-
tion from the Society of Authors, outlined the
plot of a novel, which, he said, he wished he
had the strength to write. It was centred
upon the difficulties of a man anxious to re-
form the world and hindered by quarrels and
inability to marry the woman of his choice.

Mr. Meredith offered the plot to his hear-
ers, hoping that one of them would write a
novel based on it. To an interviewer who
