THAT'S THE 'TALK AMONG THE
ADMINISTRATION  MEN.

Two Aetive Third Termers White House
Visitors Yesterday —Hale of Tennessee
Says “When the Thrilling Moment
Comes Roescvelt Will Be Named.'

WasainoTox, Feb. 15.—The persistency
with which the idea is disseminated that
President Roosevelt will force the Chicago
convention to renominate him if Mr. Taft's
candidaocy is unsuoccessful is beginning
to have its effect on prominent Republicans
in Congress who had been of the opinion
that talk of that sort was mere chatter and
meant nothing. Mr. Taft's friends have
not heen idle in circulating third term
gossip, but their efforts in this direotion
are regarded as part of a plan to frighten
the Republican party into the bhelief that
the country can be saved from another
four wears of Roosevelt only through
choosing Taft as the party's leader in this
year's campaign. It is from these and
other sources of information that Re-
publican Senators and Representatives
have heard statements that hawve made
them sit up and take notice.

The threat to make Mr. Roosevelt the
Republican nominee this year was prac-
tically synchronous with the check to the
Taft wave which seemed to be sweeping
the country up to a few weeks ago. Gov.
Hughes's promise to deliver a speech in
which he would set forth his views on
public questions marked the beginning
of the difficulties encountered by the Taft
boomers. Then the managers of the several
“favorite son” booms entered into a work-
ing agreement, the effect of which was
seen in the Florida Republican convention.
Everything indicates that Mr. Taft's friends
were frightened, and in order to transfer
a bit of their scare to their opponents
they started the cry of “Take Taft or you'll
have to take Roosevelt.”

On January 31, the day that Gov. Hughes
kept his promise to explain his views on
questions of the day, President Roosevelt
sent to Congress his remarkable attack
upon those who criticised his policies
That message gave an impetus to the talk
that Mr. Roosevelt would be renominated,
and since then the idea has grown until it
has come to be adopted by many who had
regarded the President as 'entirely out
of the race. Cecil Lyon, the Republican
national committeeman from Texas and
one of the President's closest friends, has
refused to become a party to the Taft move-
ment and has said so to Mr. Roosevelt.
He was at the White House to-day just
as much a third termer as ever. Senator
Jonathan Bourne of Oregon, who prefers to
speak of a third term as a second elactive
term, was a White House visitor also, with
more reasons to show why a second elective
term is not & third term. Another White
House visitor was Representative Nathan
Hale of Tennessee, and he declared that
while he was honestly and sincerely for
Taft and was confident the Republicans
of Tennessee would instruct for him, “con-
ditions are such that I cannot help feeling
that when the great thrilling moment comes
at Chicago President Roosevelt will be '
renominated.” And to this the Tennessee
Congressman added: “It will be exceedingly ‘

|

difficult to stop such an outcome.” Then
Mr. Hale told thie very pointed story:

“A party down in my State went fishing
with dynamite, which is against the law.
They would hitch the explosive to a stick, |
set the stick floating in the river, light the
fuse and then hurriedly row ashore. The ,
party had a water spaniei which came to '
the concolusion that it would be a grand |
scheme to swim to the stick containing |
the dynamite and hustle to the shore with
it. When the men in the boat saw what
was taking place they rowed for all they
wore worth, and when they reached the
shore lit out in all directions. The dog
barely got to the shore when the explosion |
occurred. They didn't find any pieces of |
the animal.

In this little narrative Representative
Hale expressed the view of a large number
of Republicans here who are concerned
serjously over the third term talk. The
fear among them is that if the Taft forces
see danger of defeat they will tryto stam pede
the convention for Roosevelt. Every-
where in Washington talk of that sort is
heard, and significance is attached to the
fact that it is being furthered instead of
discouraged by friends of the President |
and the Secretary of War, "

The action of the Republican committee
of Lancaster oounty, Nebraska, yesterday
in declaring for a third term for the Presi-
dent has staggered the Nebraska Repiub-
licans here.
