throughout the country, as did another
member of that gang who left just before
I went there—Sam Clemens.

*“Waell, sir, they were all a brainy, husky
lot and every oneof them could write a bit,
I tell you. Sam Clemens tried hard to get
any or all of them to follow him East, but
thev loved the Comstock. Clemens did pub.
lish a book of Dan de Quille's, but their
work belonged to those bleak hilla, just

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NEW ASTREET CAR SERVICE.

Changes That Follow the Seperate Ree
. ceivership.

Judge Lacombe of the United States
Circuit Court flled a memorandum yester-
day afternoon announcing the changes in
oar service consequent upon the separate
receiverships of the Third Avenue Rail-
road Company on the one hand and the
Forty-second Street, Manhattanville, and
St. Nicholas Avenue line on the other.

Receiver Whitgidge apnounces that
hereafter the cars of the latter road will be
run only on that particular line. The
result will be that the Boulevard cars which
formerly continusd down Broadway on
the tracks of the Metropolitan will now
turn east through Forty-second street to
the ferries. The receivers for the Metro-
politan system say, that enough additional
cars will be put on Broadway below Forty-
seocond street to make up for the cars thus
diverted. Transfers from one road to the
otho&my be obtained at Sixty-fifth street
and Forty-second streex.

The additional cars put on by Mesars,
Robinson and Joline will run down Am-
stordam avenue from 125th street—the
servicé on Amstérdam and Sicth avenues
remaining unchanged. These additional
cars will continue down the old Amsterdam
avenue route to Seventy-first street, down
the Boulevard to Sixty- Tth street and down
Ninth avenune to Fifty-third street, where
they will turn east to Seventh avenus and
thencé down to dway.

Judge Lacombe summarizes the effect
of. changes as follows: “The net result
of these changes will be that on the Boule-
vard to Forty-second street and on Broad-
way south from Forty-sscond street the
fhum of cars run will be the same as
heretofore. On Forty-second street and
thence to the East Side ferries the number
will be murhly increased. On Amster-
dam avenue and down to Forty-second
gmm nnmb‘or of cars I::no;rvm will also

materially in A passenger
taking a car on Amsterdum Avenue viﬂ‘bo
able to t..ttl oné which will g‘." an unin.
terrupted ride to either the Sixth avenue
or Broadway shopping and theatre district
s he may prefer.

“The service from the West Side down
will thus be materially ine and will
be réendered under conditi¢ns which make
the two lines, Amsterdam and Boulevard,
competitors of each other, each solicitous

"to attract passengers from the other by

more efficient and ocomfortable service.
Under the cdhmged conditions residents of
the West Side o

will have to walk a block further to reach
a car which will take them down Broadway
below Forty-second street, but those resi-
dents on the line of Amsterdam avenue
will be able to find such a car by walking
A block leas. It would seem that in.
oconveniences and conveplences will fairly
balance eeoh other, and since the service
a8 a whole will be inareated the proposed
changés are approved.”

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RARE THINGS IN THE COLLEC-
TION OF MRS. E. H. CONGER

Parchased After the Riot of Leoting
Which Distinguished the Rellef of the
Legations—One Remarkadle Object &
Bell From the Agricultural Palsee.

It is & singularly intérésting collection of
Chinese objects of art and utility whioh
was opened to publio view yesterday in
the galleries of the American Art Associa-
tion, where it will remain for the inspection
of the interasted public until the dispersal
by publio auetion, which begins on Wednes-
day.

In this instance the cataloguers might
well have dispensed with the word oolleo-
tion, lnasmuch as this assemblage of Mrs,
Edwin H. Conger’s art propérty is not<he
slow aggregation of years of indulgence in
the oollector’'s hobby but represents the
timely purchases of a practical woman
with a taste for the beautiful who found
herself at an unlooked for emergency in
an exceptionally favorable position to
obtain objects in which all the world is
interssted, either from artistio motives or
through common ouriosity regarding the
life and works of a people of wonderful
history.

