Furthermore it will be impoasible
for the one and two dollar bettors to do busi-
ness, for It may turn out that layers will not
receive less than a 85 wager, while bets of
more than $50 or $100 will be prohibited It
may come down to a case of being able to
establish credit with a bookmaker before a
speculator can place a wager of any sort,
in whioh event the business in the betting
ring will fall off at least more than one-half
in volume, while the small bettors will be
practically wiped out.

“1 do not know exactly how such a atate
of affairs will be brought about, but yol
oan feel sure that reforms of a sweeping
mature will be instituted, so that the betting
evil, so-ocalled, will be regulated with more
oare than ever before. Furthermore, it mav
be acoepted as a fact that the Jockey Club
will continue its fight against the poolrooms
with increased vigor, =0 that for at least
seven months, while the tracks are open,
there will be less speculation than at any
previous time in the history of the turf. In
that way the Jockey Club will practically
aid the opponents of racetrack dpeculation
in suppressing the alleged evil as much as
possible. In England there is never any
trouble about betting, for it is conducted
on conservative lines and is always Kkept
well under control. There is more ecredit
betting over there than in any other country
where racing Is carried on.”

NEWARK'S FIRST AUTO SHOW
TO BE OPENED TO-NIGHT.

Newark's first automobile show is to begin
to-pight In the Electrio Park Auditorium
on South Orange avenue and will be open
from 10 0'clock in the morning until 11 o'clook
at night every week day thereafter until
Saturday, February 20. -This local exhibition
will also be the first affair of the sort that has
ever been held in the State of New Jersey,
and the joint committes of the New Jersey
Automobile and Motor Club and the New
Jersey Automobile Trade Association -has
made elaborate plans for the opening. To
a certain extent the committee has [ollowed
out the idea of the Paris Salon managers by
baving a formal ng of the show by pub-
lio oMoiais. In s the annval automobile
show is formally opened by the President of
the French Republio, while in Newark the
affaifPto-night will be launched on its career
of eight evenings and seven days by a trio of
Mayors—Mayor Jacodb Hauassling of Newark,
Mayor Isaac Shoenthal of East Orange and
Mayor William J. Cardwell of Orange, who
will have ocharge of the Inaugural pro-
gramme,

All of the exhibitors are expected to bave
their stands ready fot inspection early this
afternoon and the decorators have promised
to have their tasks completed in ample time
for the opening to-night. The suggestion has
been made that a convention of automobilists
be held in connection with the show during

. its progress next week for the discussion

of good roads problems and the proposed
changes in the State motor vehicle law. Should
this be decided upon, invitations will be
sent to all of the automobile clubs in the

State and all of the automobile dealers’
organizations, as well as & general invitation
to unattached automobile owners and trades-
men. It is likely that the State organization
of clubs, the Associated Automobile Clubs of
New Jersey, will be asked to call such & con-
