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~OF  BATTLESHIPS

LIEUT . .COMMANDER HILL'S RE-
PLY TO THE PRESIDENT.

He Denies That He Inspired Them, but
Says That There Are Serious Defects
n Our Warships and He Has Called
the Department's Attenjlon te Them.

WasminoroN, Feb, 27.—0ne of the naval
officers who have been charged in newspaper
publications with having inspired the print-
ing of articles criticising the construction
of warships, especially that of Henry Reu-
terdahl, the marine artist and author, has
givon a complete reply to the President
through the Navy Department. This officer
is Lieutenant-Commander Frank K. Hill,
who, with Commander William 8. Sims,
the expert inspector of target practice,
was by recent direction of the President
called upon in writing to answer the asser-
tion that they had inspired the publication
of articles oriticising the navy.

Lieutenant-Commander Hill in his reply
meets the issue squarely. While denying
the rumor that he was directly responsible
for the articles in question, he asserts with
much candor that, in his opinion, there are
serious defects in the cunstruction of our
battleships; that he has called attention to
these matters in lectures which he has de-
lived in the line of duty as a lecturer before
the Naval War College, and that he has
called his views and opinions to the atten-
tion of the Navy Department through the
medium of official reports. Mr. Hill says
that the five principal points brought out
in the Reuterdahl magazine article, wers
identical with those which he has
in his lectures hefore the War College and
which he has called to the attention of the
Navy Department and officers of the navy on
several occasions.

It is made to appear from Mr. Hill's report
that that officer’s views are so well known
that no surprise need bhe felt that a naval
writer like Reuterdahl learmed of them
and wrote an article on the subject. Even
(hief Constructor Capps, who is most un-
compromising in his denunication of those
who have criticised the navy from a struo-
tural standpoint, admits freely that it is
not only the privilege but the duty of every

In the pres- |

|

naval officer to express his honest convio-
tions through private official channels,
in case he finds anything in the service to
criticise. .

The opinion is, therefore, that Lisutenant-
Commander Hill and Commander Sims
cannot be blamed by the President or the
Navy Department if they have confined
their criticisms to the Department and
have not uttered them in public. Mr.
Hill, at least, denies that he has done more
than call attention to what he regards as
serious structural defects in naval ship-
huilding through the um of his lec-
tures before the War College and official
reports to his superior officers. It is ex-
pected that Commander Sims will take
the same stand.

Lieytenant-Commander Hill and Lieu-
tenan’-Commander Carl T. Vogelgerang,
both of whom have heen named in a letter
to Nenator Hale as officers who are able
to give him some information as to the
rondition of our naval ships, are to be called
hy the Senate committee to give testimony.
As the course of these officers is held to
have been perfectly proper from a service
standpoint they are in no sanse on the de-
fensive. Commander Hill's repert takes
the ground that there are certain defecta
in the armor belt of our battleships, and
Lie also enters into a discussion of the turret
question.

ADMIRAL MASON ON AMMUNITION HOISTS
AND TURRET CONSTRVCTION.

Rear Admiral N. E. Mason, Chief of
the Burean of Ordnance, was before the
Senate Committee on Naval Affairs this
morning for about thirty minutes, dur-
ing which time he was questioned re-
arding the safety of the ammunition
gninlq and turret oconstruction of war-
ships. He defended the licy of the

rtment and declared that every pos-
sible precaution had been taken to pre-
vent “flarebacks” and make the ammunition
hoista =afe,

Replying to a quesation from Senator
Tillman as to the eriticism of Henry Reu-
terdahl that there were no emergency
hoista, as were provided in foreign navies,
and that the work in the turret would be
at a standstill if for any reason the hoists
wera to become disabled, Admiral Mason
admitted that there were no emergency
appliances and he considered it unfortunate,
but that there was no room in the turret to
place them. The turret construction and
device for hoisting ammunition on Ameri-
can ships, Admiral Mason said, were as
good as those of any other nation.

“Do you consider the emergency hoists
necessary?” Mr. Hale asked:

“No, 1'do not,” Admiral Mason answered.

i Committee on Naval Affairs:

In regard to adoption b{ the construction
bureau of the two stage hoiste which have
been installed in the newer hattleships —
the Delaware, North Dakota. South Caro-
lina and Michigan—the Admiral expressed
doubt as to whether they were safer
than the direct hoists. The second
stage amounted to an ammunition store
room, and if an exrlosion should oceur there
the damage would be greater than if the
ammunition were in the open.

“Do you think the department has done
all it can to secure safety of ammunition
hoists?” asked Mr. Hale, )

“I do,” said the Admiral. “Wa put in
the shuttera and have installed the two
stage shifts in the newer construction.
Wa have new designs which we intend to
adopt as soon as we can get the money
from Congresa and the use of the ships
long enough to make the alterations in the
turrets.”

