1ere was g boisterous outburst when
President McGowan of the Board of Alder-
men, replying to the demand of Comptroller
Motz for the building of the Fourth avenue
route, said: “These people are here not in
the interest of Brooklyn but in the interest
of Manhattan and The Bronx.” “To hell
with B ooklyn]” shouted one of the crowd,
and it was several minutes before Mayor
McClellan could stop the cheering which
followea.

Borough Pm:dem Ahearn alno baited
Mr. Metz. *“Do you mean to say,” he ex-
claimed, “that Brooklyn should take prece-
dence over Manhattan when Manhattan
pays from 65 to 70 per cent. of the entire
amount of the city's taxes?

‘That makes no difference,” Mr. Motz
replied, “we're all one city now and this
subway under Fourth avenue wos promised
a long time nfo and it is only right that
Brooklyn should have its rights considered
in this respect bernrn any new subway
projects are taken up.”

Mr. Metz added that the matter was not
worth dise ussing anyway, for the city hadn’t
the money and the.most feasible means of

giving greater transportation to the people
uf The Bronx would be to third track the
Second and Third avenue elevated roads,
n work that would be done by the Interbor-

borough company at itsgwn cost if it got
the necessary permission.

Mr. Metz was hectored also by a dele-
gation of labor unionists. T. J. Curtis of
the Central Federated Union asserted that
a short time ago he had been informed by
Mr. Metz that the city when the pew tax
'svies became available would have at least
360,000,000 to spend on new subways. Mr.
Metz denied that he had ever made any
such statement and insisted that what he

.1 said was that in July the city would be
.‘! le to borrow $60,000,000 for general im-
] rovements,

Finally there was 80 much confusion in
the hearing that the Mayor had the whole
matter referred to a special committee con-
sisting of the Comptroller, the President of
ihe Board of Adermen and Borough Pres-
idents Ahearn and Haffen, with instructions
to hold vublic hearings. The first of these
hearings will be held on Monday.

After the hearing the men from The
Bronx held an indignation mc-«tlng in the
corriddor of the City Ha!l. Edward Polak,
a real estate man, was making a speach
urging the \Immng up of a petition asking
Gov. Hughes to investigate Comptroller
Metz's department when Police Sergeant
Kennel broke up the meeting The crowd
then adjourned to the steps of the City Hall
and continued the mee.ing, but again it
was dispersed by Kennel, who threatened
Polak with arrest.

About the only one who did not side with
Mr. Polak in the demand for an investi
tion of Comptroller Metz was ex-Police
Captain Price, who owns property in The
Bronx and who was one of the delegation
which went to the City Hall to urge the
building of the new subway.

Price, who probably hml the Lexow inves-

Rhinelander Waldo is to be the chief of
the police force which the Board of Water
Bupply intends to organize for the pro-
tection of the new aqueduct. The board
in making this announcement yesterday
also said that Douglas I. McKay would
be appointed captain of the force, which
will number about 2,000 men. Mr. Waldo
will be the executive head of the new police
department and will have an office in this
city in the quarters of the commission,
while Capt. McKay will be in command
in the fleld. Waldo will receive $3,000 a
year and McKay $3,000.

BATTERY TUNNEL TIEUP.

Fire In Watehman's Shanty Stops TraMo
for an Hour.

The first tieup of the train service through
the Battery tunnel occurred yesterday
morning as the result of a fire in the watch-
man's shanty in the Willow place shaft,

Hall.
The motorman of the train that left the
Borough Hall station at 8:20 o'clock noticed
smoke pouring out of the Willow place |
shaft into the tube and on reaching the
Bowling Green station he notified the train
despatcher. The follnwmg train from
Brooklyn encountered so much smoke that
it was almost impossible to see the signals
and the motorman’s alarming report caused
the prom?t switohing off of the power in
the tunne|
A gang of men with fire extinguishera
was hurried to the burning nhnnt{ and in a
few minutes the blaze was extinguished
but not before several dozen yards of in-
sulation had been burned from the cable

feed wires. In less than an hour the cables
were repaired and traffic resumed.
The tieup luckily occurred an hour or

80 before the traffic rush set in and did not
cause much inconvenience. The shanty
blaze is supposed to have been started by a
spark from the watchman's pipe.
