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ENGLAND RAGES AT LIBERALS

ASQUITI'S LICENSING BILL DIS-
PLEASES EVERYBODY.

Threat to Ralse Price of Beer Soares
Politictans— Woman Suffragists Angry
her Empty Vietory-Social Dolngs
~Launch Dinner In Yacht Funnel.

LoxDpoN, Feb. 20.—If Americans took one-
tenth of the intorest in the proceedings of
Congress that the English people show in
the prescot session of Parliament there
would be distinet profit to the national
cayoty as well as to national dialectics.
'The English atmosphiere has been quite
murky with strong language for the last
few days, and not all of it comes from mas-
culine lips,

There is the Licensing bill, which threatens
the workingman and his beer. Then there
isthe Woman Suffrage bill, which was buried
under the cynical aspect of victory. All in
all the country has been set by the ears and
there is sad need of a good satirist who
might restore the national temper by
mixing these children up.

Neither of these dreadful measures is in
any immediate danger of becoming the
law of the land, although the introduction
of one caused a shrinkage in value of $160,-
000,000 in brewery shares on the Stook
Exchange and the vote on the other caused
the militant suffragettes to declare a
Litterar war than ever on the Liberal party
and all its works,

Really it is a fine thing to be living just
now in a country whose domestic politics
sunply plenty of the food which human
nature craves for satisfactionof all its emo-
tions. Take that predatory measure which
Ba.four calls a Licensing bill. The brewing
industry pays the Government about
$160.000,000 annually io taxes, which repre-
sents two and one-half times its own profits.
‘Thera are something lese than cno hundred
thousand liquor saloons in Great Britain,
and the Government proposes to olose
32,000 of them within fourteen years.

Now it happens that in this country
a hiquor license has become a sort of vested
interest in the jwemises that it applies to,
and English ethics regard the canocellation
of a license without compensation as a
frightful injustice. So the Govermment
prodcsea to pay the 32,000 license holders
who are to ba deprivoad of their livelihood
al the expense of those who retain licenses.

This projeot is denounoad by the liquor
trade sod by such Unionists as Balfour
as contiscAtory, and it is met by violent
threats to put up the price of beer. The
Britisn workman would resent this more
strenuozsly than the Unionist proposal
to raise the price of bread by putting a
tanff on flour. Hence these tears, or
rather this storm of vituperation that
rages about the heads of the unfortunate
statesmen who compose the British Govern-
ment.

Then, too, the Wes! End has its grievance
in the feature of the bill whioh permits
policemen to invade the sacred precinois
of the Carlton or Athensum Club to see
if any drunken members be on the premises
Of course the bill has no chance of passing
the Lords in ita present shape and it will
be considerably modified before it can get
through the Commons. The measure is
in fact only another brave attempt of the
Government to make some show of re-
deeming another of its embarrassing pre-
election promises.

The woman suffrage bill is in another
oategory. The Government distinctly
disavows it and refuse< to make it part of
its programme. It < a private measure
and, being highly contentious, stands no
ohance of enactment at the present session.
Although a large majority of the mem-
bers of the House of Commons are in-
dividually pledged to support it, ita fate is
sealed by its reference to the committee
of the whole house instead of to a stand-
ing committee. The suffragettes know
this. Hence their rage over yesterday's
empty victory. It ic not the first time the
House of Commor has voted in favor
of woman suffrage. and vesterday's division
brings votes for women no nearer.

The satirical tone of most of the speeches
yesterday hardly testifies to the wisdom
of the militant agitation of the last few
months, The strongest serious point urged
against the bill was the lack of proof that
the franchise is really desired by the women
of England. There was only one bit of
direct. evidence bearing on thia feature.
An enterprising newspaper recently took
a poll of Sheffield on this subject, with the
result that a large majority voted ad-
versely.

It has been demonstrated this week that
Great Britain is decisively in sarnest in her
determination to enforce genuine reform
in the Congo Free State. Sir Edward
Grey's announcement in the House of Com-
mons fixing a date in May when Belgium
must take definite and satisfactory action
is in the nature of an ultimatum, and it
may be assumed that England will then
intervene, alone if necessary, but pre-
ferably with the cooperation of the United
States and, it is hoped, of one or two other
signatories to the treaty.

