PARI MUTUEL
USED AT ILOUISVILLE.

Methodd of Playing the Races Under the
System- Winner of the Jeannette.
Langford Fight In Beston To-night
Wil Goto England After Tommy Bums.

Bookmakers will not be in evidence at
the spring meeting of the New Loulaville
Jockey Club at Churchill Downs this year.
President Charles Grainger and Manager
Matt J. Winn decided some time ago to install
the famous Pari Mutuel machines instead,
and both of them arrived there yesterday
o consult. with the agent of the French con-
vorn which manufactures this noted device
or racetrack speculation. It is belleved
that ffteen machines will prove sufficient
to attend to the business in the ring at the
Louisville track. In France and Germany,
where this is the only method of placing
wagers that is tolerated, the working of the
machines is seen to the best advantage.
Vorty-five machines are used at some of
the French tracks for straight betting only,
while thers are many others for the place and
third wagers. The Pari Mutuel is the old
name, for this form of betting is now called
the Totalizer.”

Ihe method is not hard to understand.
At Louiaville, for instance, there will be
machines for $2, 85 and $10 tiokets. The
hettor hands up his money and states the
name=of the horse he nanta to back, where-
npon a ticket is pulled out of the machine.
A\s soon as it is withdrawn It is registered
on the face of the machine, while on the big
central machine the way the horses are being
plaved in all of the machines is displayed.
'he machines are locked either when the
horses are on the way to the post or Just as
the barrier goes up. No more money can
he put into & machine after that. When the
race is over the total amount of money bet
on all of the horses is added together, the
percentage deducted and the balance divided
among the holders of the winning tickets, If
there is $10,000 bet on a race and only ten
winning tickets each is worth $1,000

It does not require a lightning calculator
to lgnre out what a winning ticket is worth
and all the workings of the machines are in
fullview of the racetrack patrons. In France
the guestion of betting by women has been
solved by the placing of a machine in the
«rand stand. The instdilation of these ma-
vhines will probably revolutionize racing
conditions in the Weat if the Louisville plan
hecomes popular. It will also to a certain
extent hamper the plunger and make it im-
possible to wager big sums of money, for if a
man wanted to bet 31,000 on a horse there
would have to be 100 ticketa registered on a
10 machine, with everybody aware of what
was in the wind, Incidentally it is argued
that the machines will make racing ocleaner
than ever before, as there will be no reason
why unserupulous owners who sometimes
run their horses in the interest of bookmakers
will not be out to win at all times.

Over in Jersey, nor hr from the terminal of
the McAdoo tunnels, there are several big
poolrooms running practically wide open.
One of these rooms is run by a man who was
driven out of the business in Manhattan last
summer becanse of the activity of the Jockey
(Tub in suppressing the necessary informa-
tion. In this particular  reom vesterday
there were 500 men betting on the New Orleans
races. Bets from 81 up to 8200 were accepted,
and there was a big play. The races were
described by an announcer through a huge
megaphone after getting the details from a
telegraph operator cldse at band.  “This is
a good ganme, " said the proprietor of the room;
‘even better than what it used to be in New
York. If there are no races in New York
this year there will be plenty of racing else-
where, for the public will follow the fortunes
of the horses at Latonia, Churchill Downs,
Foronto, Montreal, Fort Erie, Hamilton and
other places where the sport will go on as
usual. It isa cinch to get men over to Jersey
now by the new tunnels, 30 that since this
means of transit was inaugurated last week
my business has been more than doubled.”

Charles Heney, one of the board of gov-
ernors of the Metropolitan Turf Association
(the Lookmakers’ organization), says that
of the 200 members 80 par cent. are ‘broke,
0 per cent. are looking for new bankrolls,
while the remainder made some roney |ast
vear. Heney seldom makes a book, at which
he mays he was never suocessful, but prefers
to play the races from the ground. He says
there is no such thing as “bookmaking " nowa-
days, but that the speculation has narrowed
down to a matter of judgment betwean the
wise publio and the layers as to the chances
of one or two horle. ln nch race.