Put directly, these thousand articles
which at present make the American Art
Galleries beautiful with grace of form and
delicacy or respletidence of color are loot,
are a part of the enormoua loot of the Pekin
palaces at the time of the last Boxer up-
rising. With occasiongl pieces of loot
every visitor to art sales or exhibitions is
familiar, but such a miniature illustration
of loot en masse as is here presented prob-
ably has not been offered in New York
before. When soldiers of those armies of
the world rified the palaces of royalty and
of the nobles on their expedition for the
relief of the legations in Pekin and then
put up at auction the precious heterogéhy
Mrs. Conger, the American Minister's wife,
went into thia curiously fascinating market
and bought what attracted her. Here it is
displayed not in the mixed mess in which
she found the odd, the quaint or the beau-
tiful objects, but all carefully disposed to
captivate the eye, to display their great or
modest werits or to offer themselves to the
studious inspection of the diseriminating.

Bronze, brass and iron take their places
with mandarin buttons and gorgeous robes
of silk, of ostrich feathers, of intricate gold
embroidery, with poroelains and potteries
and enamels, with captured flags and
strange Chinese weapons. A fierce chain
bastinado, the Chinese improvement on
the policeman's club, hangs beside an ugly
grapple with which the Celestials haul in
men with as little compunction as a fisher-
man rakes clams or spears eels.

Y gentler import is a poroelain statuette
of the Chinese Goddess of Mercy, who—
perhape esignificantly-—presides also over
the destiny of brides. This Buddhistio
goddess, Kwan-Yin, bas by some been held
to be the prototype of the Roman Catholio
conception of the Virgip Mary, With the

statuette of the goddess there are the sym-
bolical pillows, representative of the bride
and the bridegroom, which usually form
one of the most important of wedding gifta.

In brass there are several unusual pieces
of heavy mould, besides a great bell from
the agricultural palace, a be!l of many
facets, which was struck from the cutside
by & beating stick, each facet returning a
sound of different tone, when the Emperor
roﬂormod his annual ceremony of plough-
ng o furrow in commemoration of his duty

Will of Loyal L. Smith, Who Left $3.,000 -
000, Directs That Most of It Be Used to
Create & Fypd the Income of Which
Shall Be Applied to Education.

The will of Loyal L. Smith of Plattsburg,
who died at Atlantic City a week ago, pro-
vides for the oreation of a fund to be known
as the Loyal L. Smith educational endow-
ment, the income of which is to be employed
for the education of certain boys in acocord-
anoce with conditions which the will sets
forth.

An estate of probably $5,000,000 is In-
volved. The will, which was drawn
December by the Title Guarantes and
Trust Company, which will act as the
trustee of the estate, after naming bequests
to various oharities and to relatives of
upward of $1,000,000, directs that all the
remainder of the estate be held by the
company named, which is to invest and
reinvest at ita discretion and to pay over
all income for the education and support
of boys and young men of Clinton county,
New York, under the direction of an admin-
istrative board. The board is to consist
of the presidents “for the time being" of
Yale University, Prinoeton University, Cor-
nell University, Williams College and Union
College, or their delegates. The seoretary of
the board is to be the president of Union
College and the treasurer the title company.
Any boy desiring the benefit of this endow -
ment is to make application to the board in
writing, giving full partioulars about him-
self, but no application is to be eonsidered
#0 long as there ia before the board an
application from one who has been at least
five years preceding a resident of Clinton
ocounty, or if not then in good faith an
actual resident one whose parents actually
reside there in good faith and bhave so
resided for at least ten years continuously.
Each application must be approved by a
committee consisting of the County Judge
of Clinton county, the Mayor of the city of
Plattaburg and the president at any time
of the Merchants National Bank of Platts-
burg. The majority of the committee
memberas muat certify to the good moral
oharacter and worth of the applicant. The
board has the power to reject applications
at its discretion.

Commissioner Stevenson and His Englneer
Say It’'s an Improvement.