Senator Perkina inquired why the Depart.-
ment preferred the 12 inch to the 13 inch
gun. Admiral Mason explained that to
secure a 13 ineh gun that would carry the
same force as a 12 inch gun would add eleven
tons to the weight to be carried and secure
no better results, The De ment, he
said, had adopted the settled policy of
discarding the 13 inch gun for the 12 inch.

At the executive session that followed
the committee decided to summon Lieu-
tenant-Commanders Hill, Vogelgesang, Sims
and Commander Fiske, These officers are
alleged to have furnished some of the in- |
formation upon which the Reuterdahl ar-
ticle was based.

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IN THREFE OF WHICH OUR DELE-
GATES DIDN'T CONCUR.

Many Provisions Relate te the Conduot of
Natlons at War or Likely to Go to War
--important ments Made n
the Arbitratl Convention of 1509,

Wasminuron, Feb. 27. ~President Roose-
velt sent to the Senate to-day authenticated
oopies of thirteen treaties and one declara-
tion adopted by the Hague Peace Con-
ference last summer. Of these thirteen
conventions ten were signed by the Ameri-
can delegation and are now submitted to
the Senate for ratification. The three in
which the American delegates did not con~
our relate to the treatment of the enemy’s
merchant ships at the outbreak of hostili-
ties, the conversion of merchant ships
into ships of war, and to the fights and
duties of neutral Powers in war,

In the acte tinale adopted by the ocon-
ference the American delegation made a
roservation in regard to an expression of
the views of the conference respecting
compulsory arbitration. This reservation
was made because the delegates regarded
the expression in favor of compulsory
arbitration as a mere expression of opinion
which wus not accompanied by any sub-
stantial treaty. 'The declaration signed
by the American delegation and submitted
to the Senate along with the thirteen treaties
related to the launching of projectiles from
balloons and airships.

The treaties were accompanied by a
letter of transmittal written by Secretary
of State Root and the report of the American
delegates by Dr. James Brown Scott, so-
licitor of the State Department.

The thirteen treaties acopted by the
conference are as follows:

For the pacific settlement of international
conflicts, belng an amendment of the corre-
sponding agreement of July 20, 1899,

Relative to the discovery of contractual
debts,

Relative to the opening of hostilities,

Coneerning the laws and customs of war
on land.

Concerning the right= and duties of neutral
States and individuals in land warfare,

Regarding the treatment of the enemy's
merchant ships at the outhregk of hostilities,

Regarding the transformation of merchant
ships into vesaels of war

In regard to the placing of sabmarine
mines,

Conesrning the bombardment of
fended towns by naval forees

For the adaptation of the principles of the
Geneva convention to mariti ne warfare,

'mllﬁﬂlll. nertain  resirictions upon
right of capture in maritime war,

Providing for the establishment of an
interpational prize court

PDefining the rights and duties of neutral
Stares in maritime war

The clauses of the arbitration convention
of 1800 wera materially amended by the last
conference.  Thirty-two new articlea wera
added, twenty-eight of which reiate to the
international commission of nauiry, and
which embody the resulta of experience
gained in the operationk of that tribunal,
eapecially that contained from the Dogger
bank incident. The convention in regard
to the recovery of contractual debts was
espocially urged Ly the American delega-
tion, and vigoroualy aupported hy the South
and Central American J--lvgmm. who were
the chief heneficiariex of the undertaking

The treaty establishing an international
Pn’zn court of appeal was suggestad by
ermany and supported by the American
delegation.  The treaty regarding the rules
of war on land enlarges the immunities of
non-combatants: the status of prisoners
of war was ameliorated; the existing pro-
hibition npon the bombardment of un-
fortified towns wawm extended to include al)
means and methods which may be ressrted
to with a view to the reduction of a fortified
place.

IF FROZEN OUT MoYE o T,
And Yon Needn't Pay the itent Bot Stay
and You Can't Get Damages.

The Appellate Tarm of the Supreme Court
handed down a decision yesterday to the
effect that tenants who prefer to remain in
insufficiently heated apartments rather than
take the risk of breaking thewr lrases must
suffer the consequences. They cannot
bring suits for damages against the land-
lord,

lLawrence S. Jackson sued his landlady,
Caroline T. Paterson, for damages for fail-
ure to furnish sufficient heat in an apart-
ment leased by Jackson in a tenement
owned by Mrs. Paterson. The suit was
tried and decided in Juckson's favor in the
Municipal Court, but Mrs. Paterson ap-
pealed

In reversing the judgment the Appellate
Term says that it was the right and privilege
of Jackson to move out when he found that
hia landlord or landlady was not supplying
his apartment with sutficient heat. Ut us
Jackson remained in the flat he cannot
demand damages for the failure to supply
adequate heat, since there was no oifie
provision in the lease to the effg@f that
adequate heat should be sup but
mersly a general provision as to ar
supply.