Lord Cromer, the British Agent and
Consul-General in Egypt for a number of
years, who is a man of moderate speech,
used language in the debate in the House of
Lords the other night in describing the
situation which was stronger than any-
thing that has been heard in Parliament
for a long time. This passage from his
speech was particularly notioed:

“I have seen something and heard more
of maladministration in backward States
in the hands of despotic and irresponsible
rulers; but 1 assert without hesitation
that never in my experience have I seen or
heard of misrule comparable to the abuses
that have grown up in the Congo State.
There has been a cynical disregard of the
native races and merciless exploitation of
the country in the interests of foreigners
for which, I believe, a parallel cannot be
found in the history of modern times.”

There have been some signs of resent-
ment in Belgium against the strong. line
taken by the British authorities, but publio
opinion there emphatically favors genu-
ine Belgian sovereignty over the Congo.
The problem for the Belgian Government
in an extremely difficult one, for it has to
deal with an obstinate, half imbecile King
who 18 no longer capable of the functions
of statesmanship. It is not by any means
clear, therefore, what form the develop-
ments will take.

I'he ery is naturally raised that England’s
intentions are a hypoceritical excuse for
the annexation of a valuable colony. It
will be necessary, of course, for CGreat
Hritain to furnish the most substantial
guarantees of her disinterestedness. There
18 no doubt, however, that she is prepared
to do this.

It is interesting in this connection to
note the fact that there arestill 50,000 Brit-
wh troops in South Africa. Gen. Botha,
the old Boer leader, now Prime Minister
of the Transvaal, asked the ‘Government
jast year to remove a large part of the
troops there because there was no longer
any danger of trouble. The home authori-
ties informed the Premier that it was de-
sirable to keep them there for the present
in case they should be needed during »
settiement of the Congo question.

The Journal of Tobacco announces that
cigars have been made of tobacco grown
in Regent's Park in the years 1008 and
1907 for the last international tobacco
oxhibition. The paper adds that they are
smokable, although a certain measure of
patriotiem and London pride is required
in order to get used to their aroma and
taste. ‘ .

JAPAN WANTS APOLOGY.

Also Indemnity for Selzuare by China of
Ship Carrying Arms for Rebels.
Special Cabie Despaich to TRE SUN.

Toxgio, Feb. 20.—Japan has demanded
that China apologize and pay an indemnity
for the seizure of the Japanese steamship
Tatsu at Macao by Chinese customs officers,
but the Foreign Office says thatno ditimatum
has been sent to China. It also says that
the despatch of the cruiser Idzumo to Hong-
kong is not intended as a threat. It is cer-
tain, however, that Japan will resort to
force unless her demands shall be conceded
within a reasonable time.

The Portuguese Minister at Pekin sup-
ports the Japanese contention, Macao
being a Portuguese port and the rifles and
ammunition on board the Tatsu having
been regularly consigned to a |Portuguese
merchant at Macao. China wishes to sub-
mit the matter to a mixed court.

The Tatsu was seized by the Chinese
authorities on February 7 while anchored in
Chinese waters off Macao. She was taken to
Canton la: oruiser and three Chinese gun-
boats. eral cases of rifles
and thousands of rounds of am munition.
This cargo, it is reported, waa destined
for Chinese revolutionists, but it was con-
‘Iinod to a Portuguese merchant.

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MEXICO MAKES MAGDALENA BAY
A PORT OF ENTRY.

Thounsands Cheer Vemels a8 They Leave
Peruvian Port Saluting Its Forts—Ad-
miral Evans Better—Business Meve-
ment Toward Soene of Next Stay.

Sp Cabdie Despaich to Tun Sux.

Lima, Peru, Feb. 20.—~The American
battleship fleet sailed from Callao on the
last log of its great run for Magdalena
Bay at 10:45 o'clock this morning. »

Ten thousand enthusiastio spectators
cheered the ships as they sailed away ina
northwesterly direction. There was a
beautiful panorama as the fleet of great
ships sailed out of the harbor and saluted
the Government forts, -

Wassamvoron, Feb. 20.—~Rear Admiral
Evans sent a cable despatoh to the Navy
Department to-day announcing the de-
parture of the battleship fleet from Callao,
Peru, for Magdalena Bay, Mexico. The fleet
is one day behind its original sohedule.