The half mile trmk opposite Uity Park,
New Orleans, will be reopenad for business
on April 14. When the Louisiana Legislature
meets in May a bill will be introduced which
if passed will make racing legal only at the
two big tracks in New Orleans, But as such
a bill would not become operative until mid-
summer the half mile Jerichos that have
been flourishing around the Crescent (ity
will have another crack at the game.

. R. Eillison's useful plater Lancastrian, a
Keene bred horse, died the other day at New
Orleans after an attack of pneumonia. Lan-
ecastrian won some good races here on the
turf at long distances last year, enabling
Ellison to clean up some handsome profits,

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CHRISTIE AND HAYNES CARS DIS-
ABLED AT ORMOND.

Walter Christie Makes an Exhaost Valve
Out of & Solid Plecs of Steel and He
Hopes to Have Machine Ready for Min-
neapolis Trophy Race To-day-—Gossip.

Onmonp, Fla., March 3.—With the hundred
mile tournament race for the Minneapolis
Automobile Club trophy the chief attraction,
the automobile races which will continue
on the three following days will begin on the
famous Ormond-Daytona beach to-morrow
morning at 11 o'cock. While the number of
cars entered for the tournament is far below
the record there is one new record that seems
certain to be smashed. That is the number
of persons that will witness the speeding.
Never were the hotels so crowded. All the
trains that stopped here to-day were loaded
down with visitors, many declaring that they
had come principally to see the races.

Walter Christie will be kept busy working
all night on his 130 horse-power front drive
creation repairing an exhaust valve which
was broken whilea R. W. Buckley, Jr., was
speeding the car over the beach late this
afternoon. After some hours of hard work
a new valve was made out of a solid piece of
steel and Christie has strong hopes of having
the car repaired in time for the 100 mile race
to-morrow. It |s the same car Christie
drove in the Grand Prix race in France last
yvear and is entered here by W, Gould Brokaw.
It has made the fastest time in practice of
any of the racing cars here and before the
accident had covered a mile with the wind
in 34 2.5 seconds and against the wind in 38
econds.

R. G. Kelsey's 50 horse-power Haynes car
was another that met with a mlll)lp to-day
which probably eannot be repairsd in time
for it to take part in the tournament. While
receiving a tuning up on the beach this after-
noon with Kelsey at the wheel, the crank
shaft broke. Kelsey was determined to fix
up his car if possible and started to work in
an effort to repair the damage. The number
of cars that have heen entersed for the races
was inoreased by the arrival of Harry Levey's
120 horse-power Hotchkiss and J. M. Gilbert's
Packard, both of which eame in with the
Haynes to-day. These machines had been
delayved at Jacksonville.

Those of the cars that were not weighed in
yeaterday had their weight taken on the
scales at Daytona to-day. Robert Lee Mor-
rell, chairman of the contest committee of
the Automobile Club of America, and Samuel
M. Butler, seocretary, who have the tourna-
ment in charge, were kept busy all day.

Another meeting was held at the clubhouse
of the Florida East Coast Automobile Asso-
ciation to-night when final arrangementa
were made for the races and drivers instructed
as to the rules regarding the race for the
Minneapolls cup to-morrow. This trophy
has to be won twice before it becomes the
personal property of the winner.

The 100 mile race will be run over a 1245
mile stretch of the beach, necessitating sight
turns. The start and finish will be in front
of the F. E. C. A. A, clubhouse at Daytona.

The beach racecourse is far from being
in sufficiently good condition to permit any
new records to be made, but as there is an
east wind blowing the motorista hope the
famous sand course will be in better condition
by to-morrow. At the present time there
are maopy soft spots on the beach between
Ormond and Daytona, but these may be
packed harder by the tide to-night. There