After target practioe at Magdalena Bay
the ships will proceed to San Frdncisco.

Magdalena Bay, Mexioco, where the battle-
ship fleet will engage in target practice,
will be made a port of entry by the Mexican
Government. in commemoration of the visit
of the fleet. Consul-General A. L. M. Gott-
schalk has sent a report to the State Depart-
ment which says:

“The Mexican Government in view of
the deocided movement which is taking
place commercially toward Magdalena Bay
because of the expected coming of the
American battleship fleet to that point and
its stay there at target practioe has decided
to make of the bay for an indefinite period
a regular Mexican port of entry. This will
do away with the necessity whieh has hither-
to existed of merohant vessels with cargoes
for Magdalena Bay clearing from American
ports for Ensenada and being obliged to
transport their cargoes from the latter point
to Magdalena Bay as “coastwise cargoes,”
it having first been required, of course, that
the cargoes in question be entered at the
Ensedena custom house and the duties
thereon paid at that port.

“After February 15 Magdalena Bay will be
a Mexioan port of entry under the charge
of a skilled and experienced Mexican ocus-
tom house officer specially seleoted by the
Mexioan Treasury Department for that
service. His title will be Administrator of
the Magdalena Bay Custom House, and he
will be accompanied by a specially selected
staff whioch will inolude a competent official
speaking the English language fluently.

“The new oollector (administrator) will
be Sefior D. Rafael Castro Montano, who
will probably also exercise the function of
captain of the port. The bay has been
declared a port of entry for an indefinite
period, although it is understood that the
step is taken in direct view of the com-
mercial movement which the coming of the
battleship fleet will inaugurate. Already a
number of persons have written this office
concerning the possibilities of trading at
Magdalena Bay during the stay of the
American fleet and a number of Mexican
houses are sending salesmen there with
cigars and supplies of all sorts.”

Mrs. Robley D. Evans, wife of Rear Ad-
miral Evans, received the following cable-
gram from Admiral Evans to-day: *Improv-
ing steadily. Rumors to contrary untrue.”

RUSSIA IN BAD PLIGHT.

Industry Shrinking and Taxes Gelng Up
—People Can't Buy Cereals,
Special OCabdle Despateh to THER SUN,

871. PerErsBURG, Feb. 20.—A committes
of representatives of the trades and industry
of Russia has issued a statistical report on
the industrial activity of the empire for the
last ten years which throws a gloomy light
upon the present economic conditions.

Up to the year 1900 the coal production
and the outpu: of cast iron progressed.
Both have fallen off sincethen. The export
of cereals fell during 1898 to 1900, when the
coal and iron industries were prosperous,
but rose as soon as the industrial orisis
appeared. There was a great decrease in
the volume of all freight by rail and river
at this time.

Between 1001 and 1905 industrial com-
panies with a capital of over 285,000,000 went
into liquidation and others with a capital
of nearly $25,000,000 made arrangements
with their creditors. The average rate of
dividend paid by most undertakings in
recent years has been lower than the State
bank rate of discouni. Direct and indirect
taxation has risen 20 per ocent., to 19s. 2d.,
or $4.7 per head. The amount raised by
this taxation in 1807 was $501,288,6565 and in
1907 $713,677,125. .

CARNEGIE GIFT.

Immeasarably Grateful, but More Money
is Needed—Doings of Beriin.

Brrrin, Feb. 20.—Prof. Koch says that
while he immeasurably appreciates the
great hearted gift of Andrew Carnegie to the
Kooh andowment he cherishes the hope that
it will not starid alone but will be the fore-
runner of many others. The professor ad-
mits that this may seem a rather grasping
view, but he is unable to regard the gift
as most of the newspapers do, as one made
by Amerioa to Germany, or at least to a
German scientist. He thinks he interprets
Mr. Carnegie’s motives more truly by sup-
posing that the gift was made in the interesta
of science and humanity apart from any
sympathy he may feel for the German na-
tion.

Prof Koch explains that the gift does not
operate in' his interest direotly sinoe the
Kooh endowment is not meant to aid his
personal researéhes but the resesarches of
other scientists to be chosen by him. All he
has had to do with the andowment is to give
it his name, “because,” as he says, “I by
' chance disoovered the tubercular bacillus.”
